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PROVINCIAL FINANCES

Had there been no disastrous floods
last spring, and were the province
freed from the burden of the Valley

Railway, concerning the administra- '
tion of which it has not a word to

say, the Veniot government would
bave been able to report a surplus of
nearly $70,000 at the end of the year
1623. This is the essential fact to be

borne in mind in criticism of the finan-,

cial statement issued today. It Is not
the fault of the Government that the
floods caused an extraordinary expen-
Qiture of more than $300,000, or that
there was a deLieit of more than
§261,000 in Valley Railway operation,
making a total deficit for the province
to face of more then $524,000.

The addition to the debt of the
province thus caused is greatly to be
deplored, but cannot be laid at the door
of the present Government, whose ex-
pendifures on ordinary account for the
year were kept well within the re-
ceipts.

“His poems run the gamut of all
human emotion and his metre is now
like a playful breeze and again like a
hurricane, changing to the mournful
sob of a soul in distress and now to
the uneven rhythmic beat of the
ocean,” says Toronto Saturday Night,
which journal said of Mr. Macdonald
that the world had heard nothing like
his poetry since the death of William
Blake.

Recognized Abroad.

In “The Song of the Prairie Land,”
the poet’s first book, which is now
nearing its fourth edition, Mr. Mac-
donald gives expression to his inner-
most thoughts in a manner which lays
bare his very soul:—

“] opened my cabin door,

And the starry hosts were gone,
And I knew that God had gathered

their sparks,

To kindle the flame of dawn.”

Although his efforts have been re-
warded with greater appreciation in
the United States and in spite of the
fact that it was Europe which first
recognized his geniue as a poet,
Wilson Macdonald feels it his duty
to stay with the land of his birth.
He states that he has refused many
offers to go to the United States in
the last 11 years. He was gratified,
however, with the reception he had
been accorded on the prairies and at
the coast, particularly in New West-
minster, Victoria and the University
of B. C.

He’s Not Orthodox.

“One of the things which delights
me in Vancouver is the spirit of
righteous protest in evidence at the
university,” he said. “The university
of B. C. is ‘as far ahead of Toronto in
this respect as day is ahead of night.

We
will never be able to prevent the de-
parture of adventurous youth or of
those who have the pioneering spirit—
the wanderlust that is a characteristic
of the British race; but a drain that
equals the natural increase of popu-
lation is far too great to be borne.
Every effort should be bent toward
such a development of our own re-
sources as will give opportunity at
home to the largest possible percentage
of our people. We rejoice when those
who leave us become citizens of dis-
tinction in the communities in which
they fix their abode, but in their
going we have lost just that amoint
of initiative and energy which we
cught to be able to command for the
development of these provinces; and
no newcowmers can quite fill the place
of those thus lost to us. If we were
too densely populated there would be
no alternative for many but to go
away. If it is asserted that we are

WHERE A CUT IS POSSIBLE

The Toronto Globe, quoting the re-
mark of Mr. Howard Smith, President
of the Canadian Manufacturers’ Asso-
ciation, that business cannot stand
existing internal taxation and that it
must be reduced, says:—

«Ihere is agreement among those
acquainted with the situation that sev-
eral of the Departments at Ottawa are
heavily overmanned, and that this is
true of what is known as the outside
as well as the inside staff. The cost
of collecting the national revenue has
increased enormously in recent years,
due, no doubt, in part, to the tech-
nical troubles attending the collection
of the income and sales taxes. There
seems, however, to be room for a fairly
deep cut in the appropriation for
revenue collection, which has increased
:from $13,740,000 so recently as 1921 to
| 47,919,000 in 1923. The cost of civil
| government  also bas increased far
| more rapidly than the population. It
| was set down at $8,784,000 in the Con-
solidated Fund expenditure of 1927,
and increased to $10,114,000 in 1928.”

HARNESSING THE TIDES.
(New York Herald.)

Ever since man solved the riddle of
getting power from water the bound-
less energy of the tides has stirred the
imagination of scientists. Yet although
our modern prophets frequently pic-
ture the future as drawing its electri-
cal energy from harnessed tides, actu-
ally little has been done in that direc-
tion beyond experiments on a small
scale.

France promises the first extensive
test of the practicability of harnessing
the tides. At L’Aber-Vrach, on the
north coast ofethe peninsula of Brit-
tany, there is a strong tidal flow up
and down the channel of the small
river Diouris. In general the conditions
resemble those of the Bay of Fundy,
though on a reduced scale, the maxi-
mum differential between rise and fall
being 25 feet as against Fundy’s 65
feet.

It is proposed to harness this Breton
river with two dams, one to impound
tide water and one to control the
stream itself. French engineers esti-
mate that the tidal water will produce
3,600 horse power a day, enough to
repay the investment in two years. It
success attends the effort, tidal power
plants no doubt will be intsalled in
many estuaries on long and narrow
seas, where the tides and tidal races
are strong enough to make exploita-
tion profitable. The fiords of Norway
and the inlets of New England, New
Brunswick and Nova Scotia offer many
possible sites for developments of this
character.

AN IMMIGRANT BOY’S FATE.

(Ottawa Citizens.)

The people of Ontario have been
stung to fierce resentment over the case
of a young immigrant farmhand,
Charles Bulpitt, who was found hang-
ing in a barn on the farm of Benson
Cox, Colborne township, Ontario, on
December 23. The disclosures at the
inquest prove among other things that
the brutal farmer worked this boy from
4 g. m. to 10 p. m. that he was beaten
with a whip, and that he was paid a
wage of $756 a year. The crown attor-
ney, in examining Cox at the inquest,
said that the affair had caused pub-
jicity which would have “a damaging
effect on immigration” He is right,
but why shouldn’t it?

Bulpitt was one of those boys who
was sent to Canada by an English in-
stitution to be placed in the care of
farmers to whom they are hired out.
They are usually shown pictured in
the illustrated section of the news-
papers leaning from railway ear-
riages on their way to the land of their
adoption, smiling hopefully at the
prospect before them. Usually pen-
niless and parentless, they make path-
etic little human figures. And reports
show that they mostly make good.

In the same issue of the newspapers
carrying the story of young Bulpitt
was an announcement fromi Commis-
sioner Lamb of the Salvation Army
Immigration Service that more of these
boy immigrants were to be brought to
Canada and placed on farms. This
system of sending out defenceless boys
from their home land has an unpleas-
ant aspect, but properly supervised no
serious objection can be taken to it.
It is to be hoped that an example will

be made of the Colborne farmer, for
Canadian people will feel as keenly
about the matter as British. And it
should be possible to prevent such
brutal abuse of the helpless in the
future. It will not only injure immi-
gration, but it will léave a stain on
Canada’s conscience, to allow the pres-
ent instance to pass without adequate-
ly dealing with the man responsible or
without taking immediate steps to sce
that all boys placed on farms in this
manner are treated decently and
humanely. ]
