“It has been said that there are three
essentials in .the life of a soldier—first
a garden,
third, music. America is the first nation
that has definitely capitalized music with
the mén, = There‘are now in the Ameri-
can army fifty-five men whose sole busi-
ness.it is to go.to the various camps and
get men to singing. “It is just as neces-
sary for a soldier to be able to sing as
to be able to shoot a rifie,” and “A sing-
ing army is & fighting army” are senti-
ments expressed by famous - military
leaders. 1'he German army goes to bat-
tle expressing its feelings through the
heroic song, but the American soldier
has become so proficient in the art of
camouflage that he sings any kind of
nonsense to cover up his emotions. I
have radically changed my views con-
cerning popular music in the eighteen
days I have been in army service. “Over
There” is as music abominable, but con-
sidered from the standpoint of what it
does for the moral of the American
army it is well worth the $26,000 which
George Cohan received for it. If the war
only keeps up long enough, the influence
of music on the soldier is going to make
a musical nation of America. The art-
ist, the poet, the dreamer of dreams
work hand in hand with the practical
man. “Without a vision the people per-
ish.” The dreamer guides the path that
the worker must go.”
