At Laurenco Marques, Stallmann won so 
much at baccarat that a warrant was ob­
tained against him. He escaped as a ship’s 
cook on board a tramp steamer, 
steamer then strangely enough failed to 
turn up at the harbor for which it was 
originally destined. At Calcutta he was ill 
in a hotel: He was placed under police 
surveillance. After three weeks the police 
discovered that the man they were watch­
ing was not Stallmann, but the man’s valet 
He came to Berlin several times with im­
punity, and once dined here in a hotel 
within a few feet of the head’ detective 
who was investigating his case. The police 
afterwards admitted that they had mixed 
him up with a Wiesbaden waiter named 
Konig, who was a notorious sharper. The 
real Konig, however, was a head taller, and 
much darker than Stallmann.
