London, ’April 25—Justin McCarthy, 

novelist and historian, and. for many years 
a member of parliament, died last night 
at Folkestone. He had been ill through­
out the winter and spring bat his friends 
had hoped that he would live to see the 
fruition of his home rule expectations.

Born in 1830, Justin McCarthy was one 
of the most prolific political and historical 
writers of the time. He was an ardent 
home ruler and was for tWenty-five years 
a political writer for one of the London 
daily papers. LjiJ

He was vice-chairman of the Irish par­
liamentary party in tbe House of Com­
mons before the rejection of Mr. Parnell 
by the majority., Then Mr. McCarthy was 
elected chairman.

He became attached to the staff of a 
Liverpool paper in 1863 and entered the 
reporters’ gallery of the Housè of Com­
mons in I860 for the Morning Star. After 
resigning as chief editor of the paper in 
1888, he-travelled through the United 
States for nearly three years, and rince
