York on board the three-
20 echooner yacht ‘“Karina,’ as one

of the guests of Commodore Robert E.
Todd of the New York Yacht Club, is one
of the large land owners in Ireland, his
estates in County Down alone extend over
an area of some 6,000 acres, He has taken
no part in public life, and has failed to
follow the example of the former earls of
his' houde in serving in the army, because
he has suffered from infancy from a eome-
what serious impediment in lkis speech,
resembling by a curious coincidence, his
father in this respect, for the fifth Lord
Annesley during the Crimean war. at the
battle of the Alma had his jaw smashed
by a Russian bullet, which took off part
of the tongue and twenty-four teeth.

Kinglake in his history of the Crimean
War, speaks of the courage and compos-
ure with which the young subaltern of the
Scots Guards bore injuries which, especial-
ly in these days of non-antiseptic sur-
| gery, seemed so irremediable as to. render
death a release. Yet the wounded man
survived for more than half a century and
married “en secondes noces,” at the age
of sixty-one, a famous beauty forty years
-his junior, daughter of William Armitage
Moore of Arnmore, who was known in
Dublin society as “Pretty Priscilla.”

The present Lord Annesley is a son of the
first marriage. and until his father’s death
in1909 bore the name of Viscount Gler-
awly. This title is entirely due to a cler-
ical error. The name should have been
Glerawley, after a place in County Fer-
managh, but the clerk en‘usted with the
writing out of the patent ol‘creation wrote
the word wrongly and as the error was
! discovered only hfter the document had
received the sign-manual of the sovereign,
it was too late to change it. Consequently
the Earls of Annétley possess among their
minor honors the Viscounty of Glerawley—
a place that has no existence.

Possessed of an income estimated at
$20,000, Lord Annesley makes his principal
home at Castle Wellam, a splendid granite
structure nestling among the mountains.of
the old kingdom of Mourne, the estate In-
cluding within its borders the quaint old
town of Castle Wellam, as well as the sea-
side resort and port of Newecastle, in
County Down. The castle park is celebrat-
ed for its trees. The mild climate of Ire-
land, and the sheltered nature of the local
ity, having enabled arboriculture to be car-
[ried on there with a success unusual in
northern Europe. At the International
Sylviculture Congress, held twenty years
ago in London, it was demonstrated that
nowhere else in the world excepting in
some parts of Brittany, is there gathered
such a wonderful number of rare and var-
ied trees. :

Not long ago it was announced that Dr.
Augustus Henry, a Chinese explorer and
expert in Chinese matters, had discovered
an entirely new pine in the Chumbi Val-
ley of ThiBet; but subsequent investiga-
tion brought to light the fact that there
were no less than a dozen specimens. of
this tree flourishing at Castle Wellam,
grown from seeds sent to the late ear]
from the Indian Himalayas, and named
Picea Aneslyana. Castle Wellam has has
for the last quarter of a century been fam-
iliar to experts in forestry, and the rear-
ing of curious shrubs, and the present earl
has continued his father’s practice of nev-
er allowing a year to pass without plafting
thousands of them.

Lord Annesly, who is twenty-eigh.t years
old, has no children by his marriage to
the widowed daughter of A. E. Miller
Mundy. He is descended from Richard
le Breton, who accompanied the Count of
{ Maine to England at the Norman con-
[ quest, and received from him the Lord-
iship of Annesley, in Nottinghamshire, be-
| ing so recorded in the Domesday Book. Sir
i Francis Annesley was employed in TIre-

{land by Jaxes I. as secretary of state,
{ and, having acquired, by royal grant and
{ by purchase, estates in fifteen Irish coun-
! ties, founded the Irish branch of the fam-
lily, and was created Viscount Valentia
and Lord Mountnorris. It was the grand-
son of his younger son Francis who was
created by George II. Baron Annesley, and
by George ITI. Viscount Glerawly, his son
being advanced to the Earldom of Annes-
ley. The head of the senior branch of the
family is Viscount Valentia, Conservative
M. P. for Oxford, and one of the few
Irish peers who occupy seats in the House
of Commons.

Accompanying Lord Annesley .on the
“Karina,” ’is Major Sir Hercules Lang-
rishe, a prominent member of England’s
premier yacht club, the Royal Yacht
Squadron, owner of Knocktopher Abbey,
in Kilkenny, who has achieved some celeb-
vity as a master of the Kilkenny for
hounds, and as a polo player. He is mar-
ried to a daughter of the Right Hon. Fitz-
william Hume Dick, of Humewood, County
Wicklow. The name of Langrishe is famil-
jar to students of history, owing to the
part played by one Hercules Langrishe,
carver in ordinary to Queen Henrietta
Maria, who prevented the arrest of five
‘ members of the House of Commons by
|-sending warning of the king’s intended vis-
it to the Parliament House.

The first baronet, another Sir Hercuies
Langrishe, was M. P. for the borough of
Knocktopher in the Irish parliament at
the beginning of the reign of George IIIL,
distinguished himeelf by his championship
of the Irish Catholics, and was the first to
initiate and secure measures to relieve
them from the terribly tyranmical laws to
which they were then subjected. He was
the correspondent to whom Edmund
Burke addressed some of his most cele-
brated letters, and was associated with
Grattan and Flood in the production of
“Baratariana,” a collection of bitter at-
tacks in prose and rhyme on Lord Town-
send who, as viceroy of Ireland disting-
uished himself by many extravagances, one
of the most memorable being when the sol-
emnly swore in two of his hounds as mem-
bers of the Irish privy council. thus in-
vesting them with the right to use the
“prefix “Right Honorable,” to their names.

The Langrishes trace their descent to
Sir Nicholas Langrishe, who was lord may-
of of the manor of that name in Hamp-
ghire in 1273. They have been settled in
%Irelnnd since 1660, when John Langrishe
of Knocktopher was high sheriff of coun-
ty Kilkenny.

Joseph Ferdinand is not, however, irre-
placeable. He has hitherto been general
of the third infantry digision, and is sec-
ond son and principal ‘heir of the last
grand-duke of Tuscany—consequently the
head of the Tuscan branch of the house of
Hapsburg. As such he stands fifth in the
line of eucession to the imperial ghrone,
and ‘owes this position and his wealth, to
the quarrel of his elder brother, Archduke
Leopold, with his parents and with they
emperor, a quarrel which culminated in
Leopold’s renunciation of his birthright,
his honors and his prerogatives, to become
an exile and a plain Swiss citizen, under
the name of Leopold Wolfling.

“Wolfling” is not deserving of much
sympathy, but there is much foundation
for the general impression that prevails
throughout Austria, that Archduke Jos-
eph-Ferdinand ‘envenomed his brather’s
case in every possible way, especially at ite
most critical moment, in order to get his
place in the succession and his paternal in-
heritance. This is an opinion so generally
held, that Joseph Ferdinand today enjoye
the distinction of being the most unpopu-
lar member of the imperial family, the
more o since it is understood that he has
failed to keep the promises in connection
with monetary mattera which he made
when * pressing Leopold to surrender his
birthright to him. Joseph-Ferdinand, more-
over, gave offense to the army authorities
and the emperor, by the publicity of his
relations with Mlle. Mitzke, while holding
a military command.
