2. Cerporal DECOSTE was tried by District Court-¥artial at Kontreal
Soutk, P.0.y ON 264k January, 1944, on s charge of "ibsenting himself
without leave, Army Act Section 15 (1)". He pleaded not guilty to
the crarge. He was found guilty of the charge with the exception that
he was not apprehended by the military pelice but surrendered himself.
On 28tn January, 1944, he was sentenced to be reduced tc the ranks.
