A MILL LABOURERS UNION TO BE
FORMED ON WEDNESDAY EVEN-
ING.

The Progress of the Strike—Reports
From the New York Markets-The
Position of Affairs Now—Low

The mill men’s strike to retain the
nine hour system granted them last year
in the saw mills, still continues and all
the mills, whose owners announced their
intention on Monday last of returning to
the ten hour system have remained shut
down ever since.

This is one of the most important
strikes that has ever taken place in St
John and public sympathy seems to be
with the men in the stand they have
taken. They were granted the nine hour
system last year without opposition,and
they now feel that they are fighting to
hold what they consider a great point

gained.

There are about 1300 or 1500 men
who have quit work rather than return
to the fen hour and from the
indi n8 it ; 5
half that nhumber- would have been
thrown out of employment anyway
after the middle of this month by the
mills which were sawing lumber for the
American markets being forced to shut
down in consequence of the lack of de-
mand for lumber in New York, where
prices are now so low that the mill own-
ers would lose money on the lumber
they sawed if they continued to ship it.

The mill men are united in their stand
for the nine hours system and so far no
one has broken away from the combina-
fion of mill owners who signed the
notice ing their to run
their mills ten hours per day after July
13th. "

On Saturday evening tbe mill men
held another large meeting in Berry-
man’s hall with Mr. Fred Lingley as
chairman. They decided to form a
mill laborers union and & commit-
tee of two men from each mill

should deal with the matter.
