DEATH OF MR, PARNELL.

1t is not difficult to see that the death
of Mr., Charles Stewart Parnell, will make
a very material difference not only in
Irish politics, but in the politics of the
United Kingdom as well. Mr. Parnell
represented & certain element which had
made itself highly obnoxious to the Con-
servative party in the United Kingdom,
and while he lived the cause which he
advocated was not likely to receive any
support except from Mr. G'adstone’s
friends among the Liberals. It is true
that recently, since the split in the Irish
party, the Conservative journals of
England have professed to take the
side of Mr. Parnell, but this has only
been done on the principle “divide and
conquer,” and not from any liking
which they had for Mr. Parnell’s views
1t is unfortunate for Mr. Parnell’s repu-
tation that he should have fallen under
a cloud dnring the last two or three years
of his life, in consequence of an affair
which need not now be further referred
to. His services to the Irish party have
principally been to show them his power
in the way of obstruction to business in
the British parliament, and thereby ex-~
acting concessions from that parliament
which would not otherwise have been at-
tained. Mr. Parnell, unfortunately for
himself took occasion to quarrel with
Mr. Gladstone, because that great leader
declined to associate himself with Mr.
Parnell any longer. The result was most
unfortunate because it seemed to show
that Parnell was not the patriot states-

ds the highest prices that are
paid in any American market. Our
farmers, if they would prosper should
keep stock to consume the bulk
of their products, and thus keep
their lands in a state of fertility,
instead of robbing their acres of
all their strength, as is too often
done, by selling their (hay, grain and
vegetables to be e d elsewhere,
thus  depriving their land of
its requisite . nourishment.  For
dairying, for breeding cattle for but-
ter, ‘cheese and the market, and
sheep for their wool and for slaugh-
ter there is mno better country than
this, but our farmers are slow to learn
that such is the case. Prof. Robertson
stated in an interview at Toronto a day
or two since, that the maritime provinces
offered magnificent opportunities to
farmers of intelligence and breeders of
cattle, horses and sheep, which he be-
lieved would be largely availed of when
better known.

THE SALE E_IIM:OTICS.

A petition has been drawn up by the
Chatauqua W. C. T. U. and endorsed by
the W. C. T, U. of the state of New York,
asking the legislature. to pass a law
regulating the sale of opium, chloral
and cocaine in all their forms, the law
to prohibit the sale of
narcotics except on the written
prescription of 8 physician; that their
sale except on such prescription
shall cc tute & misd punish-
able by fines not less than $200 and not
exceeding $600. It isnot doubted but that
the enactment of such a law in some local-
ities on this continent would have asal-
utary effect,but it was not very long ago
when such a Jaw would have been with-
out significance. Fifty years ago the use
of opium, except on the prescription ofa
physician, in our land was about as un-
frequently met with as self murder.
Why has the use of opium and kindred
drugs increased to such an alarming ex-
tent as to make legislation with regard
to their sale necessary ? We can point
to one reason—the discredit in whieh
the use of wines and liguors, even in
moderation, is held by such a large por-
tion of the community and the legisla-
tion which has limited theirsale in some
portions of the country, and by which,
in others, it has been absolutely prohib-
ited. There isa good deal of frailty
in map, as well as a longing
for the excitement which alco-
holic stimulants produce, among very
many members of the human family ;
if that excitement or exhileration is
denied them, they in too many instances
resort {o those deadlier drugs against
the sale of which the W. C. T. U. seek
legislation. An instance might
be cited. The city of Staun-
ton, Virginia, with a population of some
7,000, twenty years ago enacted that no
wines or liquors should be sold within
