Mat-
thew Begbie, C. J., and Crease and Walk-
em, J J., gave judgment to-day in Harris
v.Brunette Saw Mill Co. This was an
appeal from the judgment of $1,000 and
costs entered in favor of the plaintiff
at ‘the trial before Mr. Justice Drake
and a epecial jury; there was also a mo-
tion for a new trial, but both questions
were heard at ‘the same time. The plain-
tiff, Dennis Harris of this city, is the
owner of .certain lands in New Westmin-
ster distriet, and the def:ndants purchased
the privilege of cutting t*mber on adjoining
land, and while engaged in logging en-
croached on the plaintiff’'s land and cut
timber, which they afterwards hauled
away. The defence set up was that the
company was not ‘lable for their ser-
vanits’ acts, which were both unauthor-
ized and done without the scope of their
authority. ‘The grounds of the appeal set
up ‘are that the damages dre excessive
and 'the vendict against the weight of evi-
dence; and also that the trial judge mis-
directed the jury. The court dismissed the
appeal with costs and the motion for a
new trial, being unanimously of the opin-
ion that ‘there was ample evidence to
warrant the amount of damages given.
They also held that the defendints were
liable in the first instance in cutting the
wood, and ‘that in any event the act was
afterwands ratified in the removal of the
wood to the knowledge of the foreman of
the logging camp. Hou. A. N. Richards,
Q.C,, and €. P. Luxton for the plaintiff
and Charles Wilson for the defendants.
