At Butte.

Butte, Mont., Sept. 27,—President
Taft dropped a quarter of a mile into
ihe earth here to-day. His fall w
painless and he returned to the sur-
face without a scratch or a jolt. His
descent was made in the. shaft of the
Leonard copper mine, which js bored
1,800 feet downward into the earth’s
crust. The president stayed his down-
ward flight at the 1,200-foot level and
watched with interest the electric
drills biting out chunks of copper ore.

From the mine the president pro-
ceeded to the court hLeuse  sh'wre,
where he addressed a great throng. At
12.45 the president Jéft »Butte -for-
Helena.

While in this eity President Tagt was
given a full-sized golf stick made " of
copper, silver and gold. The gift was
presented by Mayor Nevin on behalf |
of the citizens of Butte. *

Return to Federation.

Butte, Mont., Sept. 27.—Rather than
drive the organization~of the Wes
Federation of Miners on the rocks
internal dissension, the. Engineers;
Union No. 83 of this city to-day end- |
ed the suspension of work in forty-five
Jocal mines by agreeing to return to the
ranks of the federation, from which
they seceded last Friday.

The engineers will formally return to
the federation . to-day if everything
goes as planned and the 10,000 miners
who refused to work in the mines here
with engineers in bad union standing
will return to work. The night shift
of 4,000 men will re-open the mines at
6 o’clock this evening,

The action of the engineers averts
for a time at least one of the greatest
labor troubles threatening the Waest-
ern Federation. Of two hundred and
fifty seceding engineers nearly two
hundred have asked that federation
union cards be issued to them imme-
diately. It is expected that all en-
gineers will have re-entered the federa-
tion and full forces will be working |
by to-morrow. ‘

Settlement was brought about by the
action of the mine owners in standing
with the miners and indicating to the
engineers that thexr must become mem-
bers of the federation.

PEARY WILL
NOT AID COOK

B

REFUSES TO CARRY
INSTRUMENTS ON STEAMER

——

Brooklyn Explorer May Be De-
layed in Confirming His
Story.

(Times Leased Wire.)

New York, Sept. 27.—By Commander
Robert E. Peary refusing to allow
Harry Whitney, the big game hunter,
to bring Dr, ¥. A. Cook’s instruments
and data back to civilization, the
Brooklyn physician will be delayed at
least a year in confirming his discovery
of the North Pole.

This at least is the assertion being
made here by prominent scientists, who
declare that it will be necessary for
pr. Cook. to produce his instruments
in order to substantiate his claim.

The Brooklyn physician, however, is
undismayed and declares that the ship
bringing his two Eskimos to this coun-
try to substantiate his claims will stop
at Etah and bring his instruments.

The scientists are skeptical about the
ship reaching its destination before the
Arctic winter sets in.

Message From Whitney,

The following message was received
in this city yesterday for Dr. Frederick
A. Cook:

“Strathcona, via Indian Harbor and
Cape Ray, N. F., Sept. 25.

“Started for home on Roosevelt.
Nothing arriveg for me. Peary would
allow nothing belonging to you on
board. Said to leave everything in
cache at Etah.

“Met Capt, Sam, North Star. Did
not go back after going on schooner
bound St. John's take steamer home.
Hope you are well. See you soon, Ex-
plain' all. Good shooting.

“HARRY WHITNEY.”

Dr. Cook was questioned as to his
view of the situation created by the
action ascribed to Commander Peary,
but he declined to say anything derog-
atory of his‘rival. Cook did net appear
0% zreatly perturbed b¥ the Hews
he had received from Whitney. He
hopes to ‘sée him in a very short ti)ne
and hear a complete explanation of tha
occurrence at Etah.

“The "leaving of the instruments in
the nonth may cause delay in sending
any reeords - to -Copenhagen,” said
Cook, “but’ will not ‘affect the people
tion.

“The instruments are not lost. The
Eskimés- know where they are. They
wiil be looked after. As to the ques-
tion of proof, that is the same whether
the observations are made by one per-
son or by five or more. :

“My instruments were packed separ-
ately in several boxes and these were
put inte a packing case. They could
not be injured by falls or rough handl-
ing.”

. Peary’s Charge,

Portland, Maine, Sept. 27.—It is
learned from a source close to Com-
mander Peary, that the commander jus-
tifies his action in refusing to allow
Dr. Cook’s instruments or records on
board the Roosevelt on the theory that
he had been aware for some time of
Cook’s intention to claim the discovery
of the North Pole and that Peary there-
fore would sanction nothing to aid this
‘project.

Peary’s forthcoming statement con-
cerning Cook, it was learned, will
charge that Cook cannot produce shoes,
sledges or other equipment that will
show the wear and tear that comes
from travel over the Arctic ice. 'This
is the first intimation of any specific
evidence. .

Commander Peary will go to Bar
Harbor to-day for a conference with
Thomas H. Hubbard, president of the
Peary Arctic Club.

‘Will Meet Hubbard.

South Harpswell, Maine, Sept. 27.—
Stirred to action by the approach of
Harry Whitney to givilization, Com-
mander Robert E. Peary started for
Bar Harbor this morning to converse
with Genera] Hubbard, .president of
the Peary Arctic Club, concerning the
advisability of immediately launching
charges against Dr, Cook.

The explorer will remain at Bar Har-
bor until Wednesday and whether the
charges will be given out from there
‘rests, he says, with General Hubbard.
Commander Peary to-day said:

“The Roosevelt sailed from Eagle
Island for New York last night. When
the vessel passes Sandy Hook I shall!
be on the bridge and when it docks 1
will tell the people that thé man ‘who
found the North Pole is standing on
the bridge of the Roosevelt.”

Commander Peary refused to digcuss
the charge made by Whitney in his
cable message to Dr. Cook that Peary
would not allow Whitney to take Dr.
Cook’s belongings on board the steamer
Roosevelt and forced him to leave them
cached at Etah.

In answer to several questions on the
subject all Peary would say'was that
the charges made by Whitney would
not help Cook.

Peary also refused to discuss the asg-
sertion that Whitney left the Roosevert
only because he was forced to do so,
In concluding the interview, Peary
said:

“] have only this to say: Dr, Cook
did not reach the pole. I am prepsdred
to leave the verdict to the world. When

I have finished with Cook, I wil] have
proved, ay I said before, that Cook' did'
not reach the pole.”

TAFT PREACHES
SUNDAY SERMON

OCCUPIES PULPIT: IN
MORMON TABERNACLE

Reviews School Children and
Also Speaks in Y. M. C. A.
Building.

(Pimes Lgased Wire,)

Salt Lake, Usgah, Sept. 27.—In the
pulpit of the famous Mormon taber-
nacle in this city, where four years
ago Theodore Roosevelt, then the chief
executive of the nation, preached a
sermon on right living-and the duties
of citizenship, President Taft yester-
day faced an audience which he said
inspired him to try to follow in the
footsteps of his predecessor.

Mr., Taft did preach a sermon, text
and all. The immense audience in the
flag-draped edifice, the splendid musi-
cal programme of operatic and pa-
triotic selections inspired him, the
president declared, with higher
thoughts of country and patriotism.

“A soft answer turneth away
wrath, but grievous words stir up an-
ger,”’ was the text selected by the
chief magistrate from the book of Pro-
verbs. The sermon was a homely ut-
terance, largely made up of a relation
of ,stories to give emphasis to the
points the president desired to' make.
From the tabernacle the president
was driven in review of some 20,000
school children. At one point along
the line a thousand or more tots had
been arranged in a living flag, red,
write and blue capes and caps serving
to outline the national eniblem.

Thence the president proceeded to
the ¥.M.C.A., where he made a brief
address to an audience composed en-
tirely of men. Lastly, the president
attended services especially arranged
for him at the Unitarian church. After
this unusually busy Sunday morning
he left Salt Lake at noon for Ogden,
where he enjoved an eighteen-mile ride
through Ogden canyon and made his
third address of the day at Lester
park.

WAR IN MOROCCO
IS NOW AT END

TRIBESMEN MAY ACCERT _
TERMS OF SPANIARDS'

Both Sides Suffer
Losses in Recent
Fighting.

Madrid, Sept. 27.—It is believed to-
day that the war in Moroeco has end-
ed. According to dispatches the terms
of surrender of the -Riff tribesmen,
who have been occupying Mount Gur-
gura, the objective point of the victor-
ious advance of the Spanish, are now
being drawn ‘up between Caid Amas
and General Marina, in command of the
Dons since the beginning of the war.

It is reported this afternoon that
surrender will in all probability be un-
conditional.

The occupation of Selouan was ef-
fected last night after desperatg fight-
ing, soon after Nador had fallen into
the hands of the Spanish troops. The
town was later destroyed by fire, as
having all the Moorish  settlements in
the line of the Spanish' advance,

Unofficialiy it is reported that one
thousand of Marina's troops and a
greater number of tribegmen were Kkilled
during the advance oh! Selouan.

C.P.R. to Construct Cowichan Bay Branch Railway
of Full Standard Gauge Within Year—Sur-
-veyors to Take Field Immediately.

That the C. P. R. will construct
branch lines of railway of full stand-
ard guage from a point at or near the
town of Duncans to Cowichan Lake ands
also from the former point to tide-
water; that these branch lines will be
in operation within a year; that with-
in a similar period also the American
Finance and Securities Company, of
New York, will be delivering logs
from Cowichan Lake to salt water, are
statements made this morning by E.
B. Kurtz, who returned from Vancou-
ver on Saturday afternoon and is a
guest at the Empress hotel.

As recorded in special dispatches ' to

of the American Finance and Securi-
ties Company, while at Vancouver
signed a contract by which the right
and title of 54,000 acres of splendid tim-
ber lands in the Cowichan Lake dis-
trict pass to his company for the sum
of approximately one and a half mil-
lion dollars, and his' visit to Victoria
is made with the purpose of setting
afoot plans for the immediate com-
mencement of the huge enterprise.

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THREE MEN RESCUED
BY LIFE SAVERS

Boat CapSizes When Returning
to Shore and Occupants
Have Narrow Escape.

Venice, Cal, Sept. 27.—To the Ilife-
saving crew of this beach, O. H, Mor-
gan, manager of the Morgan Oyster
Company of Los Angeles, and the two
men,*'who refused to teli their names,
to-day owe . their lives. The trio was
rescued from drowning in the surf late
vesterday afternoon by the members
of the crew. The rescue was accomp-
Hished only after a thrilling ten min-
utes’ battle with the terrific undertow.

The two men, whose names are un-
knowns<to the life-savers, attempted to

‘save Morgan when he was overpower-

ed by the breakers, and in turn became
helpless. After a hard siruggle the
guards hauled the men into the lifeboat
and started for the beach,

At the breaker line the craft was
overtlirned, and the rescus scene was
again enacted, The three men were
ressuscitated on the beach and re-
moved to nearby cottages.
