in commemoration of the anniversary of
the planting of the American flag on the
island. The proclamation is headed

Among the effects of the victim found
on the scene of his death was a smali
pocket boek, but not a sign of a name
is in the book. It is suggested that probd
ably the man was on his way from
Forty-mile to Dawsen when attacked by
the bear. It was probably six weeks
ago when he was killed. The hatchet is
the only utensil found near his remains.
