WALKING DELEGATES:
Derby’s Plumber Mayor Says They
Should Be Dispensed With.

Derby, Conn., June 20.—In an inter-
view published to-day, Mayor Geo. P.
Sullivan, a plumber, who was elected
mayor last fall, and was formerly presi-
dent of the central labor wunion, declar-
ed that all walking delegatés ‘and high
salarfed union officials should be dis-
pensed with, and that the settlement of
difficulties with employers should be
left to local unions. “Recent startling
revelations,” he said, “have shown that
a walking delegate is more of a detri-
ment to a union than a benefit.”

Mayor Sullivan also said that in his
opinion the recognition clause in agree-
ments between unions and employers is
not worth struggling for. ”In my opin-
ion,” he added, ‘“‘the clause is frequently
inserted for the benefit of the walking
delegate and for the purpose of keep-
ing the breach open between workmen
and employers.”

SEVERE STORM.

In Wales Rain Was Accompanied by
Earthquake Shocks,

London, June 19.—In spite of drench-
ing rain King Edward was again present
at the Ascot races to-day.

In Carnarvon, Wales, the rain was ae-
companied by two strong earthquake
shocks. Houses were rocked, but no
damage was reported. The earthquake
shocks were so severe at Bangor, north
‘Wales, that the patients were carried
out of the hospital, and the congregation
left the cathedral.

Belgrade, June 20.—The foreign min-
icter,- M. Kalievies, in an interview this
afternoon, expressed intense indignation
at the announcement from London that
the British minister kad been instructed
to withdraw from Belgrade .for . some
time on-the arrival here of King Peter.
The minjster said it -was in-xplicable why
the British government {arended to make
the provisional Servian ministry respon-
sible  for the -deploratie everts of the
night of June 10th. The m=mbers of tae
present cabinet, he added, had really dis-
played great patriotism in coming to the
aid of their courtry in ihe sad criss,

The text of the stalement which may
be regarded as an official espression of
the view of the government follows: |

‘It is with deep indignation that we find |
in a recent telegram from Londeu an in-
dication that it is .intended to hold the
presenty government responsible for the
deplorable events which occurred on the
night of Jure 11th in tha royai palace.
I; 1s known that the events of that might
were carried out by Servian officers who
had r:solved to prevent the probable
proclamation of the brother 0f Queen
Draga as the suceessor of the throne.

“The fact that a woman was among
tllose who were pursued and 1o the
struggle provoked the .attack of an aide-
de-camp upon officers, iz regretable. the
more so that her death was not neces-
sary, even though sha had been de-

tested by the whole Servian people from

the moment she presumed to place the
e

crown upon her 1y head. The
upheaval of June 11th was the work of
a large number of officers. T'he conse-
quences of revolution, however, were
sanction by the whole army aad the
whole people.”

Washington, June 20.--The TUnited

States government has adopted an atti-
tude to that of Great Britain towards
the new Servian dynasty. It will be in

of some exhibition of a disposition to
yunish the guilty. Therefore Minister
Juckson will not present his credentials
to the government  of King Peter at
presenc.

French Minister Neutral.

Paris, June 20.—Yoreign Minister Del-

‘BRITAIN'S ATTITUDE
TOWARDS SERVIA

MINISTER TO WITHDRAW

Lord Landsdowne Says Country Yields
to None in Its Abhorrence of
! Massacre.

London, June -19.—Iu the House of
Lords, Fereign Minister Lansdowne an-
nounced that the British minister to
Servia. has been instructed to withdraw
from Belgrade tor some time on the ar-
rival tiere of King Peter, and in the.
meantime tor do nothing whicl eould be
construed ‘as a recognition of the new
government. Eord Lansdowne expressed
indigation at the eriges at Belgrade, and.
said he thought it was not desirable that
Bir George Benham, the British minister,
should be in the ity when the new re-
gime was inauguvated. The foreigm min-
ister added that no proposal had been.
received for concerted actiom toward Ser-
via by the powers, but the British gov-
ernment had no intention of maintaiming*
ordinary relation with the powers con-
cerned in the massacres.

The government yielded to none in its
abhorrence of the events which had
lately disgraced the capital of Servia,
and that abhorrence had not been dimin-
ished by later intelligence” which ~had
reached the foreign office. It would be
no exaggeration to say that it would be
hard to find a parallel for the outrages
even in the annals of the states which
made no’ pretence to be'included among:
the civilized communities:

The government had ascertained that
France, Germany and Italy were main-
taining an attitude towards Servia s'mi-
lar to that of Great Britain, while Rus-
sig and Austria. were prepared to recog-
nize = the new regime, although Russia
appeared to have' claimed that proper ]
punishment should be  inflicted. .He
thought Great Britain could not usefully
propose to the otiier powers concerned
measures of a punitive nature against
the authors of these outrages.: He had
telegraphed to the British minister at
Belgrade, June 15th, not to rTecognize the
provisional government, whose freedom
from complicity in the acts of “that
frightful night”” had not yet been estab-
lished, nor to do anything necessitating
Great Britain recognizing the authority
which may be set up in succession to the
late dynasty. The British: minister
would, therefore, be absent from Bel-
grade when the new King was inau-
gurated.

Yesterday Cardinal = Vaughan was
wheeled in a bath chair about the corri-
dors of St. Joseph’s College, which he
founded. On the previous day he ap-
peared in the cellege chapel in full Car-
dinal’s robes, and made a farewell' ad-
dress to his bishops and priests. His re-
mains will lie i state in the cathedral
at Westminster, another monument to
Cardinal Vaughan's werk, and will be
buried at St. Joseph's College.

Cardinal - Vaughan was
Gloucester;., Bngland, on April 15th,
1832." He was educated at the Jesuit
College;. Stonyhurst; -Laneashire, and in
Rome. After oranation he founded St.
Joseph’s Missionary College at Mill
Hill, Middlesex, an institution’ designed
to prepare missieners for work among
the black race, particularly in the United
States. He accompanied to the United
States the first band of missionerg and
founded a’ college: in' Maryland in 1871.
He was consecreated Bishop of Salford,
England, in 1872. He ' sucdeeded Car-
dinal Manning as Archbishep of ‘West-
minster in 1892.
