At last there seems a posribilty at 
least of this long cherished desire on the 
paît of Canucks being carried out.

vinced that Britain has a better builder 
than exists to-day. Simultaneously with 
this announcement comes the intelligence 
that the Royal Canadian Yacht Club are 
ready to stand sponsor for a challenge. 
Vice-Commodore Poucher, of the club 
mentioned, says that $3.00,000 is already 
available for the enterprise, and that the 
challenge will come through the Hali­
fax Yacht Club, in order to comply with 
the condition that the yacht challenging 
must have an ocean course.

The issue of such a challenge would 
arouse intense interest throughout the 
world, and if successful would emphasize 
the claim that the prowess of Empire, 
in some.limes at least, lies in the premier 
colony.

A Canadian challenge would rob the 
yacht offering, of one at least of the 
heavy disabilities under wlicili she now 
labors, and which must be taken into 
consideration in judging how far the race 
actually represents the racing skill of 
the sailors of the two countries. The 
challenger must come across the ocean, 
in the case of a British boat, under her 
own sail.

On the contrary 
these are being augmented materially. 
Are the troops here being reduced in 
numbers, and is defensive work ceasing? 
Those who.best know the facts will best 
understand the absurdity of such a 
claim. The navy yard is a hive of in­
dustry. New fortifications and bat­
teries are being installed on Signal Hill, 
new magazines on Rodd Hill, while 
largely increased barrack accommodation 
is being provided. If the manifest of 
the C.P.R. ferry boat from the Main­
land to Victoria told the tale of what 
stores she bears for the military and 
naval station here it would be the best 
refutation of the assumption that there 
is any diminution in the ceaseless work 
of fortification in the suburbs of this 
city. The facts are that if the military 
strength continues to increase at the 
rate which is now obtaining it will be 
but a short time before the reduction 
in the number of warships will be more 
than balanced, by the augmentation of 
land forces.

If the home authorities entertain such 
views as are ascribed to them, how do 
these people who ore constantly finding 
in the acts of Sir Wilfrid an offence to 
the people of the Old Land, that tiis im­
mense popularity there effectually dis­
proves, account for the facts mentioned 
above. Surely the British government 
is no? going to select one arm of the ser­
vice at one single point upon which to 
set the mark of its displeasure, but 
would carry out some general scheme 
which would apply to all stations and 
to both services.

A little reflection will not only demon­
strate the inconsistency of such a plea 
as is advanced by the Colonist, but will 
suggest much more rational grounds for 
the action of the British government. 
The reduction does not involve *any de­
tachment of vessels now on the station. 
It is evidently a mere attempt to remove 
a misnomer, the number of ships now 
here being less than the regulations pre­
scribe as a rear-admiral’s command. The 
reduction began several years ago with 
the dispatch of the Arethusa. under ex­
traordinary conditions to China. Those 
conditions were the investment of Pekin, 
by the Boxer forces, the imperilling of 
British lives there, and the demand of 
the nation that every man and ship 
within striking distance of the theatre of 
war should be hurried thither. This was 
followed by that sad chapter in the his­
tory of the station, the loss of H.M.S. 
Condor. Finally came the dispatch of 
the torpedo boat destroyers to the Chi­
nese coast for work on the rivers, where 
it is claimed they could be more usefully 
employed than on this coast.

It will be noticed that with the ex­
ception of the Condor, the loss of whicu 
was due to a catastrophe, every vessel 
withdrawn has been transferred to the 
China coast. In taking this step the 
authorities have recognized what mili­
tary and naval writers agree upon, that 
the scene of probable operations in the 
future has shifted from the Mediterran­
ean and the Channel to the Far East. 
Since the Kowloon annexation our fron­
tier there has become conterminous with 
that of China, and through her with the 
settlements of the European powers. 
This fact opens up new contingencies, 
which are set forth in an intensely in­
teresting manner in Col. May’s recent 
work on Imperial Defence, which has at­
tracted so much attention. He empha­
sizes the great necessity of fortifying 
Hong Kong to withstand attack 
from the Mainland and demands a 
largely increased garrison for that im­
portant point with a mobile body trained 
for field operations.

But Col. May goes further, and being 
an expert, hi> suggestions throw a strong 
side light on the recent tendency to de­
crease the naval and increase the mili­
tary forces at Esquimalt.

SETTLING THE BOUNDARY 
QUESTION.

The newspapers of the United States 
stick to their theory that the representa­
tives of the republic on the Alaska 
Boundary Commission have nothing to 
do but to convert the British Commis- 
sibner to their side and the troublesome 
matter will be disposed of forever. It 
has not occurred to them at all that their 
commissioners will lend their ears to the 
case of Canada. They say that for more 
than thirty years we have acquiesced in 
their claims and that we never thought 
of disputing them until gold was dis­
covered in “Alaska," and we found it 
would be a great convenience to have 
an outlet ou the seaboard, 
is a characteristic piece of American 
misrepresentation. Protests from gov­
ernments of Canada against American 
assumptions have been regular and em­
phatic. Our neighbors try to hide the 
facts from themselves by refusing to 
publish this corrëspondence. Possibly 
they fear the effect of such publicity up­
on the reading public of the United 
States. If the people knew the truth 
they might not be so enthusiastic in their 
demand that the line shall be laid down 
and maintained in accordance with the 
claims of the United States. The pro­
gramme is already drawn up and will be 
carried out as soon as the commission 
has either ratified or rejected the claims 
of the Washington government. No mat­
ter what decision is reached the bound­
ary will be laid out and maintained in 
accordance with the American inter­
pretation of the treaty. If Canada ob­
jects her attention will be drawn to a 
garrison of soldiers in the neighborhood 
of the disputed territory. In that case, 
of course, we shall have nothing more 
to say. We wonder if .the bluff is aimed 
at the commission as well as at us? It 
is the same game as was tried with the 
state of Colombia when she was told 
she must accept the terms dictated 
by her great neighbor for the construc­
tion of the Panama canal—that if she 
attempted to amend the treaty her chance 
to bask in the favor in the greatest of 
all powers would pass away forever, and 
who knows wrhat might happen after 
that. But Colombia has called Sammy 
just the same. We do not believe for a
