No Portion of Adriano-
ple Shall Remain to
Turkey, Says Bulgarian

London, Feb. 2—The Porte has
ordered the Turkish plenipotentiaries
not to leave London until hostilities
are resumed and has instructed the
army to await the attack before dfiring
a shot, Thus the Ottomans, with the
exception of the Montenegrins are the
only delegates left in London, re-
marked today that nobody could -ac-
cuse them of not having done all that
was humanly possible to come to
terms, Animated by a humaritarian
spirit, they added, Turkey wished {o
avoid useless carnage and wished to
show also deference to the advice of
the powers although Europe had been
unfair toward Turkey.

Dr. Deneff, head of the Bulgarian
delegation before leaving the capital,
recalled what he had said in his first
statements on arriving in London,
that the Balkan peoples who had
adopted the Monroe Doctrine to their
tmnimul;.'F desired to become {hq Am-

forwardnens, as was proved by their
frank conduct in the conference
where they demanded from the first
evactly - what they intended -to take
azainst double-dealing on the part of
the Turks.

The Balkan representatives, he said,
would not have waited, to their own
disadvantage, so long before resuming
ho-tilities, but for genuine regard
which the Balkan kingdoms held for
{he powers. He again rejected the idea’
{hat even a small fraction of Adrian-
ople should be retained by Turkey.

Dr. Deneff concluded by sayhg:
“Turkey should have understood that
she must abandon Europe entirely, her
permanence there being opposed not
only by the allies but te powers them-
gelves, as chown by their collective
note. Turkey has refused to quit peace-
fully, but will be forced to do so by
anolher war, after which, fully real-
izing the strength of the Balkan
states, she will become their friend.”

Ottawa, Feb, 2—With the object of
improving the conditions of employ-
ment of the women and children in
‘anada by means of giving publicity
to such abuses as are found to exist,
Hon. T. W. Crothers is appointing
women to correspond for the Labour
Gazette in Montreal, Toronto, Winnj-
peg and Vancouver. If the experiment
is successful other female corresgond-
ents will be appointed for other citles,

These correspondents will be re
quired to study and report upon the
conditions of the employment of wor
men and children in domestic gervice
ag well as in shops and factories.
These reports will be made monthly
and will bear upon all phases off fe-
male employment and child labor with

pecial ref h in wages,
hours of labor, strikes, lockouts, wo-
men’s organizations and Ql?gort\mlt,hl
fon ployment. Cor ta will
also be employed to Investigate lv-
ing conditions, employment agencies,

Moving Picture Film Caught
Fire—Crowd Rushed to Ex-

" jts—Two Women Trampled
to Death.

New York, Feb, 2.—A boy's cry of
“fire” and the smoke from an explod-
ed reel of a motion picture machine in
an East Side theatre tonight resulted
in a panic among the audience of 400
persons and a rush for the exits in
which two women were killed and
eleven other persons were o badly in-
jured that they had to be sent to the
hospital. The panic occurred in one
of the most densely populated gections
of the East Side and the thousands
who poured into East Houston street
in front of the theatre, and rushed to
the doors added to the confusion and
te the number of injured. The two
women who have not been , identified
were trampled to death in the crush
of the erowd to reach the doors.

The operator of the machine soon
extinguished the burning film and the
flames did not spread beyond the fire-
proof cage in which he worked. With
the exception of one rear exit door,
the only means of escape from the
{heatre were through the main vesti-
bule and it was here in a narrow space
that most of the injured were found.
The two women who were killed were
picked up in the main “section of the
theatre where they had been trampled
under foot.

Fire Commissioner Johnson arrived
at the theatre soop after it had been
cleared. In a statement he declared
that there were 800 similar theatres
in greater New York where conditions
were equally perilous. He sald, how-
ever, that theatre owners had complied
with evefy:ordinance governing such
places.

London, Feb. 1.—The speech last
night of David Lloyd George, Chancel-
lon of the Exchequer, before the Na-
tional Liberal club on the land ques-
tion has caused considerable sensa-
tion. The Conservatives declare that
it was a protest against Premier As-
quith’s refusal to make the guestion
the leading feature of the Libera’
programme of this on after Home
Rule, and Mr. Lloyd George is at-
tempting to supplant Mr. Asquith as
party leader by appealing for the

-| party’s support against his chief.

The report of his fnvestigating com-
mittee is awaited with the deepest
interest, and in the meantime Con-
servatives are conducting a “radical
plutocrat inquiny.” \

It is asserted that great manufac
turers who gre prominent in the Lib
eral party, and “newly rich land own
ers” treat their workmen and tenants
far less considerate'y than do the old
aristocracy. They have sent to them
a series of questions designed to prove
this, and propose to publigh the re-
sults alongside the report of the
Chancellor's commission,

During the course of this speech
Chencellor Lloyd George asserted
{hat the reports of hig commission
would prove conclusively “that hun
dreds of thousands, if not mdilions
of men, women and children are liv-
ing under conditions with regard to
wages, housing and labor conditions
which ought to make this great em-
pire hang its head in shame.”
London, Feb. 8.—The Daily News
understands that the intention of the
land campaign inaugurated by Chan-
cellor Lioyd-George is to propose the
statutory establishment of a minimum
wage for agricul laborers of at
least 1 pound (8$6) per week and pro-
vision for every laboren of a cottage
