Melt together a cupful of gran-
ulated sugar and three squares of
chocolate. When completely melted—
over hot water, of course—gradually
add, stirring constantly, three quar-
ters of a cupful of hot water and
1boil carefully for about flve minutes

|until smooth and thick. Add a little
vanilla and serve.

Maple sauce is made in this way:
Melt half a cupful of butter, add a
ful of flour, a cupful of
maple syrup and a half a cupful of
hot water. Bofl up once and serve,
A rich peach sauce can be made
by crushing ripe peaches and pouring
over.them a thick, hot syrup, This
sauce can be served either hot or
very cold.

Orange sauce can be made by cream.
ing together half a cupful of butter
one cupful of sugar and a cupful of
orange julce. If desired an orange
can be diced and added.

Whipped cream sauce is made by
putting together the white of an egg,
a cupful of cream, half a cupful of
powdered sugar and vanilla or sherry
to flavor. Beat all together to a foam
and serve,

Marshmallow sauce is made by mak-
ing a quarter of a pound of marshmal-
lows In a double boiler with two table-
spoonfuls of water and then adding a
