Colonel Fletcher, commanding the
forces in Libau sympathetic with the
Germans, has distributed over a wide
area posters declaring that Karl Ul-
man, head of the government of Let-
via, is aiming with British co-opera-
tion, to expel all the Baltic barons
and other Germans so as to make it
impossible for Germany to retain her
trong influence in the former Baltic
provinces and ‘frusirate the coming
ance between Germany and Rus-
sia.”

The poster also declares that Prem-
fer Ullman and the Britigh are endeav-
.| oring to make a powerful ally of Rus-
sia, to the great injury of Germany’s
future. Coonel Fletcher had this poster
read to all his troops, and has gilven
it wide ecirculation.

General von der Goltz iz also making
every effort to delay the German evac-
uation of Letvia until after the harvest
apparently in the hope of not having
to leave at all, as he frankly admits
that the German soldiers were prom-
ised land in Letvia, and will be “great-

ELECTRICAL STORM
DOES HEAVY DAMAGE
IN CARLETON COUNTY

Fredericton, July 80~—Considerable
damage has been done by the elec-
trical and wind storm which swept
over New Brunswick and reached the
proportions of a tornado.

In Carleton county between Fior
enceville and Centreville eleven barng
were razed by the tornado while at
Bast Florenceville the warehouse of
B. F. Smith & Company, Ltd., & build-
ing about 100 feet in length, was
smashed and blown to bits. Fifteen
or twenty trees in its path in Hast
[Florenceville were uprooted and tele-
graph, telephone and electrie light
poles were bowled over by the tor-
nado which swept over a territory
about quarter of a mile In width ‘and
carried everything before it.

In a number of cases, it is declared,
that loaded hay wagons which had
been left standing in barns with the
doorg open were lifted bodfly and
carried along by the tornado, the
wagons heing smashed and the hay
scattered about.
