St! Petersburg, Dec. 8.—The huge bure-
aucratic machine, which governs Russia,
has for the third time in half a century
demonstrated its colossal unfitness to con-
duct the business of the empire. Its ig-
norance and corruption were responsible
for the collapse of the Slav power in the
Crimean war. They brought Russia to
terrible disasters.in the conflict with Tur-
key in 1877. They are today the vicious
causes which underlie the strange aveak-
ness thus far manifestel by the imperial
forces in the Far East.

Russian history clearly proves that vices
of administration pave the way to defeat
upon a battlefield. The Russian people
apprediate now the rigidity of this physi-
cal principle. Time and time again, I have

_|heard men of the noble as well as the

peasant class say in substance: “We pay
our taxes willingly; we offer our lives with-
out question; yet we are beaten, beaten
by a Yellow race. The fault deoes not lie
with our men, or our officers. They are
brave. They fight grandly;. they die gal-
lantly. It lies with the system, which
fails to educaie them, ihich has
held us so long in tutelage that when the
moment for independent action comes, we
do not know how to act. The develop-
ment of civilization all trends to the in-
dependence of the individual.” This is ex-
emplified particularly in the present war,
where #he modern arm forces each man to
direct his own movements, under the gen-
eral control, of course, of his officers. At
Port Arthur, our men stand together, and
are directed as a unit. There they are
practically invincible.

orders. The minister ‘of the interior has
sometimes nullified by the application of
the “administrative iprocess,” dmportant
projects granting greater liberty to the
people, which were adopted by the emper-
or upon the advice of the minister of jus-
tice. Thus instead of the unity, which
auwtocracy would seem to insure, there has
been a riot of confusion, which the war
has not calmed.

A western statesman would: settle this
condition by the simple expedient of or-
ganizing a responsible cabinet, and after
the assassination of de Plevhe, who held
the port-folio of minister of the interior,
the idea was vigerously presented by the
Progressive party. It was promptly ve-
toed by the emperor. ‘“The power of au-
tocracy,” it was explained, “cannot be di-
minished. Nothing calculated to contract
it shall be ordered by his majesty or
should be advocated by any of his loyal
subjects.”

Police the Real Rulers.

If it is difficult for a minister to secure

.observance of his meforms in St. Peters-

burg, the ease with which they may be
disregarded hundreds and hundireds of
miles away will be apparent. Russia is
divided in‘o governments, the most im-
portant of which are known as ' general
governments. The latter are administered
by governcrs-general, who are the repre-

Do not
blame the men in office. They are no bet-
ter, no worse than the system, and re-
member also you have vice in the west.
The emperor is largely powerless, it is real-
iy his master.”

The people are aware of the power and
evils of the bureaucracy, and, therefore,
differentiate between it and the czar. Con-
temptuouns of it as they are, they natur-
ally look upon its acts with suspicion.
They only know that the czar is behind an
order, when force is employed to back it
up, as in the recent riot in St. Peters-
burg.

The danger to the aulocracy, all enlight-
ened Russians say, is mot that the people
will move to overthrow the czar, but that,
inspired by ithe belief that their ruler de-
sires its destruction, they will attack the
bureaucratic system; and, aware of this
danger,the emperor is endeavoring to avert
it by practical reforms.

But is not the bure-
aucracy, or ag it really should be termed,
autocracy, responsible for Russia’s develop-
ment in civilization? In the United States
a civil war was mnecessary to free the ne-
groes. In Russia, the word of an autocrat
gave liberty to the serfs. You suffer from
the inconveniences and defect of a system
that is constantly changing. We have sol-
idity as the foundation for our civilization.

“The mervous energy of Americans de-
mands constant change, and the result is
& variable policy and a scattering of aims.
The characteristic of Russians is patience,
[ may say sliggishness, which leads to con-
centration. The difference in the natures
of the two peoples has resulted in the de-
velopment of the two forms of government
—yours in which the people rule, and ours
in which the state dominates. Give our
people too much freedom and they would
not know what to do with it. Ask the
average American if the negro, who was
liberated when our serfs were freed, is
capable of administering the United States,
It is our mission, the mission of Russia’s
autocracy, Russia’s bureaucracy if you
will, to lead the people to govern them-
selves. They are not fit for it yet. This
faat will impress anyone who goes among
them and investigates the extent and value
of their equipment.

Confusion and Hatred.

I took the advice of this official, and
began an independent inquiry. The fact
that loomed uppermost, so far as govern-
mental administration is concerned, was
the lack of unity, the confusion, even the

rivalry and epmity, which exist among the

{
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power of viceroys, controlling both civil
and military affairs. There are viée gov-
ernors, who replace the governors, coun-
cils, intended as checks upon the gover-
nors, which are made up of subordinate
officials, and are, therefore, mere tools;
and a long list of other officials down
which the authonity of the emperor perco-
lates until it finally reaches the peaple.

The real administrative power lies, how-
ever in the -hands of the police.

“They govern the governors and the
governed,” said a witty Russian friend.
They learn of the birth of a baby, they
watch solicitously his youth, they sce that
he enters the army, they oversee his move-
ments in manhood, and they are notified
of “his death. They commend, cniticise,
condemn. They are political agents, pub-
lic prosecutors, excise inspectors, sanitary
officers, censors. They are, im short, the
eyes, the ears, the arm of bureaucracy,
and, oftentimes, its mind.

Venality All Over.

Ask any man not in ofticial life what he
thinks of the bureaucracy. He will de-
nounce it for its-ignorance, its sloth, its
red+tape, and for the effect he will peint
o the war. Ask him again if it is cor-
rupt. ‘““The ruble,” he will sententiously
answer, “will open any office.” But ex-
tendive as is this venality, it does not com-
