The Growing Ascendancy of Our Lan=
guage —A Visit toa Model Farr.

LoxDoN, Nov. 29, 1873.

M. Alphonse de Condolle, a Swiss, pub-
lishes & book entitled ¢ Historie des Sci-
ences,” in which e predicts the gradual
decline and extinction of his own lan-
guaze.

CURIOUS CALCULATIONS.

His calculations are curious. He thinks
at the end of another hundred years the
English-speaking races in the United
Kingdom, the Australian Colonies, and
the United States, will number eight hun-
dred  and .sixty millions, while the Ger-
man-speaking pcopfes will be only one
hundred and twenty-four millions, and
those speaking French will number only
about sixty millions, or oue person who
speaks French for every twelve or thir-
teen who speak English throughout the
world. He bases his calculations upon
the rates of increase in differcnt nations,
but he considers even these statistics in-
sufficient to prove how rapidly English is
becoming the language of the world. In
reference to the English language, he
says “its forms are adapted to modern
tendencies.” If you have to hail a ves-
sel, cry stop to a train, demonstrate a
machine, make a physical experiment,
speak in a few words to people busy and
practical, “‘you must use English.”

OUR VIGOROUS LANGUAGE.

He states that in Switzerland, where
French and German are both understood
in the same family, the Freneh always
drives out the German, but that whenever
French and English are both understood
in a Swiss household, the Engl sh drives
out the French. French anl German
families in England and America quickly
lose their native tongues, but English
families in France and Germany generally
transmit their originallanguage fromgen
eration to generation.

The English is to drive French and
German out of the field far n.oce rapidly

tell. The writer seems to hold that the
world will be the gainer, and only fears
that English may break up into three
languages, spoken in different quarters
of the globe, and related to onc another
like Italian, Spanish, and Portuguese.
These deductions are curious, and inter-
esting. That the English language is by
far the most popular, is evident to those
whose fortune ealis them to various parts
of the world. Pcople of all nations im-
prove every opportunity to learn Eng-
lish. It is the commercial Iauguage of
the world. |

A MODEL FARM.

During a recent visit which I made to
Windsor Castle, I embraced an opportu-
nity to visit the celebrated model farm
which was inaugarated by the late
Prince Consort, and in which he took an
active interest before he died. The farm
is located about a mile south of the
Castle, and in order to inspect it, an or
der from the Lord Chambcriain is neces-
sary:- I was not provided with a pass,
buton presenting myself to Mr. Tate, the
manager, stating I was from New Bruns-
wick and was desirous of inspecting the
farm, I was kindly allowed to do so. The
farm is composed of about 1,800 acres,
and is really a daity farm, only a very
small part being under cultivation, but is
almost entively devoted to pasturage of
the stock, covers for game, ctc. I was
shown first the dairy house, where the
milk is set, the cream collected and
churned into butter for use of the royal
household.

THE DAIRY IIOUSE.

This house was designed by tbe late
Prince Albert himself, but he did not live
to see his plans carried out. It was,
however, finished by the Queen in accord-
ance with his ideas. It is a small brick
building of Swiss style of architecture.
The dairy-room is about 20x10, on the
ground floor, with the walls, ceiling and
floor, beautifully finished with porcelain
work of varlous designs. On the wall at
the head of the room are two porcelain
designs, one of Prince Albert, and the
other of her Majesty, besides otherfigures
and representations. The milk is placed
{n China bowls (also designated by Prince
Albert) with a stream of water running
under them to cool the milk. The cream
