I may mention here that their attempt to drive us back
by setting fire to the prairie proved a failure, though at one time 1t looked awkward ;
but I sent for a party of teamsters, who soon_beat it out, notwithstanding they were,
for a short timo, under fire, By about 2 p.m. the enemy had disappeared and «&ll
firing ceased, excopt from the men in the ravine, who seemed, by their voices, to ba
reduced in number, and whom I endeavored to reach by means of the guns from the
opposite side of the ravine, I think succssfully, from the amount of blood found after-
wards in the pits and adead Sioux found near. 'To return to the action of the left flank:
