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binds us together by the joint development of its
power and transpocrtation potentials.

It has become a commonvlace with planners that
electricity will be to the twentieth century what
steem was to the nineteenth century. ib the world
of tomorrow, the world of electricity and.of light
metsls, the power resources oi thé gt. lawrence can

make¢ an enormous contribution., Again, as with the

Alasia Highway, this must be a joint contribution -

thic will be a joint contribution. Could there be

a more deéply reassuring symbol of our joint future
then this - that we hold between us, in the £t. Lawr-
encs River, one of the tools for building tomorrow's
world? Once more, however, the truly thrilling thing
is the cooperative idea that makes all this projected
engineering possible.

I nuve spoxen of the mental enviromment, surrouri-
ing our cooperative ecdonomic enterprises, and of two of
the historic ideas which typify that environment, be-
cause, I think, it is only against such a background
that we may adequately appraise the Hyde Park Declar-
atica, and all the actions resulting.,

The Declaration which the Prime Minister o1 Canada
and the President of the United States issued at Hyde
Park on the 20th of April, 1941, is the Magna Carta of
our wartime economic cooperation. It is clear, short,
and to the point, The essence of it is contained in

one direct, unambiguous sentence,
