praise and glory. Ephesians vi. 12, " We wrestle not
against flesh and blood, but agaiust spiritual wicked-
ness in high places." The first touch is power in
prayer, which the devil has put into the mouth of sin-
fettered Christendom at the present day. The cry is
PRAY. PRAY. PRAY for a revival. Beloved, I
believe in prayer with all my heart, but the above cry
.s of the devil~it is his counterfeit for REPENT
m^^l' REPENT, sin-fettered Christendom,'
REI ENT, and believe the Gospel. First seek ye
the Kingdom of God and His righteousness, with
your back turned to sin for ever, then will our prayers
be answered. Well the devil knows that the prayers
of sm-fettered Christendom are never heard, and his
counterfeit for repentance is pray for a lost world
when they themselves are on their way to HELL,
fettered to sin in the devil's service. For all that are
fettered to sin are the servants of the devil. Romans
VI. 16. " Know ye not that to whom ye yield your-
selves servants to obey, his servants ye are to whom
ye obey

;
whither of sin unto death, or of obedience

unto righteousness." Now for the three touches of
power in the Holy Ghost. The three touches are
agamst wicked 5pirits. At one of the meetings at
Keswick Convention last year (1906), at the begin-
nmg of the week the Holy Ghost seemed to have the
first part of the meeting. In the next part of the
meeting in stepped the devil with his counterfeit in
the person of F. B. Meyer, who seemed to be
determined to be the top man at the ConvenUon.
