mere has been founded in Dublin a 
school of Irish learning, and strange 
to say, the founders are a German 
proleeaor, a Scotch savant and an 
English lady Kuno Meyer is the 
German professor, Professor Strachan 
of Manchester University is the 
Scotch savant, and the English lady 
is Mrs. J. R. Green, widow of the 
famous historian of the Etmlish peo­
ple. Kuno Meyer is perhaps-the fore­
most Gaelic scholar now alive, and 
with him the best teachers of Irish 
have to study before they go forth 
to teach. Hut Professor Meyer, not­
withstanding his German national­
ity, may be a true Oelt ( a south 
German), and 1 believe he is. At 
any rate he has taken a wonderfully 
deep Interest in Irish learning, and 
no one has dipped deeper into the old 
Irish manuscripts (of which there are 
thousands) than he has Writing to 
a friend, Professor Meyer makes this 
explanation:

"Mrs Green has told me of the 
great interest which you take in the 
matter, and lias asked me to sup­
plement her statements by an ac­
count of our work in Dublin, and by 
a programme of work for America 
It was the fact in the first in­
stance, that every one who wished 
to study Irish or Celtic philology, 
archaelogy and history, had to resort 
to the German or French universities 
that gave me the idea of founding a 
school of Irish learning in Dublin 
There, and there only, both old and 
middle and modern Irish can now be 
learned and studied systematically; 
while our school has at its disposal 
the enormous number of manuscripts 
in the Royal Irish Academy and in 
Trinity College, of which I have given 
some account elsewhere." .... As 
a student of Irish for over twenty- 
five years, I do not hestitate to say 
that there is no other branch of 
learning except perhaps Oriental arch­
aeology—where so much remains to 
be done, and where the results to be 
achieved are so far-reaching For 
the whole civilization of Western 
Europe, the whole history of medi­
aeval culture, are closely bound up 
with Celtic civilization, and show 
Celtic influence at every point and 
stage."

Mrs. Green, evidently, is the next 
figure in importance, in this move­
ment. She is not only the widow 
of a great historian, but is a his­
torian herself, having finished her 
husband’s "Shorter Hiptorv of the 
English People," after his premature 
death. She has alreadv planned a 
History of Ireland, which will, no 
doubt, supercede every other history 
now in existence, because she will 
have at her hand all the Irish lore 
now in the archives. She has been 
to America to seek assistance, and 
has been promised the support of 
such men as Archbishop Farley of 
New York, President Butler of Col­
umbia Vniversitv, Underwood John­
son of the Century Magazine. Hon. 
Pourke Cockran, Joseph I 0 Clarke, 
the poet and dramatist; Prof W 11 
Carpenter and Thomas Addis Emmet.

A LUMBER GAMP INCIDENT
American Soo, Jan. 27, 1905. 

Editor of the Register:
Dear Sir,—Apropos a false report 

that lately appeared In the public 
press, I beg to ask you to give space 
to the following Incident that hap­
pened many years ago in a lumber 
camp in which I happened to be, as 
1 was making a tour of the Ontario 
camps at the time in the interests 
of th« company. One of the men 
was badly crushed with a log and 
died on his way home to his wife 
and six or seven small chit .n. A 
missionary priest came to tee camp 
three days afterward and after sup­
per preached for over an hour to the 
men, on Death. I shall never forget 
it. At his closing words, speaking 
of the man who died from the acci­
dent . many rough lumbermen wcre 
moved to tears, and being a short­
hand writer, 1 took notes of the lat- 
ler part of lus address, which nowr, 
after long years, I though worthy to 
transcribe from my faded copy. 
"Men and Brothers," he said. "There 
is sadness in this camp to-night I 
can read it in yoftr faces. One is 
missed from vour ranks You shall 
see his fair here no more He is 
gone the wav of all flesh. We aie 
travelling the same road at a rapid 
pace Perhaps we are already ap­
proaching near to the Valley of 
Ifeatli. W'e hope the Crucified f'j- 
vious will have mercy on his soul 
His poor wife and children! What 
a cross has come upon them. Their 
bread-winner is gone. Perhaps this 
very night hunger is staring them 
in the face Sorrow's sword has 
pierced their hearts and the kindly 
voice that so often sounded as 
sweet music in their ears is hushed 
for ever. God pity them. Have we 
nothing but empty words for the wi­
dow and fatherless children. I did­
n’t know this poor man. His wife 
and familv probably I shall never see, 
as they live far from here. He didn’t 
happen to be one of those who would 
send for me in their dying moments. 
There is not over half a dozen 
among you, as far as I know, that 
would care to have a Catholic priest 
beside your bedside at the hour of 
death (In the camp were about 80 
men, all Protestants except 8 or 10). 
Your belief in this matter differs 
from mine. Though I shall fail to 
convince you that, He could be your 
greatest friend at that dread mo­
ment, let us not forget, men and 
brothers in arms fighting for the 
same common cause, the salvation 
of our souls, let us not forget that 
we all owe our existence to one and 
the same God, that we arc all re­
deemed bv the blood of the same cru­
cified Redeemer, that we are in the 
same world, each free to work out 
for himself his eternal estiny in the 
life to come, and if we deserve it on 
the final day of reckoning, our lov­
ing Ixml will receive ns into the 
same mansions of blessing to be happv 
with Himself for one endless etern­
ity Have we not common interests 
to safeguard in this vallev of tears, 
should we not assist each other to 
w in the crown that will be ours one 
day as a just recompense for the 
good deeds we do in the flesh. I’ere, 
then, is a sweet work of Christ- 
like ebaritv which I earnestly invite 
you all to unite with me in doing to­
night, in show sympathy and com­
passion for others in a (fiction is ore 
of the most noble aspirations of the 
human heart, hut to be genuine it 
must he something more than a mere 
form of snoken words, and must ex­
press itself into acts. Kind friends 
I am going to do something that I 
never did in mv life before, take un 
a collection and I will head it witli 
half the contents ft»king out a pock­
et-hook) of this little purse, which 
is all the money I have as my own 
in the world, which I find is $7.50, 
and the foreman will do me the fa­
vor of making a present of our un­
ited offering to the wife and children 
of ih is poor man whom ro« knew so 
well hut to me a nerftrt stranger."
