Verdict of Accidental

The inquest into the death of John
Snider, who was killed ‘at Sand Point
Monday, was - continued by = Coroner
Kenney in City Hall, West Side, last
night, After several witnésses had
been exmained, the jury returned the
following wverdfet:

“We, the jurors, agree ‘that ~John
Snider met his death between 3 and 4

winch. That there was no blame at-
tached to anyone, and that every pre-
caution had been taken.”
