Avoid the use of tobacco,
and be not addicted to strong drink in any
form, that your counsel to be temperate
may be made effectual by your example.

The elders must cease to be over careful
concerning the return of those who were
once of the faith, but were overcome in the
dark and cloudy day, fearing lest they
should bring in hidden heresies. Let him
that partaketh (of the Sacrament) and him
that refraineth cease tocontend with his
brother.

Let all strife and contention concerning
song service cease.

Until further revelation is received the
Saints are to observe the first day of the
weelk, commonly called the Lord’s Day, as
a day of rest and worship.

Prosecute the missi work in this
land and abroad so far and so widely as you
may.

Bear the burdens of the body of which
the spirit of healing from the Lord in faith
or the use of that which wisdom directs
does not relieve or remove, and in cheerful-
ness do whatever may be permitted you to
perform, that the blessing of peace may be
upon all.
