Fire losses in Fredericton during 
1924 were estimated at 882,000 this 

i afternoon by Chief Roy W. Smith of 
the fire department.

Since May 1st there have been 
losses estimated at 830,000 on build­
ings which were insured for 845,OuO 
and losses on contents of buildings 
during the same period were 848,000 
with 868,000 insurance. For the 
period prior to May 1st Chief Smith; 
has not yet received the official fig­
ures from his predecessor, ex-Chiel 
H. G. Rutter; they have been includ­
ed in the estimate at 84,000 and may 
be somewhat more or even less.

The losses are the largest in any 
one year in Fredericton for some 
time. In 1923 the insurance losses j 
in Fredericton were 825,192 and in 
1922 they were 854,713, while the 
average tor a period of forty years 
is Only slightly in excess of 810,000 
a year. But the figures for. previous 
to this year were for insurance 
losses only, while this year’s figures 
show gross losses.

In his estimate for the year Chief 
Smith has placed 865,000 as the loss 
by the fire last Sunday morning when I
