Ottawa, June 14.—The marine depart­

ment has issued notice that in conse­
quence of a fuuher change in the chan­
nel over the bar at North Tracadie gully, 
it has been found necessary to move the 
front range light a distance cl 100 feet 
westwardly.

Ottawa, June 17.-After recess Mr. 
Flint rose to move this resolution ;

That in the opinion of this house, the 
manufacture, importation and sale of 
intoxicating liquors in Canada, except 
for sacramental, scientific, manufacturing 
and medicinal purposes, should be pro­
hibited by law.

lu support of this resolution Mr. Flint 
quoted the statement of the late Sir John 
Thompson that if prohibition could be 
enforced he would be in favor of it. He 
claimed that this was an eudorsation of 
prohibition by the deepest thinker of the 
conservative party.

Mr. Flint quoted different declarations 
made hy parliament, and pointed out 
that all provinces but Quebec had by 
popular vote declared in favor of pro­
hibition. He did not now ask the house 
to work out the details of the prohibitory 
law, but only to reaffirm the prin­
ciple.

Mr. Taylor of Leeds moved an amend­
ment reaffirming the principle of prohi­
bition, hut opposing the present action 
on the ground of the uncertain result of 
the appeals now before the court, and on 
the ground that the repeal of the royal 
commission with evidence has not yet 
been made available for the information 
of the public.

After a debate of an hour and a halt 
the members were called in and a vote 
taken on the second amendment, which 
was lost by a vote of 51 to 70.

Hon. Messrs. Foster, Caron and Dickey 
voted in the negative.

Speaking to the first amendment, Hon. 
David Mills said he would consider it an 
unseemly thing if after the governments 
of Ontairo and the dominion had re­
ferred the question of jurisdiction to the 
highest court in the land, and while the 
case was pending, this parliament should 
affirm the desirability of prohibitory 
legislation at Ottawa.

A vote was then taken on Mr. Guil- 
lette’s amendment, which was carried, 
by a vote of 68 to 67.

The amendment which was carried, 
and which has the effect of deferring the 
question until after the result of the ap­
peal to the judical committee has been 
announced, was supported by Messrs. 
Caron, Costigin, Montague, Ouimet and 
Tupper ou the government side, and by 
Messrs. Laurier, Mills, Davies and some 
other grit leaders.

It was opposed by Foster and Dickey 
on the government’s side and by Sir, 
Richard Cartwright.

Of the lower province men, Messrs. 
White, Chesley, Gillies, Hazen, Me- 
DougalJ and Patterson voted for the 
amendment, and Messrs. Adams, Blanch­
ard, Borden, Bowers, Colter, Flint, 
Forbes, Gillmor, Canlbach, McAlister, 
McDonald, Mclnery, Mills, Weldon, and 
Wilraot opposed it.

Ottawa, June 18.—The Curran bridge 
case took up the most part of to-day’s 
proceedings.

Ottawa, June 19.—In answer to Mr, 
Hazen, Hon. Mr. Ouimet stated plana 
and specifications for the new dredge 
now under construction by Carrier, 
Lame & Co. of Levis, were prepared by 
the chief engineer of the department, 
assisted by the superintendent of dredg­
ing and the mechanical engineer. Two 
tenders were received, that cf Carrier for 
$40,000 and Beatty of Welland for 
852,764.

Replying to Mr. Hazen, Hon. Mr. 
Ouimet stated that tenders for the break­
water at Gardener’s Creek, St. John 
county, were received as follows : 
Thomas Carson, St. Martins, $7,400; 
Burns, Ottawa, $8,487 ; Heney & Smith, 
Ottawa, $8,900 ; Simmons & Burpee, 
Fredericton, $8,950 ; Wilson, Ottawa, 
$10,764. The lowest tenderer was com­
municated with last week to ascertain 
whether he was prepared to enter into a 
contract, but no answer had been re­
ceived.

Mi. Haggart informed Mr. Mulock 
that the banns voted to the Tobique 
railway was $182,400, of which $134,016 
had been paid. A few trains had been 
run by the Canadian Pacific railway on 
the line, but the road is not formally 
opened, because certain conditions re­
quired of the Tobique company by the 
Canadian Pacific have not been fulfilled. 
Of the $140,000 first preference and the 
sams sum second preference bondsauthor- 
ized, half of each have been issued, 
realizing $42,000 for the former and 
$21,000 for the latter.

The afternoon and evening commenced 
to-day with the Curran bridge discus- 
lion.

Mr. Martin, who spoke first, was fol­
lowed by Solicitor General Curran, who 
resumed after recess, and was followed 
by Messrs. Tarte, Davin, Casey and 
Mulock, who continued the discussion 
till midnight to a very empty chamber.
