if fever could be:averted, of which
the great bleeding rendered her
little apprehensive, and if the heal-
ing balsam of Miriam retained its
virtue, there was nothing to fear
for his gunest’s lite, and that he
might with safety travel to York
with them on the ensuing day.

To his great surprise he found
himself in a room magnificently fur-
nished, hut having cushions instead
of chairs to rest upon, and in other
respects partaking so much of Ori.
ental costume, that he began to
doubt whether he had not, during
his sleep, been transported back
again to the land of Palestine. The
Impression was increased, when,
the tapestry being drawn aside, a
female form, dressed in a rich habit, -
which partook more of the Rastern
taste .than that of Wurope, glided
throughthe deor waich it concealed
and was followed by a swarrty do-
mestic.
