The debate on the address lasted all 

•<Uy on Monday, and was kept up till 
two o’clock on Tuesday morning. It 
was characterized by both ability and 
moderation. Neither party seemed 
to have any desire to indulge the acri­
monious spirit which was allowed such 
license in the old House of Assembly. 
The Address was such that objection 
could be taken to it only by the most 
captious, or by those determined at no 
matter what hazard to throw obsta­
cles in the way of the Government. 
None of these were found, and while 
the debate was forcible enough to 
show a line of distinction between the 
Ministerial party and the Opposition, 
no desire was evinced to alter the de 
termination frequently expressed to 
give the ministry “a fair trial ” In 
the address men of both parties found 
something they could unhesitatingly 
approve, and anything that they could 
not readily endorse they were generous 
enough not to condemn precipitately. 
Perhaps the premier of Ontario has 
partially won his way to the favour, or 
at least to the more lenient consider­
ation of Reformers by his expressed 
resolution to exercise the most rigid 
ecopomy,and his unmistakable endeav­
ours to redeem his promise. What­
ever opinion may be entertained with ■ 
regard to the expediency or the use­
fulness of the Committee on Contin- 
gencies.which has now no existence in 
the Legislature of. Ontario, the inten­
tion of the Premier was laudable, and 
a man’s actions are to be judged rather 
by the intentions which prompted 
them than by their results. He was 
under the impression t^iat the Com­
mittee was a cause of extravagance, 
and as such he refused to organize it-

is not possible to obtain loans in such 
amount as will afford sensible relief to the 
South ; but real estate is now so low there 
that money can be invested to great ad­
vantage, even though the land were to lie 
idle and taxes be paid on it for the next 
two or three years. There is no question 
of willingness to sell ; the owners mutt 
sell, or the sheriff will save them the 
trouble. At least a quarter of the soil of 
the former Slave States is in the market 
at low prices to day. Some of it is as rich 
land as the sun ever wanned; far more 
has never yet been plowed to the depth 
of six inches, and though worn and ex­
hausted on the surface, is deej) and strong 
below.
