pied the premises next door. The goods
in the eellar were greatly damaged in

quence. ‘I'hey isted of liquors,
syrup, whitening,'sal-soda, soap, currants
and raisins, paper begs, bottled ale and
porter, and case goods. The water got
into the liquor barrels, and some of the
ale bottles were broken. Estimated the
loss at $317 odd. The causg of the over-
flowing was that the drain on the eorner of
Cork and Wyndham streets had become
choked up, eauging the water to flow into
the cellars. Witness was cross-examined
by Mr. Guthrie as to the manne® the
water got in, and as to the nature of the
damage.

Mr. George Elliott said that on the oc-
casion of the second overflow he saw the
cellar flooded, and epoke to Mr. Howard
about it. A drain on the cormer of |
Cork and Wyndham streets was choked
up, and as soon as this was cleaned out,
the water ran away and ceased going into
the cellar.

George J. Newton testified as to the
water coming in, aud said that the most
of it seemed to come from Wyndham
street. Mr. Petrie's celiar was full also.
On the 7th or 8th I notified the Mayor ;
he said he could not do anything ; I was
to speak to the Chairman of the Road
and Bridge Committee. The chairman
said he could do nothing, and I let the
matter rest. Mr. Marriott and three
men came on March 14,and the drain was
cleaned ; the surface water then flowed
down Wyndham street, and ceased to
come in from under the sidewalk; the
cellar was full of water up to that time.
There were spile holes in the barrels of
liquor, through which the water got in;
the liquors were damaged, and the syrup
completely spoiled. In erogs-examination
Mr. Guthrie questioned witness as to why
he only stated in his petition that the
water came in through Petrie's eellar,
whereas he now stated that 1t came
in direct from the sidewalk. There were
about seven feet of water in the eellar
when witness came in in the morning ;
saw it from the outside coming in under-
neath the sidewalk, at noon ; it had beer
filling rapidly since morning; the cellar
is about 10 feet high.

Mr. Riek said he was called on to make
an examination of the damaged proper-
ty ; there was then rix or eight inches of
water in the cellar, and it had every ap-
pearance of having been full; made a
memorandum of the state of the damaged
articles (produeed); and witness proceed-
ed to give particulars of the damaged
liquors &e.

Mr. Guthrie eross-examined the wit-
ness with a view to show that the
damage was not so great as claimed, and
that some of the damaged property
could have been saved and made use of.
Amusement was caused by his gravely
appealing to the winess to say that if
the wine was deteriorated in quality by
water it was inereased in quantity !

The drain was not large enough for this
difficult spot, and had not been properly
kept clear.

His Lordship in summing up, eaid
there appeared to be no attempt at over-
charge onthe part of the plaintiffs. The
plaintiffs had a legal right to make cel-
lars and put windows to them, but they
had no legal right to excavate areas un-
derjthe sidewalks, which was on the cor-
poration property, and make gratings in
thesidewalks. The Jury therefereshounld
say, in the first place, whether in their
opinion this misfortune would have hap-
pened if the gratings and areas had not
been there. In the second place,
the town of Guelph was not
bcund at all hazards to see that the
plaintiff’s cellars were not flooded. They
were bound to use ordinary precaation,
due diligence, and were not responsible
for the effect of violent stormis, It was
therefore for the jury to say in the sec-
ond place, whether they considered the
town guilty of negleet in allowing the
drain to be obstructed with ice, taking
into account the season, the weather, and
all the circumstances of the case.
The jury found a verdict for plaintiff
for $5 17.47 on the question of negligence.
They also found that if the gratings and
arcas had not been there, the water
would not have run into the .cellar.
Leave was reserved to the defenda nts to
move for the verdiet to be set aeide on
this peint.

THE GRAND JURY.
The foreman handed in the preiient-
ment of the-Grand Jury. It stated that
they had disposed of all the cases bei‘ore
them. The Grand Jury had visited the
jail and the jail-yard, and found ti‘int
great care wus taken in preserving clea n-
liness and order. They would recorn-
mended that sufficient labour be obtain ed
to keep at work the prisoners who a1e
under sentence of hard labour ; also thit
the prisoners under such sentence b e
supplied with good warm mitts, for nee
during the cold months of the winte: .
The Jury have made enquiry of the pris -
oners as to the treatment they have ro
ceived, und in all cases the replies wer
of the most satisfactory character. From:
the general appearance and the state of
the whole premises, the jurors are happy
to state that great credit reflects upon
Mr Mercer, the governor of thejail. The
jury also desired to thank Mr Sinelair,
the Crown Attorney, for his great kind-
ness to them during their sittings.
Hia Tordship said he wounld hand the
prescntment to the Sheriff, that he
wight provide means to earry out their
recommendations. The insufficiency of
labour to occupy prisoners was a univer-
sal complaint of Grand Jurors, but it
would soon be remedied by the comple-
tion of the new Central Prison, probably
early next year, tg whieh such prisoners |
would be transferred. He had much
pleasure in discharging the Grand Jury,
and in thanking them for their atten-
dance.

Saunders for plaintiffs ; Mr. Guthrieand
Mr. Macdonald for defendant The pro-
perty belonged to George Stewart Mac-
kenzie, and was willed by him to the
plaintiffs.

Mr. Guthrie stated that the defen-
dant was a servant of Mr. Stewart, and
claims that Mr, Stewart gave him the
lands on the condition that he erected or
partly erected a house upon it. Unfor-
tunately defendant’s evidence was only
circumstantial and oral, and the learned
counsel was awsare that this evidence

Except when witness ‘‘backed” the
payment of the interest on them, he had
not the notes in his possession until be
paid them ; never had the notes for safe
keeping; plaintifi did not say anything
about the notes at all in October, when I
ordered her out of the house; did not
hear Ler say anything about the interest
at Ostrander’s in Feb., 1872,

Mrs. Loree said that the notes were
never left with her for safe keeping.—
Plaintiff told witnees that she would
throw off $50 if he would cash the notes,
as she wanted to go to the States; Mrs.
