Buckrax, of England, claims to
have discovered one of the eauses of
typhoid fever, A family in his neighbor-
hood was attacked with a severe t; of
the fever.  On o oareful search of the
premises, & spout in the family pump was
found to bo covered with a sort of gelatin-
ous matter. Submitting this to mic
seopie i tior, it was tound to
& fungoid growth, from which spcres were
constantly washed away by the flowing
water, He followed up this discovery by
a minute examination of the outlet of the
sewer through which the drainage of the
town flowed, and his soientific zeal was
rewarded by finding fungoid growths of &
similiar nature to those in the pump
spout, In the vicinity of this outlet the
fever also prevailed. Having cases of the
fover in his own family he followed up
his inquiry by a chemical analysis of tl.:s
water drank by the family and found in
it minute spores of the same fungus. His
conelusion is a natural one, that the fever
had its origin in the fungus matter taken
iato the system, where it fcrments as
yeast in beer, and poigons the blood.

glad to find that Mr. Higinbotham
has taken the proper steps to rectify
the evil. The bull, if it carries, will
re-divide the Ridings as they were
fixed at the time Confederation took
place. The following are its main
clauses :—That the North Riding
shall consist of the Townshins of
Maryborough, Minto, Arthur; Luther;
