A committee, composed of lead­
ing farmers and dairymen, have 
completed arrangements for the 
holding this year of a dairy farm 
competition through Ontario. The 
prizes will consist of sixty gold and 
silver medals and diplomas, ns well 
as a large number of special prizes, 
the details of which have not yet 
been arranged.

The province will be divided into 
four districts as follows: From 
Kingston east; from Kingston to 
Yonnge street, Toronto; Western 
Ontario, north and south of a line 
running from Hamilton to Goderich. 
There will be a competition this 
year for the best farms in each dis­
trict and five gold medals and ten 
silver medals will be offered this 
year in each district.

The farms will be judged twice ; 
once about July 1, and again some 
time during December, thus giving 
the jndges an opportunity to see the 
farms under winter and summer 
conditions.

Next year the farms in Eastern 
Ontario and all farms in Western 
Ontario, which win prizes in the 
competition this year, will be al 
lowed to compete in special competi 
tiens to decide the best farm in East 
ern Ontario and the best farm in 
Western Ontario. Two years from 
now it is proposed to hold a final 
competition, in which the leading 
farms for both Eastern and Western 
Ontario will compete, to decide the 
best farm in the Province. Excep­
tionally fine prizes will be offered 
in this final competition.

All branches of farm work will 
be included in the competition. In 
all, 1,000 points will be allowed. 
These points have been subdivided 
as follows : house and surroundings, 
150 ; farm bnildings, 150 ; live stock, 
200 ; crops, 200 ; farm management 
150; farm machinery, 75 ; perrnan 
ent improvement, 76. Several 
prizes will be offered to the farms 
that score the highest points on the 
house and surroundings ; on poul 
try ; on orchards and other similar 
departments.

Competitions of this kind were 
held in Ontario some 25 years ago 
and created great interest. The 
gold medal farmer in the Province 
at that time was Simpson Rennie 
the well-known Farmers’ Institute 
speaker, who now lives in Toronto

One of the men on the list was re 
cently served with a notice to pay his 
taxes. It is a well-known fact that In 
dians do not pay taxes, and this man 
claims that he is,in the same class, as 
be has been put on the Indian list 
respect to privileges of the city.

He announces that he will appear be 
fore the city council at their next meet 
ing dressed in a blanket and with 
feathers in his hair, to plead his case. 
If he gets out of paying his taxes there 
are others who will take the same 
course, and the city will find it expen­
sive work putting on the prohibitive list.

CROPS IN APRIL

Statement Issued by Government Census 
Office

Ottawa, May 12.—The census aud 
statistics office issued to-day a state- 
ment of crops and live stock for the 
month of April. Vegetation is later 
than usual this year, and seeding has 
been delayed by the weather conditions 
throughout the northwest Provinces. 
Winter wheat at the end of April was 
uniform in all parts of Ontario aud com­
pared‘with-a standard crop it ranks at 
76.5 per cent. Hay and clover average 
88 per cent. Fodder for stock has been 
ample, as is denoted by the condition 
ot farm animals. Horses are 92 per 
cent, of standard, milch cows. 88 ; other 
horned cattle, $4 ; swine, 91, aud sheep 
86.50 per cent.

Attorney-General Says the Government 
Docs Not Intend to Drop the Matter
Toronto. May 14.--“The crown in­

vestigation of the Kiurade murder will 
continue. The case has not been dropped 

-it never will be dropped until it has 
beeu solved. The mills of justice may 
seem for a time to grind slowly, but iu 
view of the department, the slow course 

the sore course in this unusual aud un­
fortunate case.”

Hou. J. J. Foy. the attorney-general, 
made the foregoing official statement iu 
an interview following the meeting of 
the provincial cabinet yesterday. The 
statement bespeaks the decision of the 
Government.

Hon. Mr. Foy pointed out that the 
Goverument reward offered was still 
standing, aud the department would ap- 
ieciate all information. In the meantime,
,t is understood. Inspectors Miller and 
Rogers are being detained on the case, as 
well as an officer on the other side of the 
line. It is known that the department is in 
touch with the United States authorities 
through the American consul.

The Attorney-General has gone over 
the reports of the crown counsel aud the 
alienists iu detail. He has also had be­
fore him the letter of Foreman R. B. 
Spera, of the coroner s jury, aud the ver­
dict, and the crown course lias beeu 
determined iu view of all these docu­
ments. Speaking of the foreman’s 
communication, Mr. Foy said it had beeu 
fully considered, as had also the recom­
mendation iu the verdict. In view of 
the fact that the responsibility now 
rested with the department, the minister 
felt that his course must be determined 
with that fact iu view. There had beeu 
too much speculative sensationalism. 
The crowu could uot afford to precipitate 
an abortive action in so serious a case.

ANOTHER OUTBREAK

Report That Cattle Disease Has Re-ap- 
peared in Michigan

Windsor, May 17—It is reliably re­
ported to-night that the foot aud mouth 
disease has again brokeu out in Michi­
gan. The location of the outbreak is 
given as Voliua Towuship, in Gass 
County, about seveuty-five miles from 
Detroit.

The Department of Agriculture at 
Washington has beeu notified, and will 
start an immediate investigation.

ADULTERATION OF COFFEE

A bulletin has been issued by the 
Inland Revenue Department in re­
gard to the examination of ground 
coffee made in varions parts of the 
Dominion, showing that while 
adulterations still are mad»* the 
practice is growing less. Of the 449 
samples purchased by the inspectors 
in October, 45 were adulterated, or 
87 per cent, pure, while on a prev­
ious occasion only 60 per cent, was 
found to be unadulterated. Adult­
eration consists, as on former occa­
sions, of addition of roasted cereals, 
or of chicory, or of both cereals and 
chicory to coffee.

in regard to the presence of chic­
ory. the report says :

Many coffee consumers are accustomed 
to using coffee containing small percent­
ages of chicory, aud would be likely to 
complain did their grocer fail to add the 
chicorv. Hence the retail grocer be­
comes accustomed to such addition, aud 
one can well understand how a subord­
inate may consider himself as doing no 
more tliau habit and duty require, in 
adding an ounce or so of chicory to the 
pound of coffee. He is only furnishing 
such an article as he believed his 
customer wanted.

No such explanation can be given for 
addition of roasted grain to coffee; this 
is simply a fraud, unless the addition be 
ackuowleged.

MILK COMMISSION

Toronto, May 14 — Dr. A. R. Pyue, 
brother of the Minister of Education, 
aud an analyst of note, it is understood, 
has been selected by the Ontario Gov­
ernment as chairman of the new milk 
commission. The personnel of the com­
mission will include J. R. Dargavel, 
M.L.A. ; Finlay Macdiarmid, M.L.A., 
and W. F. Nickle, M.L.A.

The commission will hold their meet­
ings iu different parts of the Province, 
as may be convenient to the work in 
hand. It is understood that they will 
commence their duties about the end of 
the present month.
