hours a day. No higher fare than 5 cents 
shall be charged. Cars running in the 
same or opposite directions on the same 
track shall not approach each other within 200 
feet, except in caee of accident or when it 
may be necessary to connect them togee 
or at stations and turn outs, and the 
Council shall control the rate of speed. 
The cars must not be brought to a stop on 
or over a crossing or in front of any int er- 
secting street, except to avoid collision, 
and no car must be left standing on le 
streets. If necessary to atop at the in e - 
section of streets to receive or leave pa - 
sengers, the cars must be stopped 80 as 
leave the rear platform slightly over the 
crossing. After sunset the cars must be 
provided with different colored signal

horse or mule. Conductors shall announce 
to the passengers the names of the streets 
and public squares as the cars reach them. 
Careful, sober and civil agents, conductors 
and drivers must be employed on the cars, 
and the Council is empowered to make 
further regulations for the protection 
of the person and property of the 
public, provided these regulations do not 
infringe upon the privileges here granted 
to the company. In case the company fail 
to run their cars regularly and in accordance 
with the bylaw for six months, or omit to 
perforin the other duties stipulated, it will 
forfeit its franchises and rights.

If any other person purposes to construct 
a street railway in the city, the company 
shall be notified, and shall be given the 
option of constructing the proposed rail­
ways on such conditions as the Council 
shall determine, but if the option shall 
not be accepted in 30 days, or" if the com­
pany fails to proceed with the work in the 
time fixed, then the corporation may grant 
the privilege to any other person. The 
work of building and extending the line 
shall be under the supervision of the city 
engineer. Any person may use the com­
pany’s tracks with his vehicle, loaded or 
empty, provided he does not impede 
the cars of the company, and 
when the cars approach any vehicle upon 
the track shall be turned out by the person 
in charge. A fine of not less than 81 or 
more than $50 may be imposed on anyone 
guilty of an infraction of the provisions of 
this bylaw, and on non-payment imprison­
ment at hard labor for a period not exceed-

1875, and got its final reading on March 8 
of that year. Benjamin Cronyn was mayor, 
and the aldermen were D. C. Macdonald, 
Robt. Pritchard, Robt. Smith, James

The street railway company were ex­
clusively empowered by the original bylaw 
to operate a street railway on Richmond 
and Dundas streets for 50 years from the 
passing of the bylaw, and it was provided 
that the rails should be kept flush with the 
street and in such manner as should least 
obstruct the passage of vehicles over them. 
Further, the roadway between the rails and 
a space of two feet outside of each rail shall 
be paved or macadamized by and at 
the expense of the company, and 
kept in good repair by it, the 
materials to be furnished by the 
city. The company must construct and 
maintain in good repair all crossings on the 
streets at the intersection of each railway 
track with any street which the line shall 
cross to the extent of the width of the 
track or tracks and two feet on each side, 
the material to be furnished by the corpora­
tion When it shall be deemed expedient 
to pave for the first time any street upon 
which the street railway tracks are laid 
that portion of the street between the rails 
and two feet outside of each rail shall in 
the first instance be paved by the corpora­
tion and thereafter it must be kept paved 
and in repair by the company, the city fur­
nishing the material. If the railway com­
pany neglect any of these duties it will be 
held responsible for any damage resulting. 
In case the company fails to keep in proper 
repairs its several traoka, and if the streets 
were stipulated, after reasonable notice 
the repairs may be made by the city at the 
expense of the company and the amount so 
expended may be recovered by legal pro­
cess, and if not paid in two months 
after judgment all rights and privileges 
granted shall cease. When it is neces­
sary to remove any snow or ice 
from the track or tracks it shall not 
be left in heaps, but be spread evenly 
over the streets or removed, as shall be 
directed by the civic officer so charged. 
No snow plow shall be used so as to leave 
a ridge on the street. The company must 
not make use of salt to remove snow or 
ice.

All Colors, Two Yards Wide.Annual Meeting of the Board of Man- 
agers of the Woman's Missionary So­

ciety of the Methodist Church- 
Interesting Statistics.

TORONTO, Oct. 23.— The tenth annual 
meeting of the Board of Managers ot the 
Women’s Missionary Society of the 
Methodist Church began yesterday morn­
ing in the Elm Street Methodist Church. 
Nearly all the members of the Board, 
numbering some 60 ladies from various 
parts of the Dominion, were present.

On behalf of the Western branch it was 
reported that 43 new auxiliaries and 14 
new mission bands had been organized. 
There were now 135 auxiliaries, 46 mission 
bands, 3,109 annual members, an increase 
of 875; mission band members, 1,797, in­
crease 881; amount sent to branch treas­
urer, $8,239, increase $1,699; amount sent 
to general treasurer, $8,100.

The Central branch reported that 29 
auxiliaries had been added to the list, mak­
ing altogether now 114. The annual mem­
bers now are 2,788; life members, 184; total 
increase, 450. Nine new mission bands 
have been organized, but nine had closed 
down, as the Epworth League takes up so 
much of the attentiou of the young people. 
There were, therefore, as last year,51 bands. 
Their membership, however, has increased 
to 1,750, which is 334 more than last year. 
The total receipts of the year had been 
$8,499. an increase of 81,181, and $7,840 
had been remitted to the general treasurer.

The eighth annual report of the Nova 
Scotia branch showed an increase of 3 
auxiliaries, making 47; 110 annual mem­
bers, making now 1,074; 4 mission bands, 
making 30. There was a decline of 83 
members of mission bands. The total 
membership is 2,000. The income was 
$3,738, being an increase of $303. The 
mission bands raised $1,268.

The eastern branch reported 64 auxil­
iaries, an increase of 9; members, 1,439, an 
increase of 641; amount raised, $4,034, an 
increase of $867, of which $3,807 was sent 
to the general treasurer.

From the New Brunswick and P. E. I. 
branch a report was made of 60 auxiliaries, 
an increase of 9; 2,228 members, an increase 
of 376; 35 mission binds, an increase of 12. 
The amount sent to the general treasurer 
was $3,838, an increase of $683.

On July 30, 1880-Mayor Cowan in the 
chair—another bylaw was passed, by which 
the Council gave permission to the street 
railway company giving it exclusive author- 
ity to construct and operate a branch rail­
way along Pall Mall street to Colborne. 1 he 
City Council then hound itself to furnish 
materials and to keep in repair the track 
for ten years after the completion of the 
extension. After that time the company 
must furnish the materials.

On Dec. 3, 1888, the South London and 
Hamilton road extensions were authorized 
by the Council, and a bylaw was passed 
granting the same privileges as those em­
braced in the original bylaw, except that 
the city corporation shall only be bound to 
furnish materials for repairing the track for 
seven years after the extensions were com­
pleted (or not later than Dec. 31, 1896, in | 
any event), after which time, until the end 1 
of the 50-year term in 1925, the company is 
obliged to furnish the materials for that 
purpose. This bylaw also stipulated that 
the company must pay an annual license 
fee of $5 for each car or vehicle used by it 
in the operation or working of its railway.

Another bylaw was passed by the Council 
in 1889, granting the street railway com­
pany power to extend their branch on Pull 
Mall from Colborne to Adelaide street on 
the same terms as govern the construction 
and operation of the line from Richmond 
street to Colborne.

It is evident from the tenor of the by- 
laws that no general modification of the 
original terms of the agreement between 
the city and the street railway company 
can take place till the expiry of the com­
pany’s franchise, which will net take place 
till the year 1925. Of course it is possible 
to make changes, but no radical change can 
take place without the consent of the com­
pany. In Toronto the original franchise 
was for 25 years. It expired this year, and 
a new lease has been granted, in which 
many concessions of value to the people are 
granted. The franchise of the Hamilton 
Street Railway Company, which was for 30 
years, expires in a year or two, and they 
are looking forward there to making new 
and advantageous terms.

A League of Peace.

by horses or mules only. This rule sug­
gests the reflection how far we have ad­
vanced since those days, for if the bylaw 
were to be passed to-day, no one would 
think of excluding the company from 
adopting the electric motor, which is 
likely soon to become the most expeditions 
and cheapest agency for street car propul­
sion. What the Council of 1875 wished to 
prevent was the use of the steam loco­
motive. It was further provided 
that the cars sould be run as often as pub­
lic convenience shall require or the Council 
prescribe, provided that the company shall 
not be bound to run their cars or other 
vehicles oftener than every half-hour during 
twelve hours of the day ! In view of the 
service now required and in the main pro­
vided-by the company this seems an absurd­
ly lax provision. It must not be forgotten, 
however, that the ’bus service which the 
street railway displaced only provided an 
hourly service. The Council is empowered 
to require that the cars or other vehicles 
shall begin running as early as 6:80 a.m. 
each day (Sundays excepted) and the 
twelve hours shall commence at that hour,
