The Fight Lasted Bight Hours—Situa­
tion In China Clearing.

Berlin, June 28. — Tlhe German com­
mander at Taku reports that in the re­
lief of Tien Tain the Germans lost 
Lieut. Friedrich and ten men killed, 
and had twenty men wounded. The 
fight lasted eight hours.

SITUATION CLEARING.
New Y’ork, June 28.—The -situation in 

China is. clearing slowly but surely, says 
the London correspondent of the Tri­
bune. The losses and dangers of the 
foreigners in Tien Tsin are now known 
to have been grossly exaggerated toy 
tlie rumor-mongers. The casualties 
have been few, and the damages to 
property have 'been slight. Dispatches 
received from Shanghai and Che Foo 
agree in minimizing 'the penile to which | 
the foreign quarter had been expos- ! 
ed, and a European who has reached j 
the coast from Tien Tsin reports that - 
there has been' anxiety -there, tout no j 
approach to a panic.

The relief column which entered Tien ; 
Tsin Saturday night met •with little 
resistance. The Rusis-ian losses are re­
ported as four killed and twenty 
wounded and the casualties of the 
other detachments were light. Ad­
miral Seymour’s mixed force, which 
was retreating towards Tien Tsin, does 
not appear to have been in so des­
perate a plight as the earliest and must 
sensational dispatches made out, and 
on Sunday it was only three -hours’ 
march from the city. The details of 
the rescue of -this force by a relief col­
umn two thousand strong are stil'l lack­
ing, but the -return of the entire body 
to Tien Tsin is a foregone conclusion.

FOREIGN LEGATIONS.
The safety of the foreign legations is 

assured. The foreigners, with their 
own guards, were conducted out of the 
capital and placed under the protection 
of Seymour’s force, -which retired slow­
ly .toward Tien Tsin, with its sick and 
wounded. The column was harassed 
by Chinese mobs and compel led to move 
slowly, but apart from the difficulty 
of securing supplies it does not appear 
to have been in serious danger, much 
leas In great extremity.
EARLY COLL A USE OF THE BOXER

MOVEMENT PREDICTED
It now seems probable that with the 

ten thousand troops, including the Jap­
anese between Taku and Tien Tsin, Pe­
kin can be approached with tittle diffi­
culty within a few days, and the mem­
bers of the legations -reinstated in -their 
quarters. This may he 
view, but the situation has improved so 
rapidly during the last 48 hours, that 
the collapse of the* entire Boxer move­
ment within a weak is now forecasted 
by well-informed men. The op-timis-ts 
are probably over-sanguine, just as the 
croakers -have beer, -unduly alarmed.
