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A Great Naval Feat

Admiral Togo's version of the de­
struction of the Russian battleship 
Petropavlovsk gives a different com­
plexion to the affair. It was the cul­
mination of a marvelous combination 
of naval tactics. At midnight a Jap­
anese torpedo flotilla succeeded in lay­
ing mines outside the harbor in waters 
already sown by the Russians with 
these deadly machines. Over this field 
of death the Japanese planned to en­
tice the Russian ships. A squadron of 
unarmored cruisers appeared before 
Port Arthur, so that Makaroff, with 
his heavier armored ships, had no hes­
itancy in giving chase. Meanwhile a 
second and more powerful Japanese 
squadron was lurking thirty miles 
away in the fog and mist. When the 
decoy squadron had lured Makaroff’s 
ships fifteen miles from port, it sig­
naled the second or battleship squad- 
ron by wireless telegraphy to fall on 
the Russian flank. A lifting of the 
fog enabled Makaroff to discern his 
unexpected enemy on the horizon and 
his squadron retreated to Port Arthur 
pell-mell. It was in this con­
fusion that the battleship Petropav­
lovsk and Pobieda collided with mines 
laid the night before by the Japanese. 
The former sank in two minutes and 
the latter limped into port.

The horror of the fate of the Petro­
pavlovsk’s crew is not mitigated by 
the fact that she was destroyed by 
design and not by accident. A shipload 
of brave fellows went down without a 
chance to fight for their lives. While 
it is impossible not to admire the in­
genuity and daring of those who laid 
the trap, it is a reminder that the ap­
plication of science to warfare has 
rendered the element of personal brav­
ery less important and decisive, so 
that war is losing its appeal to the 
chivalrous emotions of mankind. The 
Japanese, in their use of wireless teleg­
raphy, in the laying of mines, and in 
the pointing of their long-range guns, 
which in itself is a profound mathe­
matical problem, have proved anew 
that they are abreast of Europe in the 
practical arts and sciences.

The pres­
ent incumbent has not been absent from 
his office more than other jailers, and 
the efficiency with which he has man­
aged the jail has been the subject of 
favorable comment by almost every 
grand jury that has inquired into the 
matter in the six years during which 
Mr. Boston has held his office. The 
fact that the people of North Middle­
sex have asked him to be their candi­
date for the House of Commons, when 
the campaign opens, is a lame excuse 
for attacking an old, tried and proven 
county official, and that even before the 
work of the campaign has opened.

The insinuation that there is some 
attempt to shield Mr. Boston is cow­
ardly. Shield him from what? The 
cowardice is not made better by a 
hypocritical pretense that it is inspired 
by interests in subordinate officials at 
the jail. Nor is the real object of 
such contemptible and deceitful tactics 
rendered less transparent by proclaim­
ing the fact that the jailer's sister was 
the Prime Minister's wife. It is not 
even pretended that anyone knows of 
the relaxing in Mr. Boston’s interest of 
any rules governing jailers, and inquiry 
has shown that such a thing was never 
even thought of or discussed.

Mystery Surrounded Death of Young 
Korean in Berlin.

Berlin, April 18. — Mystery still sur­
rounds the identity of the woman for 
whose sake Hyensik Hong, the clever 
and picturesque member of the Korean 
Legation, committed suicide a few 
days ago.

Four years ago when the Legation 
was established in Berlin there came 
with the minister from the Far East 
a youth of eighteen who spoke Ger­
man with great fluency. This accom­
plishment and the facility with which 
he conformed to his new surroundings 
quickly made young Hyensik Hong 
popular in Berlin society

He became a great favorite with the 
women, whom he used to dazzle with 
the splendor of his Korean uniform. 
Then came a time when his interest in 
the fair sex lost its general character. 
He fell in love with one woman, the 
secret of whose identity he guarded 
closely. She must have been fond of 
the name Hans, for one day Hong dis­
carded his good Korean name of Hy­
ensik and adopted the German abbrev­
iation of St. John.

But Hans Hong’s happiness did not 
last long. Of late he had begun to 
look sad and dejected. His friends at 
first ascribed it to love trouble, but 
the young diplomatist succeeded in 
convincing them that he was only 
worrying about the fate of his coun­
try. On the morning of the suicide 
Hong appeared at the legation in Me- 
inecke Strasse in a handsome new suit. 
His colleagues joked about the effect 
of happy Hans Hong’s elegant clothes 
on the women of the western barbar­
ians. The young attache laughed and 
retired to a neighboring room. Sudden­
ly a pistol shot startled the Koreans, 
and rushing in they found Hong dead 
with a bullet hole through his head.

On a table was his last message, 
which read: “Friends and countrymen, 
my great hurry prevents my saying 
good-bye before returning home.—Hans 
Hyensik Hong."

Nobody could explain what his great 
hurry meant until an hour afterward, 
when a promissory note for $1,250 was 
presented at the legation. It bore the 
name of Hans Hong, and had been 
given in purchase of a diamond neck­
lace.

The rules gov­
erning the duties of jailers, as well 
as turnkeys, throughout the Province, 
are printed plain and peremptory. No 
turnkey is at liberty to leave a fellow- 
turnkey alone on duty, nor is the head 
turnkey at liberty to permit his last 
assistant to pass the gate until an­
other turnkey is there present to take 
the place of the one leaving. Had this 
plain, salutary and unbending rule of 
all jails in the Province been observed 
there would have been two turnkeys 
present when “Texas” made his at­
tempt to escape; or more probably had 
the turnkeys been there, as was their 
duty to be, not even an attempt would 
have been made.
