For some time after the war there 
was a tendency for the minorities to 
secure what they believed to be their 
rights by violent action, while to satis­
fy the demand for self-government 
Europe was Balkanized by the breaking 
of the Austrian Empire and parts of 

Russia into small states.
When Gabriele d’Annunzio seized 

! Fiume it was only one symptom of the 
minority claim to the use of force as a proof of right. Adalbert Korfanty’s 

■ similar exploit in Upper Silesia was a 
recent example of the same idea. Bol­
shevism itself was a violent assertion 
by a minority to impose its will against 
a majority. Going to logical but crim­
inal extremes, the train outrages by 
bandits in France during the recent 
weeks was based on the principle that 
social injustice or inequality may be challenged by armed rebels for what they conceive to be their liberty and

end of its power.
In future it will no longer be able 

to impose its decisions on Europe, be­
cause a house divided against itself 
cannot stand.
