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Legislative Chamber, March 18, 1902.

Mr. Speaker took the chair ~at = 2
o’clock p.m.

Rev. W. Leslie Clay offered prayer.

Mr. McBride asked the Hon. the Pre-
anier if anything had been done with re-
gard to the by-election in North Vie-
toria?

Hon. Mr. Dunsmuir said that the mat-
ter was still under consideration.

Mr. McPhiliips continued the debate
on the address. He decmed it his duty
to explain his position bn the Mongolian
question. He had always taken a stand
against the immigration of Asiatié ia-
borers.

With regard.to the question of disal-
lowance, the semior member for Vancou-
ver had taken him to task as well as un-
dertaking to instruect the ‘House on the
law in the premises. With all due def-
erence to- that gentleman, he  ingisted
that the federal government had power
to disallow acts which might interfere
with paramount questions, outside the
jurisdiction of .the province, jor whlph
would affect some matter of Imperial
polic; Wherever disallowance has been

exercised he submitted that the legis- £

lation had ‘come under the classification
indicated in Todd, which he quoted in
support of his argument. In no case had
an act which lay within the constitution-
al powers of the province been-disallow-
ed.

He had voted against certain acts
which contained claust against employ-.
ment of Orientals in ‘railway work be-
cause he had felt convinced that they
would be disallowed at Ottawa as being
beyond the jurisdiction of the province,
-He suggested that the constitutionality of
these acts should be submitted to the
courts so that the question of the prov-
in;:e’s powers . should be settled once for
all.
It was not sufficient for the government
to say that they had made strong repre-
sentations in writing on this question;
they should show th&ir good faith by em-
bodying inhibitive clauses in railway cen-

tracts and other measures in which the
question of Oriental labor was a factor.

Mr. Green moved the adjournment of
the debate, in order that the House might
proceed with the regular business of the
session. . .

Mz, Martin urged that the debate
should. be disposed .of. . ’

Capt.” Tatlow said the ~government
were delaying the business of the House:
He urged that the orders of the day be
taken up.

Mr. Neill asked if it was the intention
of the government to employ Mr: Palm-
er in the same capacity this year.: He
suggested that it wonld not be fair to
expect Mr. Palmer to do two men's
work.

Hon. Mr. Prentice said thart it was the
inteution to employ Mr. Palmer on this
special work during the whole year, and,
that an efficient man would be engaged
to attend to his former duties as inspect-
or of fruit, etc.

With regard. to stumping powder, the
government had done everything in their
power to mdke the distribution satis-
factory to the farmers. They obtained
large reductions in first eost and about
50-per cent. in freight rates from the
C.. P. R. So far these arrangements
had not been taken adgantage of by far-
mers ‘to the extent desired or anticipated
by the government,

He regretted that he had been unable
to attend the conventions ot the Dairy-
men’s  and Stock Raiser's -associations.
Both those bodies were doing good
work, ‘and through the efforts of Mr.
Hadwen a new industry had . been
created in ‘the province, which was
bound to, increase very considerably
from year to year, This industry of im-
porting young cattle to the ranches of
the interior had been made possible by
the favorable freight rates secured from
he C. P. R. )

The dairy industry had flourished
wherever creameries had been estab-
lished. The ‘local demand took all the
output of the Fraser valley and the Isl
and- ereameries, and the product com-
manded higher prices than the best im-
ported butter. . The indirect benefits of
the creamery system wepe: A demand
for a better class of stock, improvements:
of the herds by weeding out inferior ani-
maljs, cash returns for butter in place of
exchanging it for goods, emulation be-
tween patrons and creameries to attain
the best results, leading to greater care
of stock and better feeding and economy,
of labor. )

Ip fruit growing there had been a very
satisfactory development of the indus-
try, particularly in the Okanagan district
and on the islands. High prices had
been realized in the season of 1901 for
good fruit. Okanagan fruit had a very
high reputation in the "‘Northwest mar-
kets, due to the qu ity of the fruit, and
the way in ‘which it had been graded and
packed for market.  There was a bright
future for the industry, especially in the
interior, valleys, as markets were
sured . and transportation rates were
favorable, and the conntry was free from
the ‘most injurious insect pests Ppreva-
lent in the United States. . ¢

He referred to the Bulkley valley set-
tlen.lent.xs tpe first important movement
of immigration to-the fertile valleys of
the Cassiar : district. The government
had made arrangements whereby - 100
heads of families would settle im 'the
Bulkley valley during the coming sum-
mer, and he went on to show how that
settlement would add to the revenue of
the province. The revenue tax would
amount to $300 per year and % of 1 per
cent. on the value of the lands, $1,200,
making a total of $1,500 a year. The
capital outldy on the settlement’ would
be: Road from Hazelton, 75 ‘miles, say,
$25; ; “two scheols; i
building, $1,000.

: $1,200;
two teachers, $2,000, a total of $3,200. In
the face of this the Dominion govern-
ment, which did nothing whatever for
these settlers, would profit by them to
the amount of
toms duties, for each of the 100 fam-
ilies would spend at least $200 a year in
dutiable goods.. It would thus be seen
that the province must make certain
sacrifices in order to settle up her waste
lands, b'ut her outlay would eventually
be repaid = ten-fold in the increase of
farming and other industries. Bulkley
valley alone 3would have 10,000 people
within the uext 10 years.

Leaving the question of agriculture,
Mr. Prentire said there was one subject
which he considered paramount to all
others—the. financial relations between
the Province and the Dominion, which
every hon. member must agree was above
all other questions of vital importance to
the future of British Columbia, He did
not approach the subject in any spirit of
antagonism to the Dominion government;
it was a clear business DProposition,
which' should be ‘considerod calmly and
Withoqt bias by the parties concerned.
The pith of the question was contained
in the correspondence with Ottawa, an
extract from which he read as follows:

“Now then, coming to the statements
of contributions to the Dominion treas-
ury and the expenditure from the same
in British Columbia, ‘the result of com-
putation’ covering a period of 80 years,
is as’ follows: ’ g

“The total amount expended ‘by the
Dominion in the Province up to 1st
July, 1801—estimating ‘the expenditure
for the present year—will have heen
$28,968,001; the total contributed by
British Columbia to the Dominion dur-
g the same period will have been $42 -
475,349; leaving a balance in favor of
the Province of over $13,500,000.

“The expenditures in the Province: in-
clude the $750,000 paid to the Esquimalt
& Nanaimo Railway company as a sub-
sidy, and all the other railway subsidies:
the debt of the Provigae sssumed by the
Dominion i 1872 and interest on the
same, and everything else directly or in-
directly connected with the Province,
which has been paid for by the Domin-
ion. .

“While the Province has a clear sur-
pius of over $13,500.000 to its eredit,
apart, of course, from its legitimate share
of the cost of government of Oanada as
a whole, on the ‘other hand, the labil-
ities of the Dominion, which were $122.-
000,000 in 1872. have risen to $350,000,-
000 in: 1900.  The position of British
Columbia, therefore, is, that it has not
own way and
recouped the Dominion for everything
that it has cost, directly or indirectly,
but, in addition, has become liable for its
share of the debt of fhe Dominion,
which. on a per capita “basis, amonnts
to $9,500,000. ! i
‘The practical aspect of fhe case is
this: A province ‘has a certain popula-
tion and contributes a certain revenue.
What it pays as imposts to the freasury
is, per capita, its impost or burden of
government. - Computations on that basis
in various ways show, as a-general and
almost invariable result, that for a whole

"Faking the case of Nova Scotia, Mr.
Prentice went on to show that there it
was not necessary to ask for an amend-
ment to the British North America Act
in order to secure better terms., Nova
Scotia made a claim for better terms
shortly after eonfederation, and her case
then was almost on all fours with that
of British Columbia today. ;

He illustrated his argnment with the
following extracts from the correspond-
ence which passed between Nova Scotia
and the Dominion: j
The diseontent in Nova Scotia “which
arose out of the admission of that prov-
ince under the terms of upion brought
matters to a crisis there in the year
1868, and the people were almost nnani-
mous for secession. After matters had
reached such a stage that it ‘seemed im-
possible to conciliate them, the late Sir
John A. Macdonald, then prime minister,
addressed a. letter to Joseph Howe, who
was the chief exponent of the agitation,
which, however, had gone beyond the
‘imits he had anticipated. = This letter of
Sir John Macdonald =~ contained some
very pregnant sentences; after pointing
out the irrevocable position of the prov-
ince with regard to s ssion,.wlnch conld
not be, he indicates fthe attitude of the
Dominion government. For instance, he
says:

EIt will be the care and wish of that
government and of the parli:_zment of the
‘Dominion, to relax or xpodlty any ar-
rangements on those su_bJects which may
prejudice the peculiar interests of Nova
Scotia and the Maritime portion of the
Dominjon. .. .  The nadian.gov-
ernment is' not only ready but anxious
to euter upon a frank and full discus-
sion of those points, and are_,prepnred.
in case the pressure of taxatxon_should
bhe shown to be wunequsl, or unjust to
Nova Scotia, to relieve that pressure by
every means in their power. . . .

“You may remember that I suggested
‘to-the commnittee that Mr. x}nnand, the
finance minister of the province, or any
other gentleman selected for the purpose,
should visit Ottawa and sit down with
the Finance ‘Minister here, for the pur-
pose-of ascertaining whether any inequal-
ity or injustice exists, the extent of such
inequality and the best remedy. And I
now reiterate the assurance I then gave,
that' the government here will consider
the question not in a rigid, but in the
most liberal spirit, with a desire to do
even more than justice for the sake of
securing the co-operation of the people
of Nova Scotia in working the new con-
