4 DARING OUTLAW.

Remarkable Carcer of a Man Just Shot by
a l’hllnd‘elpllq Detective.
[From the Philadelphia Times.)

Few criminals have passed a more adven-
turous life than John Cannon, alias Davis,
who was shot by detective Gray several
nights ago in attempting to escape, after
being arrested on the charge of robbing
hotel rooms at Harrisbnrg during the cod-
vention. His real name is neither Cannon
nor Davis, bnt he is a Canadian by birth
and a man of great daring-and remarkable
resources. His line of ‘operations has al-
ways been the robbery of hotel rooms.
He was heard of = before the ont-
break of the war, when the Mississippi
steamers,  which were patrunized. by
wealthy planters going to and retuming
from New Orleans, and the high-tone
gamblers who fleéced them alike became
victims for the agile ‘‘room-worker.” Can-
non, Dave Cummings, and Billy Forrester
are said to have begun their life of crime on
the floating palaces of the Mississippi, smd
each at times had narrow escapes from the

tock first- |

veogeance of the plundered gamblers, Can-
non was the object of at least one - daring
rescue from prison. He-had been operating
in the south, and had been arrested at
Mobile, Alabama, fora heavy hotel robbery.
The sheriff and jailer occupied quarters at
the prison, A resolute party of Cannon's
confederates visited the jail, and by the
argument of the revolver é;omnsll the
sheriff apd jailer $o liberate Cannon.

He was afterward in prison at Richmond,
Va, and then went south again in com-
pany with George Dubois, alias Henry
Burton, who was afterward captured here,
feur yearsago, while breaking foto a silk
store on South Eleventh street, ona Sun-
day. They committed a heavy robbery of
a jewelry salesman at the Planter’s hotel
in 8t Louis in 1872, and, after another
heavy job at New Orleans, Cannon, be-
coming hard pushed by the detectives, fled
to the west, where he became assosiated
with a band of the most desperate train-
wreckers who harrassed the traveling com-
munity, Having amassed a large fortane
he retired from train-robbing and settled
at St. Catharines, Ont, as a grain merch-
ant. Speculation devoured his ill-gotten
wealth, but he saw an opportunity to recu-
perate and came to Philadelphis during the
centennial.

DESTRUCTION - OF ' TH® ~ALEAN
s STEAMER PROGRESS, '
Three Lives Lost on the Hi-Fated Boat-
The Provisions for the Peruvian Pas-
sengers Latd Waste, = '
MoNTREAL, May 18.—The steanter Pio-
gress, sent to provision the passengers of the
Allan stésmer Peruvian, was burned lasy
night wedr' Riviere du Loup, and is a total
Ruxvizre pu Lour, Que., May 18.—The
Steamer Progress was burned 'to the water’s
Cdge st an early hour last night, near Green
island, ten miles below ‘this town, .The
Progress left Quebec yesterday morning with
provisions and coal to go to the assistance
of the Allan ling mail steamer Peruvian,
which was reported at Father Point . on
Sunday, by passing steamships, in the ice
in the vicinity of Newfoundland, with her
screw. gone and wanting assistance, Al ap-
pears to have gone well with the Progress
till about 8 p.m., when it is said fire.de.
clared itself in the lamp-house ; but this
cannot be verified, and as yet zhow or where
the fire origi remains a mystery.
The most melancholy part of the
affair rests in the ‘fact that three
human creatures on board the Progress
are said to have been burned to death,
and their bodies, as far as known, still re-
main on board the burning vessel. The
tug Resolute, Capt. Keilly, happened to be
in the vicinity of the burning vessel about
the time the fire broke out, trying to make
arrangements to tow the Norwegiin bark
Felicite, inward bound, into Quebec. The
Progress was ic mid-channel and making
all possible speed to the relief of the Peru.
vian at the time of the accident, which seems
to be all of a sudden, as the crew of the
Progress were picked up in two boats by
the steamer Resolute, some without shoes or
stockings and others without a covering on
their heads. Even one of the lifeboats of
the Progre:s, in which some of the crew
were saved, was very badly singed, showing
the narrow escape the crew must have had,
The captain and arew of the doomed vessel
were landed from on board the Resolute at
12:30 this morning at the wharf, two miles
distant from town, and . left by early
train for Quebec. The Resolute returned
again to the assistance of the burning
steamer, and towed her to the northwest
end of the long wharf, where the Progress
grounded. . On the rising of the tide at
noon the Resolute took the still burning
vessel in tow again and moored her to the
southwest side of the wharf. The engines
will likely be saved. The Progress was
considered the finest boat of her kind in the
‘Dominion, and rendered much valuable ser-
vice to the shipping trade below Quebec
during the close of mavigation. A new
boiler was put in her last fall, and she re-
ceived other necessary repairs, She was
built in Quebec about ‘six years ago, She
was valued at $80,000, and insured for
$50,000. Bhe cmrried $20,000 worth of
provisions and coal for the relief of the
Peruvian,

THE SPRING TRADE.

The State of Business Throughout Americs
—Barely Satisfactory.

NEw York, May 18.—The Times pub-
lishes letters on the condition of trade from
thirty-five centres of businessin twenty-
five states. The letters indicate in general
that the spring wholesale trade is barely

-Psatisfactory, The chief exception is in the

great Northwest, where business has in
some branches increased 10 to. 20 per eent
on account of immigration and railroad
construction. Among the older states,

New York alone reports very busi-
ness. The backward spring has much
to check the trade in the states where there
i8 no cause as in the Northwest to give it -
an extra stimulus, -but even in these the
season ‘will be prolonged. .There is the
greatest  disappointment expressed in
trading centres dependent upon the
south, where there was a drought
last year and the floods this spring. Dry-.
goods and groceries appear to have suffered
most. The branches which furnish farmers’
supplies are most active. The drug busi-
ness is flourishing. There are indications
of a large fall trade, dependent somewhat
on the crops. Manufacturers generally are
busy. Makers of textile fabrics are work-
ing cautiously on small profits. Plain cot-
von goods appear to be in the best demand.
Woollens are very backward. Machinists
and agricultural ‘machinery makers gener-
ally are not complainiig. Millers, esge-
cially in New York, have all they can do.
The tobacco manufacturers’ business is
about the same. The demand for
glass makers is good, but very little
better than last year. .There is ‘a grow-
ing demand for goods of the better qual-
ity, shown in the decreased call for low
grade cottons. Skilled labor finds ready
employment generally, and good wages are
reported. The shipbuilding interests of
Pennsylvania and Delaware are flourishing.
House building generally is brisk, checked
somewhat in the East by high prices for ma-
terials, and in Nebraska by the recent strike.
Business generally may be said to be on &
more healthy foundation thar ‘1n recent
years, . Collections generally are good, and
there are little prospects of disastrous fail-
ures. Letters giving a statement of 'the

condition of busiress in this state are from

Rochester, Syracuse, Buffalo and Oswego.
They show general trade to be very good,
and manufacturers and millers are busy.
