N disappeared, and yes-
terday he watlched with keen “fitterest the
testimony adduced by the Crown, taking
copious notes. It was the crucial day for
the amccused, and be seemed to realize it.
His bearing on entering the dock was one of
confidence and assurance. Before the court
adjourned, however, he had apparently
awakened fto the gravomen of his
situation. e never saw such
an alteration  in a tav,” said
Dr. John A, Ferguson, one of thegwitnesses
summoned by tbe defence. *I could almost
see the change.come over him.” The natural
sallowness of MacW herrell’s complexion bad
given place to & paleness. unrelieved by a
tinge of color, and when he was led out of
‘the dock he could bardly stand erect,”

And there was good reason for the altera-
tion in the man’s appearance. ‘I'he prosecu-
tion, step by step, traced his journey from
Toronto to within a quarter of a mile of the
Williams' farm on Thursday, Dec. 14, the
night the murder is believed to have been
committed. Six witnesses swore positively
they saw bim betwees noon and 5 p.m.

lake shore, Lake and Middle-roads,
enquiring for the Williams house. Between
% 30 and 8 o’clock another witness saw two
men driving from the direction of the scene
of tbe tragedy along the Middle-road,‘three-
eighths of a mile from-the scene of the mur-
der, in a horse and cutter believed to be that
stolen from the barp, Less than two and a
half hours subsequently Police Constable
Cross saw s borse and rig, which be swears
was “Coltie” and the democrat in which
were seated MacWherrell and Walker, in
College-street, Toronto. At pncon next day
Walker and a mauo, whom two witnesses
stated they believed to be MacWherrell,
were seen with the rig in the Danforth-
road, six miles east of Toronto.

The defence made every effort to shake the
positive declaration of these witnesses, but
without efféct, and at this writing the case
Jooks very dark against MacW herreil.

The Defence.

Of course theé defence has not as yet shown
its band, but Mr. Robinette’s cross-examina-
tion of the witnesses was of such a nature
that it showed that two of the arguments
will be that the condition of the bodies was
such as to preclude the possibilicy of the mur-
der having been committed earlier than Fri-
day pight, and of the avsence of blood stains
on Mac W herrell’s clotbing beiug priina facie
evidence that he could not have been the
murderer in view of the blood-bespattered
coudition of all the surroundings

Walker Brought Into the Case,

For the first time since the trial opeved
the prisoper Walker was directly counected
with the commission of the crime by the
testimony of Police Constable Cross. Un-
like his fellow-prisoner, Walker did nof seem
to realize that he was being encircled by the
meshes of the legal web and, while the most
dawaging evidence was being given against
bim, Jaughed immoderately and called one
of the reporters over to him and
made bim agree that if he (Walker)
did not get out of the scrape
he would seod his picture over to Eogland
and have it publisked, To-morrow the crown
expects to prove that Walker sold the day
followiog the murder & purse and pistol
which were known to belong to Williams and
bis wife,

The horse sad democrat cutter stolen from
the Willisms' farm have begun to play s
leading part in the tragedy.

The Crown To Conclude To-Day,

T'he erown expects to conclude its case be-
fore the court rises to-morrow. There are
still 25 witnesses to examioe, bowever. Al-
though 10 are merely formal, it is doubtful
if the defence will be reached before Friduy
poou, Half o _day may be suffi-

ient for Mr. Robinette’s  witnesses,
and Saturdsy  will probably see
the end of the case, the intention being
to finish it this week, even if the court has to
sit until midnight the last day.

Resembles Birchall,
prisoner very much resembles
Birchall in temperament,” said Mr. Osler
yesterday. ‘‘He is of the same nervous dis-
position, and many of his actions are of the
same nature.”

Joho Cory, the hired man, who was for 24
hours after the discovery of the murder
suspected of being coneerned in it, was the
first witness called. Jobn comes out this
spring in fairly good condition, baving
wintered well at the crown’s expense. Cory
detailed the fact of his leaving the employ-
ment of Williams on Wednesday, Dee. 13,
snd going to_Toronto, whers he met Mac-
Wherrell in Fitzgerald’s botel, York-street,
snd told bim that Williams migbt wish to
bire & man. Jokn also described the stolen
horse, **whose right name was Bill, but who
was called Coltie.” Mr. lobinette cross-
examined the witness at lengtb, with a view
of securing an admission from the witness
that be had Wednesday night told Eoopb
otber than MacWherrell of the fact that be
bad left Willlams’ employ.

Tracing MacWherreil's Movements,

Haviog establisbed the fact by Cory’s evi-

“The
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danc., tbat MacWherrell knew of the Wil-
liams’ premises, the crown proceeded to trace
the journey of MacWherrell along the Lake
Shore and Middle-roads on the day of the
murder. H. C, Houghton, hotelkeeper at
Mimico, saw MacWherrell about noon. He
was particularly attracted to thé stranger
because he wore yellow gloves, a curly cap,
and a blue pea-jacket, and looked generally
like a man who might “spend a
shilling in the house.” With a view
to discredit the witn2ss’ identification of the
prisoner, MacWherrell, still wearing the
pea-jacket, was told to nu,i up and witness
was fnvited to goclose to the dock and
obtain a better view. Houghton did so and
reported that he was ‘‘still stuck on the pea-
jacker,” and that if the prisoner wasn’t the
man who passed his place it must have been
his twin brother.
Houghton was for years a railroad con-
ductor, and his positive {dentification was

acoﬁ:otud by the defence as most important.
Mr. Robinette again endeavored to shake
the identification, but witness was positive,
bumaunly speaking, that MacWherrell was
the man.

Q. May he not have a double?-~A. Well,

The laughter that followed showed that
even Brampton people sometimes play poker,
Following MacWherrell's Movemeuts,

Three bours after he passed Houghton’s
hotel MacW herrell was observed by Patrick
Doberty, Arch  Primrose and J. D. Hickey
en route to Port Credit. Doberty and Prim-
rose were repairing a ditch on the Lake Shore-

Sutton, bowever, explained that inasmuch
as the whole of the six blows which Wil-
liams received were inflicted with a blunt
fostrument, the lptnorimf of blood ‘would
not be anything like it would have been had
the wounds been made with a sharp weapon.
There were no blood stains on the old man’s
clothing. To McKay witness said the condi~
tion in which the murdered people were
found was not inconmsistent with the theory
that one man killed both. He thought the
old man was killed while seated in his arm-
chair at the table, and that the woman was
first struck down behind the kitchen door,

Further Evidence That It Was Thdrsday,

When the murder was discovered the
basket usually used by the old couple in tak-
ing butter to market was found alongside
the stove with the towels, etc., in it asif it
had been placed there to dry when the
couple  returned home from Toronto, Mrs,
Mary Sbeenan and Miss Annie Sbeehan of
Mimico testified that Mrs, Williams oalled a5
their place on Thursday and sold them &
quantity of butter.

The Missing Link.

The most startling evidence of the day was
given by Police Constable Cross of Toronto,
a member of the force since 1875, He testi-
fled that he was going east on a . College-
street car, Toronto, betwesn 10 and 10,16
p.m, on Thursday, Decewber 14, At Sully-
street the car overtook a borse and rig in
which were seated two men. Cross was
standing on the rear platform, and when the
men caught sight of hiwm, the smaller one,
who was on the south seat, nudged his com.

THE CUTTER,

Here, according to Doberty and Primrose,
MacWherrell enquired for the Williams
residence and said he was a relative and in-
tended to stay there a few days and then go
on to the States. They positively identified
MacWherrell, as did also Hickey. The latter
likewise told of meeting two men driving
along the Middle-road three-eighths of & mile
from the Willinms place at 7.50 the same
nights The horse was & “‘tallish” one and
was hitched to a democrat outter. One of
the men wore an overcoat with a peak cap,
but the other man, who was drivinz, had o
overcoat., The rig resembled the Williams
one, but he could not identify the occupants
with the prisoners.

The tracks in the lave at the Williams
bouse, which is the defence’s main card, also
incidentally came up during the testimony
of this witness, Mr. Hickey said from bis
examination of the tracks he could not tell
whether they were made on Thursday or
Friday night.

Next, MacWherrell was shown to have
been on the lake road, five miles. nearer the
scene of the murder then when bhe met the

Within a Few 3ods of the Scene of the
Murder,

Then Mrs, Eliza McKay was put in the
box. Bhe lives in the Middle-road, two and
a half miles from Death’s and within one-
quarter of a mile from the Williams
place. There are po houses between her
place and the Williams residence. She told
of the visit of MacWherrell to ber house at
5 o’clock, half an hour after he left Death’s,
of his msking if that® was not
Williams’ and her reply that he lived in the
next house on the other side of the road.
mrs. McKay testified that . MacWherrell
carriedin cane or stick, apparently abour
two feed long.

The | much-maligned William Moody,
brother-in-law of the murdered man, was
then called. There was little new in his
testimony. ' As executor of the Williams
estate be had féund that the place was clear,
but no srace of any mouvey or other property
could be found otuer thau that in the house.
There was a noteof $100 outstanding sgainst
Williams, otherwise there . were no debts.
Moody testified that deceased’s best clothes,
an old Brownisb-uvlack overcoat and fur cap
with a peak, were missing from the house
and an old corduroy cap lefé bebind. A
revolver whicih ‘Wiliiams was
gone. Moody tustitied the last time he saw
the missing Lest clothes, overcoat and fur
cap was on July 12 last at Streetsville, whera
the old man apjwasred, rigged in the whole
outfic.

When Was the Deed Done?

After recess the crown started in to prove
the probable time at which the murder was
committed, and the modical testimony was
introduced with that object in view. Again
portions of the skull wers brought forth
from the basket which served as the recep-
tacle for all the ghastly relicsof the tragedy,
snd Dr. Sutton of Cooksville pointed out
the wounds found on the heads of the
murdered couple, The cleft in the skull,
witness believed, might have been mede
with the ridiog “‘crop” known to have beeu
owned by MacWherrell, but the other
wound could not have been made with this,
but migbs have been made with the potato-
masber. He thought from the condition of
the partly digested food found in the
stomachs of deceased that death had oc-
curred within three-quarters of an hour
after partaking of a meal.

A little interest was infused into the case
by the nature of the cross-examination
of this withess by Mr. Robioette as to-
how be concluded that the blows found on
the bodies of the accused were inflicted be-
fore death, The doctor said be was satisfied
the wounds were ante-mortem from the free
pleeding, the gaping nature of the wounds,
the clotting of escaped blood in the wouuds
and the diffusiou of blood in the tissues just
around the cuts,

Then the defence showed that it intended
to prove, if possible, that the murder was
committed ou Friday night and not on
Thureday, For balf an hour thers was a
discussion as to the average length of dura-
tion of muscular irritation (the stage im-
mediately preceding death) and the length of
time of postmortem stiffening. The doctor
said be believed that in the case of old man
Williams the duration of the first would not
exceed 5 or 6 hoursand that of the lat-
ter 16 to 4, although the averages were (; to
8 and 24 to 36 respectively. Tbis was ex-
plainable by the fact that the old man was
probably tired when he returned home, and
in the case of u person wearied out before
death muscular irritation would leave
quicker.

Dr. Sutton stated that be could not tell
within a margin of two or three days when
death bad occurred, sud to Mr. Osler admit-
ted that the stiffness discovered at the post-
mortem may not have beem rigor mortis at
il but » circumstance arising from the cold-
pess of the bodies, The bodies. were not
frozen, but might have been, Dr. D. L.
Heggie agreed tbat the victims might bave
been killed even Tuesiay or Wednesday for
all the indications there were to the con-
trary.

The Blood Staine,

For the mext balf hour the defence ques-
tioned the witness with reference to the
amount of blood with which the old man’s
surroundings were bespattered with a view
of showing that she clothing of the murderer
must have been bespattered with the arterial
fluid. No blood stains were found by the
crown on MacW herrell's pea-jacket, and the

thing. The suspicions of Cross were aroused
partly by the nudge and partly by the fact
that the horse was sweating greatly and
looked as if it had driven a long way.
When the car reached  Clinton-street
be alighted and took anothér good look at
the rig and its occupauts, watching the
vehicle till it was out of sight. He
had since been shown tihe Williams
horse and cutter and he believed they wers
identical, and to the best of his belief the two
prisoners in the dock were the men be saw in
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the rig. MacWherrell was on the nigh side
of the rig. The pea-jacket and imitation
Persian lamb cap also cropped up again,
witness swearing that one of the men in the
rig wore such a coat and cap. Cross pro-
duced the *‘occurrence” paper received at
the police station on Dec. 18, containing a
deseription of the Williams horse aud rig.
As soon as the.‘‘occurrence” was read wit-
ness recognized the description and informed
the sergeant of what be had observed in
College-street, Without reading a descrip-
tion of the cutter, Cross on Dec. 20 made a
sketeh of the cutter he had seen and, with a
description, forwarded it to Acting Detective
Verney.
Couldn’t Shake His Testimony.

Mr. Robinette cross-examined this witness
at considerable length and went over every
point with minuteness, but failed to sbake
his testimony in the slightest degres. Wit-
ness admitted that although he had been
suspicious when he saw the rig on Dec. 14
e did not report it to the sergeant until Dec.
18—“the day the fact of the murder was
published in the papers,” added Mr. Robi-
nette, Cross explained that the delay in re-
lportiuz what he had seen was due to> the
circumstance that the ‘‘occurrence paper”
referring to the missing bcrse and rigdid not
reach the pclice station until the evening of
the 18th,

this man MacWherrell in the dock was one of
the men you saw 1n the cutter?” asked Mr,

Witness: 10 the best of my belief those
two are the same men.

Prisoners Had the Rig Friday,

Where the horse and rig were stabled on
Thursday night the Crown has failed to
discover., From the hour that P. C, Cross
swears he saw the rig at 10.15 Thursday
nighbt in College-street ufitil between 1 and
3 p.w. on Friday afternocon no trace of the
horse and vehicle has been found. Between
the hours inentioned, howeve#, the prisoner
Walker and a companion drove up fo the
house of Michael Doherty in the Danforth-
road, six miles from the St. Lawrence Mar-
ket, with a horse and rig. Walker was
known to Michael Donohue, having previ-
ously worked for him., Walker’s companion,
Mr, Donohue described as resembling Mac-
Wherrell, but he would not swear positively
that prisomer was the man. Donohue’s soo
Joseph corroborated his father’s testimony
as to tha visit of the two men, It was about
noon they camse, but young Donohus was not
80 positive as the old gentleman that the day
was Friday—it might have been Satur day.
Walker, with whom he was acquainted, was
one of the men and MacWherreil be belioved
was the other man, but be would Dot swear
he was. The man wore a pea-jatket and
long rubber boots. The Williams horse and
democrat resembled very much the rig the
two men had with them.

In n Strong Speech He Show: How Oan-
ada Is Overburdened With the Cost of
Too Many Legisiators and Urges
Economy—8ir Oliver Mowat as Strong-
1y Opposes.

The evening session of the Legislature was

opened by Mr. Mereditb, who moved that

the holding of alternate, or biennial, instead
of aunual sessions of the Legislature would
sufficiently meet the requirements of the
publicservice and at the same time effect &
large reduction in the expenditure of the
province for legisiation, and in the opinion
of this House the time has arrived when that
chauge should be made, subject, however, to
the prerogative of the crown as to the sum-
moning of the Legislature,

A Reform In the Constitution,

He eail this resolution, in his judgment,
embodied a reform in the constitution of this
province, and he presented it in this shape
because he desired that the question shouid
be approached unembarrassed by any con-
siderations that would justify bon. gentle-
men in saying that the proposition
involved any want of confidence in the ad-
ministration of the day or that would enable
any hon, gentleman to sheiter himself be-
hind any excuse for refusing to ex ress the
opimion” be entertained regarding it. He
boped that it would be met by hon. gentlemen
opposite squarely on its merits, This was a

lain and simple proposition. 1t was either
n the public interest that it should be
affirmed or be negatived and he sincerely
trusted that whatever views the House en-
tertained they would have a direct and
square vote on it.

Proposing a change in the constitation, it
was his duty to adduce to the House aud the:
country reasons which would justify a de-
parture from the system which prevailed.
He was sometimes surprised at the argu-
ments of hon, gentlemen opposite regarding
propositions to reform the administration or
any part of the publio service coming from
the Opposition, [Hear, hear.] They were
gravely told tbat a system or an institution
bad existed for so many years, and forsooth
vhose who laid bands on such an institution
were treated as iconoclasts and to other
barsh terms,

Reform When Ohange Is Necessary.

It they were not there to reform end
change, when change was necessary, what
was the purpose of this legislature? What
the purpose of the Liberal or Reform party?
When the public interest demanded it
changes were to be made even in so im-
portant and so sacred a thing as the consti-
tution. Woere this not so they would re-
main and would have remained in a condi-
tion from which, thanks to the reform-
ing influénces which had prevailed,
tbey had long since passed. The onus
rested on him to justify tge change. If there
was one thing more than another towards
which public attention was now directed it
was to the large expenditure by the com-

ratively small - epopulation of the

ominion of Canada on its legis-
Intive and government machioery.
He was not & pessimist. He believed
in this province, and in the Domiuion, and
in the great futuve before us, and that, not-
witbstanding any temporary depression in
the Domiuion, this ecuntry with its immense
resources would be a most happy and pros-
petous land. g

But this fact was no reason why the
money and-the property of the people should
be unnecessarily expended, whether it was
at Government House, or whether it was in
some other hranch of the public service.

Were they merely to be treated in reply
with arguments that had been heard, if not
in this chamber but elsewhere—that they
were bouud to maintain these ancient insti-
tutions, When he heard such arguments, he
thougbt that they had changed places, that
the Reformers sat on the Opposition benches,
and that the old fossil Tories sat on the other
side of the House. He would  ask
bou. geutlemen to comsider the cost of
eivil government and of legislation in the
Dominion and in the provinces of which it
was composed, bearing in mind that the
population scattered over so greav a. terri-
tory was somewhere in the neighborhood of
5,000,000,

At Confederation the whole cost of civil
government and of legislation was $922,-
722.81. It was quite true that then the Mari-
time Provinces, the Northwest Territori
and British Columbia were not included.
But what-did they nmow spend upon these
two branches in the Dominion and in its
several provinces ! The tigures were alarm-
ing. We were now expending in the neigh-
borbood of §3,800,000 for these same pur-
poses.

He bad been forced to estimate the ex-
penditure in certain small provjnces,
but the figures given were substan-
tially correct. In the Dominion we had
in all the provinces mine Governors, 67
members of CGovernment, several without
portfolios, 120 Senators, and 584 members of
the popular Assembly. In this population
of about 5,000,000 shey had legislative bodies
of some 767 members, and Y Governors,

1t did seem to him that this imposed alto-
gether too great a strain upon the
resources of such a small people as was
found in this Dominion. It was all very
well to say that this sum of money did not
come directly out of the taxes of the people.
Nevertheless, it had to be paid in one way
or another, and all that stood between the
people and airect taxation in this province
was the difference between its revenues and
pos=essions,

He submitted to the Government and to
the thibking people of Ontario whether
above all party questions this was not sotne-
thing demanding the careful attention of
every man who considered the well-being
aud the futuré of the country and whether
they ought not to airu that something
ought now to be done by each Legislature
within its jurisdietion to lessen the enormous
burden that rested on the people of Canada.
1t was the duty of this the Premier Province
to set the other provivces an example and to
lead and not follow in inaugurating reforms
in the interest of all Hon. gentlemen
opposite seemed afraid to face the
electors, and they now endeavored to raise
old exploded faise and misleading cries in
order to draw the, consideration of the
people fromn the questions upon which they
were to pass judgment—the control sud
management of the affairs of Ontario by
the hon. gentlemen opposite,

Did Not Take the Opposition’s Advice,
He bad beard an bon. gentleman rise in
his place and say that the Conservative
party in this House bad used their endeavors
to prevent this Province from obtaining
territory to which it was entitledl. Whoever
made that statement made it without a
shadow of foundation; the Opposition bere
bad voted agsinst their party in the Do-
minion House, and bad asserted the claims
of Ontario. kzut the hon. gentlemen were
forced to descend to these uvfair means
ia the bope of thus retainiog
bold of office,. Had they gone
to the Privy Council, when the Opposition
s0 advised, to secure a settlement, thousands
and hundreds of thousands of dollars spent
in connéction with that affair would bave
been saved, and this province would bave
come into possession quietly and without any
reduction of that region.

An hovorable gentieman had talked about
the asssults of the Opposition upon the
legislative powers of the province, but they
had beet: just as faithful defenders of this
right, aud be challenged them to point to
the record and to a single vote, or a singie
resolution, not bl(? the direction of maintain-
ing the territorial, legislative and other
rights of this province, [Cheers] The
people should appréach this question with
the view ef seeing whether something
ought not to be doue to save expenditure.
And they ought to take stock of their re-

Loxpox, March 14.—The House of Com-
mons was crowded with members and visi-
tors to-day,

Sir William Harcourt announced that the
Government bad taken advice from all
available sources, and had decided to make
the declaration that the judgment given lass
evening in amending the address did not
show a mature and well-considered decision
of the House of Commons, This was agrave
question, he said, and the Government would
not’ present the address as amended to the
Queen. 'Consequently, the Government pro-
posed to bring up a new address, smounting
merely. to an acknowledgment of the Speech
from the Turone.

A, J, Baifour, Conservative leader, was
greeted wish prolonged cheering as he arose
to reply to the Government’s announcement,
The Conservatives, Balfour said, would not
objoat ‘' to' the Government eating its own
ntdress. ' The Opposition had no desire td
take udvantage of the Government’s daifM-
cuity, but-were prepared to assistin extricat-
ing them. from their unpleasant position.

r. Labouchere, amid cheers and laughter,
defended bis amendment, the success of
which was abundantly justified. It was not
intendéd to hinder the ininisters in regard to
thesé purely formal documents, the Queen’s
Speech and the address in reply thereto,

Dissolution Demanded,

Joseph Chamberlain said the vote of last
evening must either be rescinded or retnain
in-tire shape of a vote of want of confidenca,

the address as amended and substitute one
merely acknowledging the Queen’s Speech
was agreed to without a division.

Mr. T, W. HKussel, ‘Irish Unionist, con-
tinued the debate on theaddress.

Not a Want of Confidence Motion,

Mr. Labouchere, in the course of bis re-
marks defending his smendment to the
address, which was passed by a vote of 147 to
145, said it was not intended as a vote of
want of confidence in the Government, tut
merely intended to hasten their action. A
majority of the Government’s supporters in
the country had demanded the abolition of
the veto power of the House of Lords and
the Government should take some action in
the matter. The Radicals would not oppose
a substitute for the address as amended, but
would rest satisfied with having done their
best as attested by the majority given to his
amendment last evening.

Caatinuing, Mr. Labouchere said: ‘‘You
may withdraw this address and bring in
snother, but the first one remains the de-
vision of the House. We are the representa-
tvies of the people and the Goveraoment are
our representatives. I do not recognize that
the Government are my masters. 1always
regarded them as the servants of the-majority
of the House, Whether you take the majorily
of the members on this sidé of the Houseor
the views of the majority of Liberals outside
the House; they are with me in this matter
and demand prompt, speedy and drastic
action, [Radical cheers.] .Outside the House
they do not care whether you abolish or
destroy the House of Lords.”

REDUCE S84LARIES.

The Force Will Cost $223,000 This Year,
a Reduction of $4600—-Needed Altera-
tions Made{in the Cab Bylaw—Inspec-
tor Archabold Must Pay His Own Law-
yer for Hig Defence 18 the Sult Breught
by Barrister Mardoch,

Mr, W. G, Murdoch waited on the Police
Commissioners yesterday after noon to prefer

his charge against Inspector Archabold. As
a writ bas been served on Mr. Archibald in
the suit brought agsinst him by Mr. Mur-
doch, the ioners decided’ that they
would take no action in the mattey until the
suit is decided. The request made to the
City Solicitor that he defend Are¢babold in
this suit will be withdrawn, and the Morality
Inspector will bave to furnish 'his own
lawyer.

A’ letter was received from the City Clerk
asking on benalf of the City Council that no
additions be made to the Police Force during
the ensuing year, and that no vacancies ba
filled. Italso requested that the mounted
police be abolished.

The commissioners agreed to the first two
requests, but decided not to abolish the
mounted uad, as they had received a
large petition from the residents of the
outskirts of the city pointing out that the
mounted police are the only protection the
suburbs bave,

The estimates for the ensuing year were
passed amounting to $223,000, s saving of
$4000 over last year. No reduction was
made in the salaries,

E. A. DuVernet, on behalf of the Team-
sters Union, asked that some slight change
be made in their tariff, The request was
acceded to.

‘The livery law was altered so as to make
the keepers of livery stables furnish the
police with the names of all their drivers
hereafter, 7This was done instead of
licensing them as was formerly done.

The cab bylaw was amended so as to al-
low any person biring a cab to stop en route
to their destination as long as it does not
take the cabinan out of his way, Heretofore
the cabmen bave made extra money by
charging extra for a stoppage en route, but
::ru(ur one fare will bave to . satisfy

PROGRAM FOR THE SESSION.

P

FORECAST OF THE SPEECH FROM
1HE THRONE TO-DAY,

Among the Measures FPromised Are
Tarif Reform, an Insolvency Law,
Amendments to the Lands and Fish
eries Acts—The sSpeech Will Not Be
Long, But Meaty,

OTTAWA, March 14.—For the first time
since April 1 last, when Parliament was
prorogued, the front of the Commons and
Senate Chambers was a blaze of light this
evening, and for a short time the Jobbies and
corridors were fairly well filled, but the
members did not remain about the House
long and by 9,80 the building was deserted.
Scarcely as many members have as yet
arrived as had on the night before the open-
ing last year, but a good many are ex

by tbhe morning trains, aud the attendance
to-morrow is expected to be somewhat larger
than usual, although quite a number of
members, it is said, especially from Quebec,
will not come to Ottawa at all until after the
Easter holidays.

Naturally some' curiosity is felt as to what
sort of program will be foresbadowed in the
Speech from the Throue, which will be deli-
vered by His Excellency to-morrow after-
noon, and The World will venture to offor
the following as a fairly accurate forecass of
what will be announced:

In the first place there is no reason to sup~
pose that the rule which has obtained for
some years past of referring in the speech to
only the principal mensures which it is pro-
posed to introduce and leaving minor
matters to develop as the session progresses
will be departed from, It is not likely, there~
fore, that the speech will be long. His Ex-
celloney will no doubt devote a paragraph to
an expression of his pleasure at meeting Par-
liswnent for the first time and refer to the
visits he bas made to some of the chief cities
in the Dominion and to the kindly welcomes
which he has met, about which His Excel-
lency will probably have a few ous and
graceful words to say. In the Speech from
the Throne last year ou Jan 26 Lord
Derby expressed his pleasure at the
growth of the trade of the Dominion, and
the indiontions that the then current fiscal
{ur would show the largest trade evor

nown in the history of the Dominion. As
this anticipation has been fuliy realized, as
shown by the recently published trade and
navigation returns, it may be expected that
His Excoliency will refer to the matter in
his speech to-morrow and congratulate the
country on the realization of his predecessor’s
forecast, and at the same .time to express
pleasure that a large proportion of this in«
creased trade is due to en extension
of our commerce with Great Britain,
The sufferings which have visited the
populasions of other countries owing to the
general commercial depression will dotib-
less be noticed,- and thankfulness expressed
that, while the activity of business has been
slightly . checked by this depression, the Do-
minion has been free from any extensive
financial disaster or widespread d 5. So

lic service will permit, There need be no fear
that the speech will indicate any changes in
the direction of free trade, 1he incfplo of
protection will be adhered to, and while some
alterations in duties will no doubt be ivdi-
cated those alterations will not e of a
pature to lessen the measure of protection
now accorded to Canadian industries and
Canadian labor,

As the question of an insolvency law has
been very freely discussed and the beards of
trade consulted in the matter it may be
fairly assumed that a measure dealing with
bankruptey and wisolvency will be promised
in the speech, while the recent announce-
ment that a provisional agreement for a fast
Atlantic service bas been entered into
malkes it pretty certain that Parlisment will
be informed that an edditional subsidy will
be asked for, Amendments to the Dominion
Laopds, Fisheries and other Acts will pro-
bably be promised, as weil as a bill respects
Inf-joint stock companies, but beyond these
it is not expected that the speech will go,-
other minor measures being left for an-
nouncewment later in the session,

The estimateés will doubtless be promised
at an early date, and indeed it is & very open
secret that they are printed and ready to
be submitted to the House ms soon
es the address in reply to. the
[?qch from tbe Throme is carried and

is Excellency will, without doubs, conclude
his speech with the wish expressed by every
Governor-Gienersl that the deliberations of
Parilament may be conducted under the
guidance of divine providence.

This will probably prove a fairly accurate
outline of what the speech will contain, and
while it will be seen that the number of
