tributions exceed that sum, they aggre.
gate $t,653.40. ‘This does notinclude
a bequest of $8co. The whole amount
raised was $2,451.40.

The year closed with a balance of
only $2,147.82 in the treasuty of the
Foreign Society. The payments ex.
ceed $6,000 a month, The society
bas no rererves upon which it can draw
in a time of need. ‘The friends of the
work ought to rally to its support.
‘The work is the Lord’s, and it must go
on.

Sacicty has betr. published; nearly
seven thousand copies have been
mailed to contnbutors and others. A
few copies are left.

IONORANCE NOT BLISS IN INDIA.

“ Can you realice what it is never to
see 2 woman, nor even a child, laugh?
Not one, nor a dozsn, aor a hundred,
nor a thousand, but millions who never
smiled. Then go to India.”

So said the Hon, Wianifred Sugden
this morning, on being asked to give
the I¥itness some account of her work,
Miss Sugden is a grand-daughter of the
first and & sister of the present Lord
St. Leona * and for the past sixteen
years Las been engaged in Zenama
wotk in Lower Bengal, under the
Church of England Zenans Missionary
Society.

“ For two whole years at one time,”
said Miss Sugden, “my colleagueand I
NEVER SAW A WHITK FACR,
and it was tha happiest time of my
life. Qf course I cannot go into the
details of my work to you now, for I
will tell of that to-night.  Neither can
1 tell of the horrors that lie heaviest on
my heart,  You would not publish it
if 1 did. Dut I hope this week to
arrange for a meeting of married
women and tell them of their poor
littte Hindu sisters.  You people here,
I find, take a very keen interest in mis
sion work, but even you do not begin
to realizc the depth of India’s degrada-

tion or the need of women workers,”

“¢The Light of Asinl’'" in deepest
contempt ; *the light of Asia is the
blackest of datkness. The much.
praised Hindu temples are not fit for a

woman to enter, Ihave never been in
one yet and would not go. Hindu
women are taught that if they want
their sins forgiven they must wash the
feet of tho Brahmin priest and drink
the watcr.  The men of India are ut-
terly untrustworthy. They cannot be
employed as engine drivers or con.
ductors of railway trains, or in any post
of responsibility. In their cruelty

They treat their children as we
would not treat the meanest animal
During a smallpox epidemic one of
their remedies is to burn the bodies of
the little suficrers with ted hot irons,
to draw out the fever. And the men
and women stand around and laugh at
their agony. 1 hive known grown
men to die of the buins so received.
I would not trust one of them with
any animal.  Before T came away 1
took up in my lap a pet chicken which
1 had and chlotoformed her, and
butied her with my own hands before
I would leave her to be tortured by
them.

show their mean, cowardly spirit.
