Twis Church, one of the oldest buildings
among our places of worship, is now under-
going a thorough renovation, At a meeting
of the congregation, held a few weeks ago, it
was resolved to make extensive repairs, so as
1o secure comfort and the respectability of
appearance, which should distinguish, every-
where, the House of God. A large and very
liberal subscription was made on the spot;
and, although but a few weeks have passed
since the work was resolved on, a large por-
tion of it has already been accomplished.
Before the end of October, the whole will be
finished ; and it includes, besides other ne-
cessary repairs and changes, the shingling
and plastering of the whole building, with the
addition of a large Vestry. This Church,
when originally built, about forty years ago,
was one of the best of the Protestant Church-
& in the Island. It is now again about to
resume its original position, and to become
what the Church occupied hy a congregation
like that of Belfast should be. In the mean-
e, and for some weeks to come, public
worship must be held in the open air, which,
ithough not always very comfortable, is
cheerfully submitted to by pastor and people,
from the pleasure and comfort anticipated
vhen again permitted to oc.:upy the sacred
building. To complete their extensive re-
pairs will require an amount of upwards of
£250. A short time ago, another Church
vag erected at Orwall, for the accommodation
of that section of the congregation residing
‘Rihere, at a cost exceeding £300. This has

teen done amid difficulties caused by an
‘Wimest entire failure in the creps. For two
uccessive seasons they were sabjected to
his severe trial, and the debts then incurred
n providing food for themselves and fami-
ies, still continue to embarrass many of them.
he efforts which, in these circumstances,
lave thus been made, and the vigor with
hich, especially, this last one is being car-
ied on, speak well for our peaple, and afford
me evidence that they value the means of
ce.

GENTLENEN,—

I return youmy sincere tharks, and through
you to the rest of my friends, whom you now re-
present, for the expression of your feclings
towards me contained in your address, and very
tangibly embodied in the valuable gift which you
have just placed in m{' hands.
