The 1’erinmcnlury report
shows, not unly that corporal puuullm?nt bas all but
ccated to be applied, butthat those regiments are tl.no
best conducted whero the lash ks fallen into entiro dis-
uso. Last year,olit of ono hundred and ten thousand
soldiers, only fity-oight wers condemned to undero
the old, barbarous, and uteless penalty—(which the
1aw confines to n maximum of filty lashes) ; this gives
an averago of orfoin two thousand. The most loosely
disciplined regiments ars those which have recently re-
torned from Indis. The cavalry gencrally, and tho
« Gehtlemen™ (as they aro legally called) of ber Ma-
joaty’s Housebold Brigade, appear to have been the
most especially well-conducted. There are now but
twenty-eight Tegiments in the servico in which  whip-
ping” Lasnot been altogether abolished. One hundrcd
and four regiatents have the satisfaction of knowing
shat tho lash bias, as regards them, ccated for ever.—
Tho offences in thess regiments, at least in many of
them, have become fewer since corporal punishment
bas been :abolisbod.

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Tug Gaasgporrer Scource 1IN NEw YORE~
We bave recently traversed in various directions the
County of Chautauque, which with a gcod part of the
interior of our State, bas suffered cousderably from
drougbt during June and July. Cbautauqueisa gra-
ting county, and rapidly becomng an extensive pro--
ducer of butter amil ¢heese, Nime-tenths of the soil
clearod or the primitive forest isalready laid down in
grass and dotted by fine herds of cattle. Lo hay-crop
was fair, though shortened by heat and drought, but it
was nearly sccared before the grassboppers began to
devour all beforo them.  They took bold of the wheat
before it ripened, trimmed it of leaves, and lopped
sime of tke beads, but there was probably some two
thinds of a .crop, nevertheless. The pasture and
meadows they bave sinco so thoroughly devoured
that tliey show scarcely a speck of green, and many cats,
te are all but famishing for food. The dairy product
wilibe areatly diminished in consequence. Lho oats
were next sttacked, and bave been nearly annihilated.
One {riend who sovwed forly bushels will not barvest
twenty ; even the straw is nearly shorn of leaves and
olten eaten throngh. The earliest sown were relatively
tougls atd dry when the grass hoppers began toravage
iacarnest, and for that reason bave mainly esca-
pd. Peas enjoyed alike immunity, while Beans are
devoured almost to the root.  We saw asres that would
miyvield a peck. Turnips will bo nowhere. One
frend has sowed an acre and a half twice, and ot one
plant was allowed to form the sccond leal.  Cabbages,
ad indeed garden vegetables penerally, are likewive
eanibifated 3 and when we left on Tucsday the Indian
Com was being charged most ruthlessly.  Acres toge-
ter havo been stripped of their tassels, then of their
dfk, and finelly caten through and through the growing
ears, g0 that not 3 third of a crop can be oxpected.—
Heavy and cold rains may stay the plague, Lat the
cxop ig nearly ruined, and there will be a great defici-
eney of grain throughout 1be country, as there isalrea-
dy of food. Half the growing stack must be sold off
from sheer inability to keep it, though the county is
wo {00 welt supplied. Patatoes have beeen trimmed
wp somewbat, but they are not essentially injured.—
Even the elderssnd otker shrubs and weeds in the
roads 3710 siripped i the bark, aud often below it

My, Inglis was
born in the Yarish of Granville, N. S., of which place
his father, tho Rovs Avchibald Paine Inglis was Rec-
tor, and whero he died after.an.incumboney of about
ten years.

sent for, ho was equally silunt. Tho wound presented
the appearanva of having bean caused by a kaile or
an aseegni, and had evidently been ioflicted (there not
being any spots 6f bloofl on his clothes, while a pool of
blood was in the hed) while in bed. In spite of all
that medical skill could effect, Mr. Inglis gradually
sunk, and on Wednesday breathed his last,  Séveral
persons have lden arrested, and brought beforo a
Court of Enquiry ;. but up to this inoment no clue to
the murderer has been obtained. The funeral took
placo i Friday, the 29th, with the usual AMilitary
honoure to the Officérs of the Wepariment (o which he
belonged. All the Mulitary Officers were at the fune-
ral, bat therewas no firing over the grave. The de-
ceased had been 26 years in the Commissariat de-

‘{ pariment, and Sir Harry Smith, during the war, al-

ways spoko of hims as a zeulous 2cod Officer. Several
marks of blood were on the body. The deceased was
a bacliclor, and 56 years of nge. Ile.was just on the
cvo of his departuro for Europe. L'ho European ser-
vant of the deceased is still in custody—the otbers are
liberated.— Cape Papcr.
