Tn going fi m Dundeo to St. Andrew's
is necessary to go round by Broughty Fer-

TFrom the fayry we bad afino view of
Broughty, with its villa-covared hill in the
rear, whoro dwell tho jute and linon princes
of Dundeo, In that lordly castlo upou the
top lives one who, with his neighbor and
brothor, prior to the American war, were
mechanics with thoir bag of tools on their
backs, passing from factory to factory
secking “hacklos to mend.”  Now they
‘haye moro money than {hey themselves
can tell, and what their business does not
absord is lavished on mushroom palacos or
hoarded for the contention of legateos.

Passing through the well-worked ficlds
of Tifeshire I read the romarks of a Vienua
correspondent of an English paper as to
women hod-carriers, with the inference that
«Austria had much lec.way to make up
yot,” and it struck mo thet he had only to

* 1pok out the window with Canadian eyes to
gay the samo thing of Britain, for within
sight wero ganas of women at work m the
potato-field, and did I uol sceat Duudee,
on starling, a dozen fish-wives with ercele
of fish enough to load a3 many horses, and
farther south, close to the highway from tho
rt;ilivny station into the town of Kelso, a
group of yowng women and young uen,
both with their legs bound in straw bands,
-hard ab work forking manure, and perhaps
strangest of all, last week, witlnn range of
the windows of the northern home of tho
noblest woman in Britain, a membor of her
sox afield between the stlts of a plough.
Much has been done, but much remamns
undone.

But here is St. Androw’s. Tt js buta
small place, (population 4,00 but fuil of
intercst for the Jover of Seotland andits hal-
lowed antiquities. Under tho guidance of
 kind friend we aro soon in one of its four
aucient strects, (South sireot! all of which
converge at the centrpl point of interest,
the Cathedral. Leaving behind the mnssive
archways of tho west port,we visit the spots
fundo famous by tho residence of Chalmera
in modeéru timos, and in oider days of Ruth-
erford and Blair, Mary of Guise, and tho
Queon.of Scots, &e., &e.

‘Tho. remaing of tho Cathedral, 800feet
from p(;rcli to _altar, daling back te  the
Awolfth-vontury, aro magnificent even in
yuin. Mora ancient by six or cight hundred
years aro tho still Dotter prosorved tower
and chapel of St. Rule or St. Regulus, sup-
posed to bo a Greek monk directed’ by
Tieavenly vision-on n migsion to Scotland,
and wrecked upon this spot, he gave it the
namo of St. Andrew and founded o church
of pure Galdee faith. DBut the most .intor-
esting spot 1 the onclosure, if not in St
Andrew’s, is the humblo grave where rest
the remains of that holy, cloquent, ardent
lover of Christ, Snmuel Rutherford. I
shail not attempt to express tho feelings
and thoughts produced by the scene, ospe-
cially with the simplo and truthful epitaph
before me : .

“What tonghe, what pon or skill of wmam,
Can famons Ruthorford commond ?
Fis learning fustly raised his famo,
Truo groatness Ald adorn his namo.

Ho did converso with things obove,
Acquainied with Enmasuel's fove.”

Tollowing aloxg the top of tho cliff, past
the sandy knoll whero witches used to be
burned, we come 1o the ruins of the old
castlo upon o portion of the rocl\:, having
tho sea upon two sides, the remainder pro<
tected by a deep mont which has been ve-

of traditivn, but they have now been cloay
od, and from the latter u large quantity of
bones were removed. The old man in
charga ie eagor to shiow this strange relic of
modiwval birbarism to all intorested in the
history of the maxtyrs, The low door
through the massive wall is unlocked, and
. whilo nur eycs ere getting aceustomad to
tho darkness he lights a couple of eandles
in a wire frame, and turns tu what seems
the mouth of a well protected by a cireular
wall waist high, Of old thore was & wind-
Jass abovo, and recontly the old man has
ngged & vory servicenble yopo ladder, by
which wo wero invited to descend, My
older companion deelined fo trust himself
to it, but swmmoning all my gymmastic
skill I was soon eafely at tho bottom,where,
with the help of the candles lowered by «
string, X made a leisurely and minute sur-
voy of the gloomy, bottle-shaped cell, iewn
from the living rock,24 feet deep and 10 fect
m diameter, whtle our cicerone frum above
recounted the names and lustory of the
most prominent prigoners, voligious and
political, confined hove at different times,
aud how the sister of onoof the latter
(Ogiivie) with rare heroism and tact effect-
ed Ius escapo by means of a change of
clothing on the occasion of a visit., IHere
Wishart passed soveral weeks before hia
martyrdom, his promised snfe-conduct
faithlessly disrogarded.  Iere his almost
qually Christ-like companion 1 tribula-
ton, Patrick Hamilton, was smmured for s
day and anight before being led to tho stake
botween the old Cullege and the new Firo
Martyrs' church in the adjoining street. Our
walk fimshed with the simple and stately
monuntent to tho Martyrs' mewmory, a httle
further on, which bears the Lonored names
of “Uamilton, Wishart, Mill, and Forrest.”

Atnd such ecenog as theso 1 found it hard
to repress indignation and disgust to find
such men 8s Kationalistic Tulloch and
Nambypamby Boyd (A. K. 1L. .} occupy-
ing thoe xoom of Chialmers and Rutherford,
and amid their luxury and caso solf-compla-
contly giving vent to oxpresstons of pity if
not contempt for tho sustaken zeal and
fooligh solf-sacrifice of snehmen as we have
just been referring to, whoso vames will
live and the power of whose lives will be
folt amnid ages yet unborn.

From the papers I sea that tho Establish.
od Church Prosbytery of Edinburgh, in pri-
vato meeting held yesterday, prouounced a
decision in‘Dr. Wallace's enso.  Five sepas
rato resolutions werae proposed, and by the
one which was ultimately adopted the
Presbytery declaved that Dr. Wallace's
“preaching is calenlated to unsattlo the

“This was not strong enough for Drs. Phin
and Stevenson, but too stroug for Dr. W,
winasmuch as tho motion; contains reflee-
on his muusteral  behaviour
that have not been ostablished by regular
proof.” ‘These threo gentlemen dissent any
appeal to the coming Assembly. A letter

has been published, which shows that in

him Dr. Wallace has & most formidablo an-

THE MINSION,

Thls placo has been for a numbe:r of
years & contre fur the operations of the
French Canadian Missionary Society. In
May, 1871, the Rev. Mr. Dion, a graduate
of the Presbytenian College, Moutreal, was
appointed tu labor hove, under tho auspices
of the Sucioty, with the view of conducting
sorvices in English and French. In Apru
of the following year Mr. Dion and tha
peoplo hore petitioned the Presbytory of
Muntreal to be taken undery its cave.  Thew
potition was granted, and this place was
then addod to the hist of Presbyterian Mis-
ston Btations. In July last Mr, Dion re-
sigued and left the place. Durving the re
maindor of the summer they roceived more
or less regular supply from probationers.
No rogular supply during winter.

In April last the writer of this cketeh was
appointed by the Uresbytery of Moutreal
to labor licro during the summer mouths.

Tho population of Rivierc du Toup is
abonut 2,500, of whom aboul 70 are Protest-
ants—represonting 17 families. Of that
number about nine tenths are members or
adlicrents of the Canada Presbylerian
Church—the rest are Xpiscopalinns, who
hiave a church here, but service ounly during
the months of July and Angnst each year.
The attendance at present is abont 10 After
the 1st of July we expect the attendanuce
will be at least double what it is now, froin
the influx of visitors. At that time, also,
we re open the station at the Portage, 5
iiles up tho coast, whers a number of peo-
ple from different parts of the country, who
own houses there, pagstwo or three months
every summer.

We have yet no charely, the room oecn
pied as a placo of worship having been at
one tims a shop

DIy pulling down countors we nase succeed-
ed m making it very cutufortable  Small
though our numbers are, we are not with-
out strong hopes of oceupymga much better
place of worslup before very long. A fow
weeks ago, the Comnmistteo compioted  the
purchase of what 1s saud tu bo the most beau
tiful spot 1n the ullage as & site for a church
and school house—~cost $800.00. Thishow-
ever, was not done without very great op-
position on the part of tho Roman Catholics,
who mmnde use of the Notary Pubhc, tu
whom was entrusted the -prepanng of tho
vapers to throw all the vbstacles he  pussi-
bly could mm the way of the Protestants, 1n
acquiring the proporty.  In tlus they suc-
ceeeded so far as to pay 380 morn than the
amount first agreed upon.

I mention ting mereiy to show how -
tensely theso poor peoplo hato the hght.

It is tho intontion to commence the erec:
tion of a small briek church, with basement
fur sehioul room, wih as little delay as pos
sible, in order to have it ready for use nest
spring.  We, of course, expeet to get ont.
sido asslsvanee, more particularly from visi-
tors hees, as also of Cancona, who have, m
past years,been very liberal in that vespect.
