abandon the practices of which his Grace complaivs,
they will be cited to the Court of Arches to defend
their conduct—a conrse of proceeding which, if ad-
verse to them, will entail enormous expenses upon
them, and, in all protab:lity, result in suspension from
their benefices,  Owing to ahsence from their livinge
by some of the incumbents, the srchbishop’s apgamor
haus not Leen st fe to serve #ll the monitions ; but be
expects to be able to do s iv the course of a few days.
