In St. Cuthbert’s (Established Presbyterian)
Chareh, Edinburgh, there is now a daily even-
ing service uf prayer, praise, and short address,

A new Scotch Episcopal church, opened at
Piershill, Edinburgh,was originally a Wesloyan
Chapel, slterations having been mude for the
worship of the Church,

delphia, contained bequests of $10,000 to the

Episcopal Huspital, $10,000 to the Christmas
fund, and $5,000 to the Indian Rights' Associa-

Mission House, New York, on the firat Monday
in each month, addressing them from the
words * Workers together with God.”

TxE tenth anniversary of the consecration of
Bishop Worthington (Nebraska) was cole-
brated on Feb. 24th in Trinity Cathedral. It

was intended to present him with a pastoral
staff, bat the Bishop, hearing of the intention,

deciined 1o receive it at present owiny to the
embarrassed condition of the Diocesan finances,
Thereupon those interosted immediately sot to
work Lo raiso funds towards liguidating the
$1500 debt and presented the amount to the
Bishop at the Commemoration service.

Tue Churchman, of New York, says nearly all
the churches in Chicago hate daily services
during Lent, and in many great self denial is
being practiced in order Lo pay off debts at
Easter or buy lots and gifts for the Church,

Viexxa is rich in old and bistorical churches,
that of St, Stephen's being the most famous. 1t
ie in tho centro of the cily, and from it radiate
all the principal streets. The bells of the
church wore cast from Tuarkish cannon eap-
tured during the siege of Vienna.

A1 the special request of the Pope, the

Srecian Lenten services and preachers daily
throughout Lent are announced in very many
of the parishes of the Church in the United

States. There seems to be an earnestness and
life in the Church on thatsido of tho line which
isstrong in contrast with the Church in Canada.

Rev, Wm, Page Roberis, of St. Poter’s,
Vere St., London, has been appointed to the
vacant Canonry in Canterbury. A contempor-
ary says of him: “Iis Church views wore a
little hazy perhaps, but his sermons were
always eloquent, scholarly, and, so far as thoy
wont, conviucing !

A the first Lenten servico for boys in St.
Puul's chapel, New York,on Friday, March 1st,
thero was a great crowd of office, messengor
and news' boys, and space was also reserved for
about 100 listle girls from the Church school,
The sorvice lasted half an hour and was rever-
eni and, appuarently, much enjoyod.

Tre English Churchman says that the speech
delivered by Mr. Asquith, Home Secretary, 10
introducing the Disendowment of the Church in
Walos Bill, was remarkable muinly for its
brevity—only about 20 minutes in length—and
for Ltho ulter absence from it of any appreciable
reasons for the introdnction of so momentous a
measure. )

Lonrp MELBOURNE once exprossed his indig-
pation at being obliged to listen to a preacher
who insisied upon a man's applying his religion
to his private life, That is the kind of preach-
ing mon need most, and, according to Mr.
Gladstone, got the least of. This, we believe,
is 4 quite unjust crilicism upon the clergy.
But Mr. Gladetone’s idea of what a sermon

ought todo is not far astray. It ought, he
holds, to lay forcibly upon the souls and con-
scionces of the hearera their moral obligations,
and probe their conduct and bring up their
wholo lives to the bar of conscienco,

Lapy Frederick Cavendish is a very uselul
addition to the platform strength of the Church
Defence parly., She always spesks as a Lib-
oral, a Hume Ruler, and a believer in Irish Dis-
ostablishment, But she holds that the argu-
ments which wont to support Disestablishment
in Ireland are all against its application to
England and Wales.

In Japan a miniature Gospel of B8t John,
prepared by tho threo societies at work in the
country—the British and Foreign, the Ameri-
cun and the Scottish—has been issued for the
special use of the Japanese troops, The little
bonk mensures outside only 2% by 1% inches ; it
huz a guarding flap, the paper is extremely
thin, and the typeis clear and readable,

mate. The office was founded as & memorial to
the late Archbishop Tait, and it bears his
namo, Canon Carter will also, we believe, be
appoiniod one of the ‘* six preachers” in Canter-
bury Cathedral, After Easter, therefore, Canon
Curter's long and valued services in the Diocese
of Truro will be ended.

Mr, Lane has also been lecturing
to crowded aundionces in the Towa Hall, Bux-
ton, on Mondays, and in the Association Hall,
Birkenhesd, on Fridays; the attendance at
both pluces varying from 600 to 700, according
to the weather, On Wednesdays he hus lec~
tured in the Town Hall, Nantwich, to an aver-
ago of 200 porsons weekly; on Thursdays, at
Victoria Hull, Saltaire, to 500; and on Satur-
days, at Halssll, Lanes,, to about 100 villagers,
who had to brave the frost and snow for miles,
