MINING EXPLOSION.

Ricexonp, Va, Feb. 3 —Information has
been recoived hers of a gas explosion in the
Midlothian Coal Mines, Ohesterfield Connty,
by which 32 men were caught undergronnd,
The explosion occurred in the Gruve Shaft
this afterpoon. Thera is little hope that any
of the thirty-two men caught in the shaft
will be got out alive. Gas testers went down
nearly to the bottem of the pit three times,
bunt were forced to return on accouut of the
smoke and ga¢, which was suffocating. They
report the pit on fire, but will make another
effort in the morning to gearch for the unfortu-
nates. The news of the disaster spread rapidly,
ang in a sbort time a crowd had gathered at
the shaft, and the scene was most distressing,
&8 nearly every one had a relative or friend
in the mine. The cau-e of the disaster ia not
pesitively known, By some it is attributed
to gns, while others say the boiler in the pit
exploded. There is no doubt those not killed
by the'explosion will be suffocated by the blac«
damp swmoke with which the pit is choked,
Amopg the victims are Wm H Marshall, boss ;
Jemes Hall, Thomas Hall, Geo Jewetty, N W
Jewett, Jus Brown, Joseph Cournow, John
Morris, James Shields, and Bichard Cogbill.
The others are colored. The shait {8 ncarly
€00 fect deep, running about three-quarters of
a mile in a lateral direction. The mines be-
long to the estate of the late H. B. Burrows,
of New York. A similar disaster occurred
in the same shaft in 1876, by which nine
persons were killed.

LATER, ,

Coat Figtp, Va., Feb, 4,—It {8 eald that
24 of the 33 men in the mine here were mar-
ried, Partiss who descended Into the mine
after the explosion reported that a large por-
tion of brattice in the shaft was kroken out
and- a conslderable guantity of debris at
the bottom of the shaft. All was aa silent
a8 the grave, It was decided to make no
further attempt to zreach the bottom of the
mine until all the boiler fires below weut out,
It was feared that any effort to restore venti-
lation would only create a dizastrous con-
flagration from the boller fires. Wight, the
pit-boss, reported yesterday morning that the
pit was free of gas, but during the night
& tamble of slate kmocked down a por-
tlon of the brattice, the wooden partition for
conveying alr to the face of the coal. This
caused the accumulatlon of a small quantity
of gas which was removed and the brattice
reitored. The mine Superintendent thinks
that while the men were at dinner there may
have been another fall of alate on the brat-
tices stopping the ventilatlon. There is no
doubt they went back to work and may have
¢ up the mine.

Coavrinip, Va., k'eb. 4, —There is no hope
that aiy of the men enicmbed in the Mid-

be impossible to reach the point where
the men were for days, perhaps
weeks. The explosion destrayed all the ap-
paratus, including that for ventilation. The
latter must be replaced before successinl
operations are resumed. The majorities of
the families of the victims are without means

LAND LEAGUE MONEY SAFE,

A DENIAL OV ITB REPORTED LOSSK3 IN L'ONION
GENERALE,

Considerable talk was occasioned in Land
League circles last evenine by a rumor which
some said came over by cable from Paris, but
which, according to others, was concocted by
envmies and defamers of the Lsngue on this
side of the Atluntic to the effect that the
League Treagury had sustained a heavy blow
in the failure of L'Union Gencrale. Toe state-
moent appesred iu the Kvening Telegram as a
specinl by cable, bat bearing the marks ot
having bzen maliciously coined in Ann street,
88 follows ;—

Loxpux, Feb, 1.—The Laud Leagus offi
claig, while denying that they lost the major
portion of their funds in the Uvion Generaley,
admit that they lost Bome portion, although
they do not state tuw fignres. It may be re-
membered that the vubscribers were long
sgo assured that the Luague fuads were firmly
and safely invested. It now appears that the
money was uged in spuculative investments.
This is, at all events, the impression thut the
Treasurer of the League wishes to create.

Mr. Hugh King, Treasurer of the Irish
National Land League of Now York, when
spoken to last night by 8 Star Teporter, Tead
the article carefully and said emphatically :

«Iys my firm opinion that that dispatch
wan written by 8 me.mber of the British Gov-
ernment in London, sud that it was written
for a purposs.”

« [ believe that the British Goverpment is
thoroughly alarmed at the growing strength
of tte Land League,znd that they are desirous
of finding vut where the fuuds are 8o that
they might capture them if possible. Youn
r@e, If they only kuew where the Imud
League fund is deposited they might ruise
the question with France or Germany that
the fuud was jor revolutionary purposes, and
was being operated by o sscret soclety which
was declared revolutionsry, and on theso
grounds the British would demand the seizure
of the fund oun the question of international
law."

« Most certainly I do. This despatch is
evidently a canard, gottenup by Bunnett and
his English triends, They may imagina
that ita publication will atop thu flow ot sub-
scriptions in thie country to the Lund Luague,
but ia that they wiil find themselves mis-
taken. It is possible that there may bave
oeen a {ew hundred dollarsj of the Leagune
funds in the bank, but even they will be
safe, a8 the bank wiil be made solvent by ita
stockholders.

GUITEAU SENTENCED.

WasmiNGTOR, Feb, 4.—Guiteau to-day sat
in the dock. Bcoville stated that since the
adjouroment of the Court he had been is~
formed that Curtie who made an affidavitre-
lative to the Critic matter was not the vailiff
in charge of the room at the time the paper
wos found. He bad been substituted fora
man named Sliner, who was in charge at the
timo and who was withdrawn hy the prosecu-
tion. This map, said Scoville, 1 am told,
koows about the paper and I can in tep
minutes summon a party who will say Sliner
wad heard to remark thut if that matter of the
Critic becamo knowa he, Sliner, would havy
to jump town.

Uorkhill objected to the evident attempt
to postpone the consider«tion of this motlon.
If every bit of hearsay gossip was to be
dragged in there would never be any end to
the question. Scoville replied that he did
not ask for postponemsnt. He simply
desired to call the attention of the Court to
the information he recvived, as showing how
important it was to investigate the matter
with the rlosest scrutiny. Jndge Cox then
read his decision upon the motion, guotiog
from various authoritiee. From all the pu-
pers presented to Cox he summed up, % I am
unable to find any reason to grant the mo.
tion, which is therefore overruled.” Scoville
—I would like to eater an exception to the
ruling ot the Court, Corkhill — Your
Houor, it now becomes my duty——-=Scoville
~0One moment, pleaste, I would like to fite
in due form a motion which I reforred to
yesterday. Scoville then filed a motion in
arcest of judgme:t. Corkhill then said, it
is now my duty to ask for the sentence of
the Court.

Cox—(to vhe prisoner), «Stand up. Have
you auything to say why sentence shonld not
now be passed upon you?" Guitean—(still
gitting,) v I ask yoar Honor to postpone the
sentence a8 long as posgible.” Cox—s Stand
up Have yon arything tosay why senteace
should not now be pronounced upon you?”
The prisonsr arose pale, but with lips com-
pressed and desperate determination stawped
upou his features. In a low, deliberate tone
he begap, but soon his manner became wild
and violent, and pounding upon a table he
dolivered himeselt of the following harangue:
—4 ] am pot guilty of the charge set forth in
the indictment. It was God's act, not mige,
and God will take care of it, snd don't 6t the
American people forget it. He will take
caro of it and every officer of this Govern-
ment from the Executive down to that mar
‘shsl, taking in every mun on that jury and
avery member of this Bench will pay for it,
and the American natlon will roll in blood if
my body goes into the ground and I am
bung. The Jews put the despised Galileau
into the grave; for a time they triumphed,
but at the destrustion of Jeruealem, 40 years
atterwarcds, the Almighty got even with thewn.
I »m not afraid of death. [ am here as God's
man. Kill me to-morrow if you want to. I
am God’s man and I have been from the
start.” Cox then procesded to pass Rentence,
He said—¢ You bave been convicted of n
crime so terrible in its circumstances and
8o far-reaching in its results that i has drawn
uponyon the h rror of the whele world and
the execration of yvour countrymen. The
excitement produced by such an offunce mady
it no vuey tesk to procure for you a falr and
impartial trial, but you bhave bhad the power
ot the Uufited States Treasu .y and of the
Government in your gervice to protect
vour person trom viclence and to procure
evidence from all parta of the country,
You have bad us fur and impartial a jory
us ever assembled in a court of justice. You
bave buen defended by counsel with a zeal
and devoiion that merit encomium, and I
certaiuly have done my best to secure o fair
presentation of your defence. Notwithatand.
ing all this you have been found guilty. It
wuuld have vesn a cnmfort to many people
if the verdict of the jury had establlshed the

‘fact that your nct was that of an irresponsible

man. It wonld have left the people satirfisd
that tha crime of political assassination was
something eutirely foreigu to the institations
of civilizstion and of our country, but the re-
sult denied them that comfort., The coun
try will accept it as a fact that crime can be
committed, aud the Court will bave to deal
it with the bighest penalty known to the
Criminal Code, to 8-rve as an example to
others. Your career has bven 5O eXtraor
dinary that pecple might well at the time
bhave doubted your sanity, but one cannot
nat believe that when the crime was commit.
ted yon thorosghly understood its nuture and
consequences, Guiteau—I was actiog as
God's man. Cox—And that you had moral
sunsye and conscience enough to recognize the
moral iniquity of such an act. Prisoner—
That’s a matter of opinion. Cox—Yuvurown
testimony shows you recciled with horror
from the idea, You say yom prayed against
it, You say you thought it might be pre-
vented. This showa your conscience warned
you against it, but by & wretchud sophistry of
your own mind you worked yourself up
against the protest of your own conscience.
What motive could have induced you to this
aot wmust be a matter of cobjecture,
Probably men will think some fanati-
oism’ or mortid desire for melf-ex-
altation was the real inspiration of the act,
Yoar own testimony seems to controvert
the theories of - your coumsel. They
maintatned, and thronghout, bonestly I be-
Have, that you were driven agalust your will
by an insane tmpulse to commit the act, but
your testimony showed that you deliberately
resolved to doit, and that o deliburate aud
wisguided will was the sole Impulse; this may
swem invanity to -some persons, but the law
lookn npon it 88 wilful crime. You will bave
due ogpurtauity of baving any errors I may
tuvy commttted during the coaras of the trial
passed upun by rhe Cuourt iu baue, buf, mean-
while, it {8 necesgary for me to proguunce the
sentence of the law, wijch is “thut you be
tukeu houce to thy common gnol of the dia.
trict whence you csms, und thers be kept In
confiusmrnt, and on Friday, the 30th of June,
1882, yuu by taken to a place prepared

.arrangemaent for his employers.

for exbcution within the walls of the said
gaql, and thete, betwaen the bours of 12 noon
sod 2 p.m., yon be hanged by the neck uatil
you are dead, and may the Lord have mercy
on your soul.”

Daring the reading Guiteau stood appa-
tently unmoved apd with his gaze rlveted
upon the Jadge, but when the final words
were spoken he gtruck the table viclently
and shouted *and may the Lord bave mercy
on your sonl. I woulid rather stand where
I do than where that jury does and where
your Honounr does. 1'm not afraid to die.
1 stand here as God's man and God Almighty
will carse every man who has had a part in
procusing this unrighteous verdict. Notbing
but good has come from Garficld's removai
aad that will be the verdict of posterity on
my ipspiration. 1 don't care & snap for the
verdict of this corrupt generation. I wonld
rather a thousaud times be in my position
than that of those who have houunded me to
death. I shall have n glorious flight to
glory, but that miserabla ecoundrel Corkhill
will have o permanent job down belvw,
whers tho devil i8 preparing for him. 1
will go toglory whensever the Lord wants me
o, but I will probably stay down here a
good many years and get into the White
House. I know how I stand in this business
snd s0 does the Lord, and He will pull me
through, with the help ot two or three good
lawywrs, and all the devils in hell can't burt
me.” The prisoner for some time continued
to shower his anathemas upon the Court and
counsel for the prosecution. In order to
silence him the Deputy Marshal clapped his
hand over the prisoners mouth, an action
which the latter would have quickly resented
with a blow had not the police officera
grabbed his hands and clasped handcufs upon
his wrists.

Guiteau was taken back to goal without
incident. He will be guarded day and night.
The gaol officers believe there is no danger
of an attempt at snicide at least until the re-
view of the case by the Court in banc.

ORDER OF INFAMY.

A black and horrible chapter, still loath~
somsly lengthening out, is that which relates
the lives and misdeeds of Spies and Inform-~
erg in Ireland.

Sdll lengtheniog out, althongh, as Dr,
Murdden mentioned, “it 18 8aid on high
wathority that the employment ot spies aud
Informers tends rather to the increase tban
the repression of crime.” Every succeding
era in ovr history helps to supply proofs to
thiz effect. At the period of which the
author just named wrate, * from the year
1796 to 1800, a sot of miscreants, steeped in
crime, suuk 4o debauchery, prone to violence,
and reckless of character, conatituted wbat
was called the Mujor's people.” Thuy
formed that abomipable borde known as
the ¢ Battalion of Testimony,” and were
ready to swear, in platoons, against any man
to whom their attention was directed. Thelr
domicile, opposite Kilmainham Prison, wae
known a8 the uBStag House,' where they
were kept convenient to their victims.

What became of these wretches, whea their
disbolical work was done? They were
turned adrift on society, and this was the re-
sult: #A great many of them took to des-
perate courses, and acting aoder the domi
nion of violent passions, they cams to violent
ends. The common people ascribed, and to
this day continue to ascribe, their sudden and
unprovided deaths to the Divine retribution.
Cbe common expression fs, !the judgment
of God fell upon them.” . . . Somo of the
men I speak of expiated their subsequent
crimes on the gallows; others were tran-
sported ; saveral committed saicide,”

Pass to another period, to that of Danlel
O'Connell. What there do we fiad? That
this great Father of Coustitutional agitation
and staunch frieod of law and liberty wus
forced repsatedly to protest most esrnestly,
most urgently, against the violetce of #un
armud police” aad the arrant unacrupulous-
ness of infsmous spics and informers, again
at work!

Tuke the case of the Daneraile consplracy,
which he expoged before Parliament, May 12,
1830. Tho district of Douersile was dis-
turbed, lilke Some other districts in the soutb
some nine yenrs belore,  After the year
1821 a certain Patrlck Daly was taken iato
pay by certain magistrates in the nwighBour-
tood, who thougnt it {air to keep bim as a spy,
und receive information by his meaos” The
man entrapped others into conspiracies for
toe sake of esrning the blood money. «I
will now put 1t to the House," 8aid 0'Connsll,
« whether 1t were llkely this man would con-
tinue to receive pay nnless he made die—~
coveries, and whether it wers likely that bhe
would not make discoveries sooner than losu
his sitaation?

O'Connell moved for his depositions,
adducing reasons of frightfal strength. The
pald spy cnthe conspiraoy was ghown to bo
coguizsnt of intended murders—o! magis-
trates and others—but he gave no warning,
he wattod tili the crime should be committed
—luo order that he should get the
blood-money. This certainly was & bad
Dr. Nor~
cott, a physiclan, was fired et in January,
1829, and next month a conspiracy was
formed to murder Mr. Bond Lowe, a magis-
trate, on the 2nd of Maroh., The depasitions
of the magistrate's pald spy proved thathe
had, by his own avowal, bsan cognisant of
the intended crime, but etiil he walted for the
murder and the money!

« Mr. Boad Lowe, it was determined, should
be murdered on tte 2nd of March; and I
wish the House to be made awaro that Daly,
thoe magistrate's hired spy, gave no informa
tivn to any living person of this affuir ia time

tu prevent the futal consequences which it

tureatened. The roffisus put this plan Into
execution ata plros called John's Wood, and,
altbough Mr, Lowa egcaped, bis horse was
ssverely wounded in the ahoulder.” « Ua.
questionably,” pro-~oeded O'Connell, #a con-
spiracy to muarder certsin persons existed,

and it {s no less trus that eples were hired

by the magistracy, but those spies, instead of

denouncing, fomented the conspiracy.” |

‘This demonstrates the diabolical wageru-
pulousness of such villaine, who dld not hesl-
tate to help on the murder of the very men
who paid them, in order that by so helping
they might earn that puy, and blood-money
in addition. Their reckless uudacity may bo
judged from the fact that thoy tried to involve
magistrates themselves in the conapiracies.
4At length the informer,” adds ('Connell,
“took a higher flight in the objects of his de-
nunciation. Amongst other respectsable in-
dividuals whom lLe gought to implicate in
these desigus was Mr. Daniel Qlauchy, of the
town of Oharleville, & mugistrate, and as re-
spectable and amiabla an individual as could
be found in the community. Perrons namad
Leary, Connors, Murphy and Barke, small but
respectable larmers, were also implicated.
Of these, Leary wua convicted, CQonuors was
acquitted, Burke was ncquitted, and Murphy
was not tried, but was discharged from the
prosecution sltogether. I implore thw atten.
tion of the House to the situation of these
innocent persons (for of Leary's innocence 1
have no doubt), thus charged with thess hor.
tible offences, sud fnvolved in the guilt of
those with whom they bad no connection.”

We need not dwell on the uunscrupulous~
ness of somo fifteen years ago, when Talbot
surpassed in Iniqnity even his predecrsrors,
by profaning sacrilegiously the most holy
sacraments of the Cutholic Church to ensnare
victims, whose lives he might sull to the
dungeon, after he had entrapped thom.

‘The presont day is beglioning, as we appro~
hended and poluted out warningly, to offir
its hideous crop of infamous horrora. The
caso of Thomas Donohoe is again before the
public, He bad been s thorongh-goinu
Crown witness. MAen bave heen imprisoned
on his testimony. Whilst swearing bhard
apa'nst a suspect nameéd Brennsn, whom be
swore he had seen putting up threstening
notices of death against his (Donohos'r)
master, Mr. Lvon's suspicions were aroused.
Coustable Kully got soma of Dounohoe's writ-
ing, and it was found that Dopnohoe had a
numbar of other threatening notices @ritten
out in bis bouse, in the same writine, and
~ome arms that wers rnbbed from a lana-
lord.

Now, Donohos, brought up before the
magistrates; on Saturday 1ast, ot Killimore
Petty Sessione, mado the following startling
gtatement :—

« The prisoneracknowledged to having writ-
ten and posted the noticer, but pleaded that
he did so bucause his master, Mr Lyounr, asked
bim, in order to represent to the suthorities
the necessity for police protection. When
Mr. Lyons first asked him he refussd, but
aubsequently congented when promised that
he wonld get £10. Mr. Lyons also aske.d
him to dig a grave, but he refused, and the
next morning when he came to work ho found
that a grave had been dug opporite the hall
door. Mr, Lyons aiter that got police pro-
tection, and 1wo of the constahulary salep!
every night fn the house Oue of the lettors
threstened Mr. Lyons with death it he con~
tinted to keep Donchoe (the witnues) in his
employment, and another informed Donohoe
that he would bo killed if he worked any
longer for Mr. Lyons. The priaoner further
duclared that he did all these things at the
instigation of his master. and, furthermore,
it was he who advised bim to Rwesr against
Breauaa, as he had & spite against him, and
{f he were nrroated under the Cosrclon Act ho
would lode his pension.

T'ho prisoner’s siatements were received
with the greatest surprise, but his worship
rifnred to act on them, by belog inkicted fur
perjury,

Mr. Henderson—Why did you go on writ-
ing theso lottor ono nfter another ?

Prigoner—I wroto the first in obedience to
my master, and when I refused to write the
next he thrsatened to have me prosecuted.
1 then consunted, afrald 1 would be arrested.
When ouce had my hsnd in the dog’s mouth
I was afraid to refose”

Now, the allegstions made by Donochoo are
not unexampled. However it be here, it bas
been demonstratad in other cases that land-
lorde have written threatening notices to
themselves snd firgd shots into their own
windows,

The Government ough' to be warned in
time, by this and similar horrors, that as soon
might a man plooge his arm into pitch and
oexpect to withdraw it undefiled a8 the State
to bava dealings with such men withount suf.
