Even tlie supreno exigency of the times,
wheu existenca semed dependent on union,
was not utferel te influence thein in their
choice, when -Maryland, the last of the
States ta conscat, toik seven years to decide
on that step. The proloters of that uniot
were not ooking beyond their own country
for their rewards, and their country was
served inl a corresponding manner. Not only
are we wanting in auy such prelimiuary
guarantees of pcntr.nance, iut we fail to d il
cover a single inepire tthought, a popular
watchword, a lileral principle, which has
cene ta as as the triit tof the mtiypterius de-
liberations of the >o! dfirnct proiniali dele.
gates which leri ta c-ar confederatin.*

Vith them it a.s of mut more itrpor ne
that they shoulhd :e tho gEnts to eelict aiy
arrangement, than that when maie it sihould

be leyond peraiveture, that they ahoull
socture their prize if we ahould fail ta get thie
ideal State.

If the coateraîion of th esa should loatethe diacovery and adoptionef aore popular
or more liberal principles, wa might yetwitness our country really united in the
possesson of a government of the people for
the pUOPIC, by t-ho people.
