4. In contequence of his ignovsnmce or
neglect the arsignmenta of the intirests they
bargained and paid for were so informal and
imperfect that & majority of the Judges of the
Supreme Court, on sppeal from the judgment
of the Exchcquer Csurt, in their favor for
$171,000, held that Mesers. Smith & Ripley
had acquired o legal interest in the contract,
but a majority of the judgea expremsed the
opinion that as th2se gentlemen had acted in
good faith, and had expended a largesum in
the belief that the contract had been legally
assigned to them, the Government ought, and
no doebt would, overlovk the defect and deal
juatly with them.

Chaplesu had given proper advice to his
clients when they paid him §1,500 (as he sayn)
for securing to them a controlling interest in
the contract.
