A METHODIST MOVE.

A newsitem that recently appeared
in the dailv press declared that at a
conference of Methodist ministers Leld
the other day at Chicago, it was proposed
to petition the Pope for the extension of
the same religious freedom in South
American countries as prevails in the
United States.

The purpose of this petition is, of course,
to create the impression that if Protestant
ipreachers were permitted by South
American governments to exercise their
proselytism freely, Protestantism and
more particularly, Methodism, would
secure a fimer foothold in those lands
than it has yet been able to do. Coupled
with this purpose is also a desire to have
people believe that Catholic lands are
always intolerant and opposed to free
religious diszussion.
Both purpose and desire are however,
dishonest. The Methodist parsons who
have invaded the Catbolic countries of
South America know full well that, as
far as the perversion of the Catholics of
those lands from faith is concerned, all
their proselyting zeal and efforts have
always proven practically useless, and
are doomed to prove 8o in future. They
are fully aware of the fact that as long
as they comported themselves as beho-
oved evangelical preachers, they were
not interfered with in their ineffectual
efforts to introduce Protestantism into
any Bouth American country. Naturally
when chagrined by their failure, they
reviled the popular faith and insulted
the Catholic Church, as many of them
have done, they were properly dealt
with otherwise and in some cases sent
out of the country 1n summary fashion.

MORALITY AND RELIGION,

The Tribune of the 4th instant repub-
lished what it calls “an excellent article”
from the Toronto Week. “Religious
training in the schools” was the heading
given to this article, though it was
really an attempt at a philosophic dis.
quisition on the relations between
niorality and religion. As generally
happens when a shallow and ambitious
writer tries his hand at anything
that belongs to the realm of thought,
this production is lamentably confused
and illogical. We havé to wade througn
half of it before we get to an apology for
a definition, and that fragmentary defi-
nition is. to say the least, egregiously
silly.

“Morality has to do with conduct, religion
with motive. Morality pertains to action,
religion to character. ~ Morality is external,
religio.. internal.”

This has a Jearned sound. Doubtless
many pretentious admirers of The Week
have cut out this passage as a specimen
of concise and deep thought. In point of
fact, it i8 a fair specimen of what we so
often get from contemporary non-Catho-
lic writers who aim at profundity: it is
smart, superficial nonsense. This we
prove as boys prove a sum, by reversing
the terms. Here is our version of the
oracular pronouncement: *“Religion has
to do with conduct, morality with
motive. Religion pertains to action,
morality to character. Religion is
external, morality internal.” Weigh
the meaning and see if this is
not as true as the Week's ver-
sion. Do we not speak rightly of reli-
gious conduct, moral motives, religious
acts, and men of moral character ? Must
not religion externalize itself by outward
worship of God? Is not morality that
internal quality which renders an action
good or bud? Buat, if our version, which
is the contrary of the Week’s, is true, it
does not follow that the Week's senten-
tious assertions are all false. It follows,
firstly, that religion and morality are
inseparable, that what 18 said of the one
may generally be said of the other, and
that the distinction between them is
harder to define than the Week ph:loso-
pher imagines. He started out to prove
that they are separable. We prove, by
the interchange ot his own phrases, that
they are inseparable. It follows,
secondly, that the Week’s antithetical
phrases express no contrast at all, but
merely different aspects of two things
that are inseparably bound up together
and dependent one upon the other. It
follows, thirdly, that the Week’s smart
contrasts are coutrasts only in word, not
in thought, therefore, nonsense.

In support of our contention we need
not haverecourse to Catholic authorities,
Hume, who was not even a Christian,
says: “Tlere is only one occasion where
philosophy will think it necessary and
even honorable to justify herself, and
that is, when religion may seem to be

dear to her as her own, and are indeed
the same.”  (Treat. on Hum. Nat., Book
I, Part 1V., sec. 5.) Dr, Calderwood, in
his “Handbook of Moral Philosophy,”
which is one of the text-books of Mani-
toba TUniversity, concludes the third
chapter of his Applied Ethics with these
words : “The religious life and the moral
are thus essentially one, for we yield a true
homage to the Author of our being when
we use our whole natare aright, realis-
ing Moral Law in action,as having been
vitalised in personal character.”

What betrayed the Week into its
blunder was the following observation :

*It would he easy to point to conspicuous
instances among the living and the dead, in
vhich both atheists and agnostics are and
have peen men of unimpeachable morality-~
practising the precepts ot charity, honesty,
patriotism, and trutntulness.”

With characteristic looseness of ex-
pression, the writer here uses “morality”
when he means goodness, worth or vir-
tue, although, in the antithetical passage
wo quoted above and which immediately
follows our present quotation, he
evidently uses ‘‘morality” in its broad
philosophical meaning as applied to
actions good or evil,  But let that pass.
What we are concerned with just now is
hig insistence on the good lives of cer-
tain atheists and agnostics. No argu-
ment can be built on their good
behaviour, were it more evident than it
is, unless that goodness be shown to be
the outcome, the logical result of
atheism or agnosticism. Granting, for
the present, the fact of these men’s moral
worth, we see in i. the result of Christian
influences acting on them unawares and
in spite of their antitheistic principles. If
they really are good, it is in spite, not
because of their atheism and agnosticism
Besides, “eharity, honesty, patriotism:
and truthfulness” are not all the virtues.
Suppose an agnostic practises all these
virtues, while yielding himself up to in-
temperance, unchastity and pride, would
he be a mora} man? Then, even as-to
the very virtues selected, is it quite sure
that any agnostic ever practised all four
of them? Patriotic he may very easily
be, outwardly at any rate, because
people are not often tempted against so
natural a virtue. As to honesty, we
agree with the Week that “a man may
be strictly upright in his [money] deal-
ings, yet in his heart be the very oppo-
site of religious”; but this is pet
morality, it 18 ouly policy ; morality im.
plies that & man is honest because he
listens to his conscience which ig the
echo of the voice of God. Charity
and truthfulness are virtues which, if
they do exist in the antitheistic camp,
have a very different meanilg from that

BONIFACE HOSPITAL,

ST.

An Interesting Place to Visit and One
That Has Many Claims on the Comn-
munity-The Recent Improve- ’
ments.

The long winter has at last come to an
end. and the time of the year is at hand
when those who have one afternoon a
week which they are not compelled to
spend at the desk or the store are
terpted to take long walks inty the
country, over the prairie, to drink in the
fresh and balmv air of spring, and to en-
joy the beauties of nature which have so
long been hidden beneath the snow.
This feeling, however, cannot yet be
tully gratified, and this for obvious
reasons, the chief being that old Winter
does not willingly release his hold, but
slowly and doggedly retreating before
the increasing power ofthe sun, leaves
traces behind him in the muddy roads
and the deluged relds which render
pedestrian locomotion outside the city
limits or off the the sidewalks decidedly
unpleasant and often impossible. This
does not, however, prevent one alto-
gether from taking advantage of the fine
weather, for there are many points of
interest within easy reach which may be
vigited, and a couple of weeks ago the
writer, witb a party of friends, foungl
such a place in the hospital at St. Boni-
face. After a pleasant walk over the
river and along by the palace, the cathe-
dral, the convent and the orphanage, we
reached the hospital, where we were
most heartily welcomed by the Mother
Superior, whom we then had the honor
and pleasure of meeting for the first time,
and who after chatting pleasantly with
usfor a few minutes in the reception
room very kindly offered to conduct us
over the institution. Most of our party
had previously made many visits to the
hospital, but when we were last there
the alterations which have been going
on for some months past were only just
being commenced, and we had no idea
that such changes and improvements in
the structure would be wrought before
we should again visitit. We knew the
building was to be enlarged, we had
assisted at the laying of the corner
stone by His Grace the Archbishop, and
we had listened to the interesting ad-
dress delivered on that occasion by the
Rev. Father Drummond, but despite this
we were totally unprepared to find the
marveljous improvements which met
our eyeson all sides whén making this
visit. We found that not only had a
wing, to all appearances larger than the
original structure, been added to the

bullding, but the old portion had
een almost entirely remodelled,
to . such an extent that we

hardly knew when we were in the old
and when in the new. We were particu-
larly struck with the bright, cheerful
appearance of the main wards both for
men and women, in fact, every room in
the building seems go constructed, and
the lighting and ventilating so arranged,
that those who are forced to occupy
themn cannot but be assisted towaids
convalescence and complete recovery by
the cheerfulness of their surroundings.
Light and air are had in abundance,
and every visitor must be impressed at
once with the wisdom which Jictated
the selection of the hospital site. One
has only to make an inspection of the
building, and to step out of one of the
numerous doorways or to the balconies
which surround the front overlooking
the river to thoroughly appreciate the
advantages of such a location for an in-
stitution of this kind, and to realize that
these advantages have been fuily under.
stood and made the most of by thoge
who designed the building. We were
much surprised at the progress which
has been made inthe new portion, ia
fact 8o far has the work progressed that
parts of the addition are already occu-
pied. We were particularly interested
1n the new chapel, and in the provision
which has been made whereby thie sick
may participate in divine service. An-
other special feature  of interest was the
operating theatre, which we believe is
one of the best equipped in Canada.
One of our party early in our inspection
called our attention to the number of
cupboards and linen closets, which were
to beseen, and as we went on we found
that not one foot of space bad been
wasted, but every corner and recess is
made to do duty in this way, and it was
evident, that besides beng a great
source of delight to our worthy com-
vanion, whose jolly countenance beam-
ed with smiles of pleasure each time we
turned a corner and discovered another
cupboard, these convenient receptacles
will undoubtedly be found of great ad-
vantage by the good nurses. We of
course found much to excite our inter-
ests and our pity in each of the large
wards, which were well occupied, and
both here and in all the other depart-
ments we were most kindly received by
the Bisters 1n charge, who'in every case
willingly  answered all our que-
tions, and by this means made
our VISt one of continual interest.
Amongst many old familiar faces we re-
Sister Mary Xavier
a8 we had heard a rumor that she had
left St. Boniface for anether field of
labor. We were glad, more than glad,
to meet her, and to Lear that although
she had been away her mission had
been only of a temporary nature, and
that she has returned here to remain,
We could hardly realize St. Bonlface
hospital without the presence of this
good and devoted Sister. Altogether
we spent a couple of hours most pleas-
antly in looking over the building, We
went from top to bottom, for after thor-
oughly inspecting all the wards we were
taken down into the basement, where
we were much pleased with the ar-
rangemement of the kitchen and the
method which has been adopted of con-
veying upstairs the food which forms so

important an item in the treatment of
