In conjunction with Canada's partici-
pation at Expo '74, the Canadian Am-
bassador to the United States, Marcel
Cadieux and Mrs. Cadieux, presented
on Canada's behaîf, a collection of
books and art prints to the Spokane
Public Library on August 30.

The cerernony took place at 10 a.m.,
with Mrs. Cadieux presenting specially
chosen books dealing wîth the environ-
rnent to library director Betty Bender.
The volumes were carried in and han-
ded to Miss Bender by the children of
The Vos Famiiy singing group - each
one representing a Canadian province.

The Canadian Ambassador gave a
presentation copy of The Salmon -

Canadu's Pieu for u Threutened Spe-
cies to Albert H1. Culverwell, Director
of the Cheney Cowles Museumn in Spo-
kane, together with three mounted and
12 unrnounted art prints. This beauti-
fully illustrated volume, produced by
David Denbigh of Enviroument Canada,
which is une of very few copies in the
U.S., bas also been presented to heads
of state of countries represented at the
Law of the Sea Conference in Caracas,
Venezuela. Twelve softback circula-
tion copies have also been made avail-
able to the library.

reasons for the choice of the "Salmon
book" as a gift to Spokane:
"0f ahl the creatures who share this

world with man, few are more important

than fish and, among them, the salmon
is perhaps the most important. Salrnon,
which is flot only a luxury of an aff-
luent world, is also a basic life-
sustaining food.

"Stone Age men knew thern, Romans
knew them, Iberians, Gauls, Britons
and Vikings knew them. The people of
the Baltie knew and stili know their
value and depend upon them as do both
big industries and individual fishermen
on ail shores of the northern oceans.

The sairnon's unique life cycle, which
triggers their return to iniand waters
year after year to spawn, provides a
self-propagating harvest which couid
feed man for generations yet to corne.

"The continued existence of many
threatened species, the caribou, the
woif and even the whale are by now
alrnost academic, but the saîrnon with
a tenacity that rivais even mnan's can
and rnay yet be replenished, restocked,
and restored to its natural place in our
ecological systern. Because the saîrnon
is su germane to rnankind, Canada has
chusen it to symbolîze how manage-
ment of the sea resources can be of
benefît to ail."
