CONSTITUTING AN AGREEMENT C0NCERNING ARTICLE XII(D) 0F
THE JUNE 15,1I955111 AGREEMENT

Dear Mr. Stratford,

I refer to the "Agreement for Cooperation Concerning Civil Uses of Atomic
Energy between the Government of Canada and the Government of the United
States of America," signed on June 15, 1955, as amended (hereinafter referred to as
"the Agreement").

2. Article XII (D) of the Agreement provides that "Designated nucleartechnology, material, equipment and devices, major critical components, components
and Restrîcted Data subject to ibis Agreement and over which a Party basjurisdiction, shal flot be transferred to unauthorized persons, or, unless the Parties
agree, beyond the territorial jurisdiction of that Party". In order to facilitate the
application of tbis provision, I have the honour to propose that:

(a) in the case of natural uranium, depleted uranium, other source material,
uranium enrîched to less tban 20% in the isotope U-235 and heavy water,
Canada hereby provides ils agreement 10 the future transfer of such itemsby the United States of America beyond its territorial jurisdiction to third
parties provided that:

(i) such third parties have been identified as acceptable by Canada in
writing from time to time;

(ii) the United States of America, for each such transfer, inform the third
party tbat the material transferred is subject to the provisions of a
nuclear cooperation agreement between the United States of America
and Canada;
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
